What one horse cannot lift, or on-
ly lifts with difficulty, two may lift
with ease; and it is always well tohave
some reserve power.

Let
them remember that it is the teacher
and not the building that makes the
school,and that the sin that doth most
easily beset the average builders of
sectarian colleges is a disposition to in-
vest too much in brick and mortar and
too little in brains.

Jot the friends of education give
their strength to the common-school
system gnd make it effective in the
highest possible degree. Those who
go off after sectarian schools do not un-
derstand the signs of the times in re-
gard to education.

Have seen the report of the Teach-
ers’ Assoolation at Pilot Knob. It s
very gratifylng. A few chapters from
the experience of vigorous teachers in
rural districts, if well presented, would
be good reading.

FORCED TO RESIGN,

Serious Deficit Found in the Ac-
counts of the 8t. Louis Post-
masater.

[Special to the Chicago Daily News.]

8St. Louis, Mo., Oct. 14.—Postmaster
Hays, of this city, has come to grief. His
continued infractions of the law, persisted
in for several years, have finally become too
flagrant and public to be longer officially ig-
nored. Therefore an official investigation
was ordered. Hence the card and reasons
assigned by the Postmaster announciog his
intended resignation create mno surprise
among those conversant with the facts as
developed in the official investigation of the
Postoflice Inspectors, which they will not
disclose. Surprise is manifested that he has
been so long allowed to remain after his
many and long-continued irregularities were
uncovered. KFor several years postal funds
have been put to his personal uses in large
amounts contrary to law. Some months ago
he made good a deficit. Two weeks since
another was discovered. The checks and
due bills of the Postmaster were discovered
of long dates backward, where the cash in-
stead should have been. Checks have also
been drawn on a bank at which he had no
funds, he taking this means to tide over his
difficultics for a few days while the checks
were going through the depository bank and
clearing house. This In Itself, under the
statutes, was embezzlement, and o he was
frequently informed. To make good such
deficits he has had to borrow from friends,
and in this way has secured loans from $100
to $1,200. His necessities became &0 urgent
that he resorted to securing the aid of his
superintendents of divisions, carriers and
stations to secure loans, and so carriers,
clerks and outsiders became involved. Post-
master Hays belongs to the St. Louis Civil
Service Society. The discipline of the office
was suffering, and the clerks handling cash
became alarmed for their own reputations
and finally appealed to the officials of the
Postoffice Department for instructions. This
brought on investigations. Depositions have
been taken covering the above facts and for-
warded to Washington Ry the Postoffice In-
gpectors. The Postmaster’s bondsmen and
friends will now, as before, make good the
deficits to balance his aecounts and avold
scandal. He was in default to the State for
$1,000 when appointed by Schurz & Co., and
owed large amounts to Chicago grain deal-
ers for losses in speculations. That is his
trouble now—Ilosses in speculation. Iie was
ambitious to lead eity and State polities. The
depositions of the Cashier, Money-Qrder Su-
perintendent and Stamp Clerk were most fa-
tal. The alternative of resignation ar remov-
al was given, and he chose the former, in the
meantime trying to replace the deficits,
