HATURDAY, OCTroBER 13TH, 1883.

The Introductory Sermon was de-
livered to a large and well con‘woaed
¢ tion by Elder J. W. Woeb,
from the first clause of the 5th verse
of the 13th chapter of Second Cerinth-

ians.

1. The Association was calle? to
order by the Moderator, and the pres-
ent Clezk proceeded to business.

2. Letters were called for from the
different churches, which were read
and received, and ti:edelegates’ names
en:%lgid as per Btatistical Table ap-

pa; The Association agrees to elect a
Moderator and Clerk by private ballot,
whereupon it was reported, to wit: El-
der JoHN R. ADAMS, Moderator, and
HARTWELL HENSON, Clerk.

4. A door was opened for the recep-
tion of new churches; whereupon a let-
ter was presented from Red Point
Church, Dent county, Missouri, which
was read and received, and the Mod-
erator extended the right hand of fel-
lowship and invited the delegates to a
seat with us.

5. Onme presented from Mount Zion
Church, Washington county, Missouri,
which was read and received, and the
Moderator extended the right hand of
fellowship and invited the delegates
to a seat with us.

6. One presented from Mount Olive
Church, Washington county, Missouri,
which was read and received, and the
Moderator extended the rip;he hand of
fellowship and invited the delegates
to a seat with us.

7. Corresponding letters called for.
None received.

8. On motion, Elder JoHN MARTIN
and Brother WELCH, of Bethel Asso-
ciation were invited to a seat with us
in council. Also Elder RoBERT FoR-
TUNE, from Central Missouri Associa-
tion, is invited to a seat with us.

9. On motion, J. M. HENRY, JosH-
vA Mason and Elder J. W. Woobn
were appointed a Committee on Ar-
rangements.

10. On motion, the delegates of
Pleasant Chapel Church were appoint-
ed a committee on Religious exercises
during the sitting of the Association.

11. On motion, the Association ad-
Jjourns until Monday morning at nine
o'clock. Closed with prayer by Elder
RoBERT FORTUNE.

BATURDAY EVENING SERVICES.

‘The ministers appointed to fill the
stand to-night were present, and
preached in the following order, to
wit: Brother RiLEy HAWK preached
from the 10th verse of the 7th chapter
of SBecond Corinthians, and was fol-
lowed by Elder G. W. BAy with an
exhortation, and closed by ElderJ. W.
Woop. The stand was ably filled,
and we have reasons to believe the
word preached had its desired effect.

BUNDAY MORNING BERVICES.

The ministers appointed to fill the
