Fecilins Fowls in Winter.

There is no end to the advice as to the
proper food for fowls in the winter sea-
son, with a view to the production of
eggs. Nearly every experienced raiser
has a method of his own, and no doubt
they all possess more or less merit-Th- at

some animal food is necessary in
cold weather, is an old idea, and is fol-

lowed by all who desire a good crop of
eggs; and this fact is established from
the fondness of chickens for insects
when they are in season. That corn is
a staple food for fowl in all its forms
is well known and is adopted by every
experienced raiser. Some make the
meal into mush; some soak the whole
grains and place it where the fowls can
obtain it at all times; and some again
burn or char the corn on the cobs and
throw it into the poultry house for the
fowls to help themselves whenever their
health may need it. In cold weather it
is a common practice with chicken rais-
ers to give the fowls in the morning a
soft, warm feed, say of corn-me- al mush,
accompanied with an onion chopped up
as a preventive of disease. Grease, in
the way of drippings, mixed with the
mush is excellent and causes the hens
to lay and at the same time keeps them
well in flesh In fact. if. one expects
profit from hens in winter, when eggs
generally sell at two prices, they must
provide good, comfortable houses, ex-

posed to the southwest, good laying-boxe- s,

plenty of roosting-polc- s. sand, or
soft soil to scratch in. access to lumps
of pounded bones, salt, fresh water
twice a day that freexinsj np may not
interfere injuriously against a supply of
water whenever needed. Corn Ocin
