The Druggist's Circular gives the
following recipe for the "dry shampoo"
used by barbers, generally known as
"sea-foam- :" Alcohol, eight ounces;

It is rub-
bed on the head until the liquid evapo-
rates. No subsequent rinsing is neces-
sary.

Muffins without soda, if baked in a
hot oven, will be light and excellent.

v about a third of a teaspoonfal of salt.
Have your gem pans very hot, fill about
half full and bake. Ihese are nice
with butter alone, or with maple-sug- ar

dry off the milch cows. If well fed and
in comfortable quarters they may be
kept in milk to within two months of
calving. It does them less injury than
trying to stop the flow of milk when it
is abundant. Before drying off cease
the supply of grain and roots or other
succulent food, and give good hay only.

A pleasant variation on the jelly
and cream filing used for double cakes
may be made of apples. Beat one egg
light in a bowl, and into it a cup of
sugar. Add to this the strained juice
and grated rind of a lemon. Peel and
grate three firm pippins or other ripe
tart apples directly into this mixture,
stirring each well in before adding an-
other. When all are in. put into a fa-
rina kettle and stir over the fire until
the apple-custar- d is boiling hot and
quite thick. Cool and spread between
the cakes. Boston Post.

Plowing In India.
. A very noteworthy effort in the direc-
tion of improving the condition of the
Indian peasantry is now being made,
says a London paper. It differs from all
the suggestions of quacks . and

philanthropists, inasmuch as it
is thoroughly practical, and goes deep,
both literally and figuratively, to the
root of the evils of the ryot's life. It is,
in fact, the introduction of a light iron
plow. Inaia, which ought to be one of
the wealthiest countries of tbe world, is
bowed down by the burden of a bank-
rupt peasantry. No political

is at the bottom of this
bankruptcy. It is not traceable to any
of the ordinary sources alleged for such

henomena feudalism, absentee land-ord- s,

legislative obliquities, or race
prejudice. It is simply the hereditary
and natural condition of the Indian
ryot. For many generations his ances-
tors had starved off the same patch of
land, so why should not he, their de-

scendant, do just" as they did. and
starve too? The question sounds absurd
enough when written down in English;
but the native of India sees no absurd-
ity in it. When the Vienna Exhibition
was opened the Madras Government
sent a representative, and among the
other notes which the official made of
exhibits likely to be useful in India was
a light iron plow sold by a Swedish firm
at the low price of sixteen shillings.
Some of those were introduced into the
presidency, and ryots coaxed into using
them. The result is that supplies are
now regularly imported every year, and
the Madras peasant has taken the iirst
practical step toward class improve-
ment by giving the soil a fair chance of
doing its best.

The usual "plow" employed by the
Indian ryot is a wooden implement of
pathetic simplicity. It is ingeniously
constructed- - so as to disturb the soil
through which it moves as little as pos-
sible, and give the plowman as much
unnecessary work as possible. The
lightness of the misshapen and primi-
tive instrument is no doubt an advan-
tage when the cultivator wishes to carry
his plow home on his shoulder; but for
the purpose in which it is employed,
the turning up of the subsoil, the frivo-
lous, ricketty thing is as inappropriate
as could well be imagined. The ryot,
however, is not so sure of this, and his
arguments are characteristic of him.
He says that this identical plow, or an-
other from whieh it was copied, sufficed
his forefathers, and is good enough for
all his neighbors. Why, then, should
he Le discontented? Nor must it bo
forgotten that the Hindoo's protests in
favor-o- f routine are occasionally sup-
ported by the well meant but injudi-
cious eH'orts of philanthropists to
"ameliorate their condition." . As an
instance may be cited the case in the
north of India, where the agricultural
department urged upon public attention
the enormous advantages to be antici-
pated from deep plowing.

A magnificent plow of the very largest
size and very latest pattern was sent on
trial, and the usual convention of agri-
culturalists assembled by order. An
important official explained the benefits
of deep plowing, and then the experi-
ment commenced. A stalwart pair of
government bullocks had been specially
provided, and these were now urged to
proceed by much twisting of tails and
Personal calumny. The bullocks,

having had their tails nearly
twisted , off manv times before, and
having heard afl that could possibly
be invented in abuse of their relatives,
both living and deceased, on many
previous occasions, were as indifferent
to physical violence as to reflections
upon the moral character of their
parents. So another pair were added,
and by and by another; then a mule
was impressed into the service, and so
on, until a considerable string of ani-
mals was attached to the implement.
Eventually, alter a scene of the utmost
excitement and vociferation, and clouds
of dust and a tempest of yells, the
Satent plough began to move.

clamor and castigation greeted
this achievement, and, as the astonished
and terrified team plunged forward all
together, the huge instrument slipped
from the control of the ploughmen,
who were hanging, on to the bandies,
and the glittering share gave a leap
and pierced its way at a sharp angle
coma four feet deep into the earth.
The sudden disappearance of the huge
blade under ground was appl&aded by
the intelligent native? as a triumph",
and very great, therefore, was their
bewilderment when they faw all the
animals being solemnly yoked: to the
otl er end of the plough in order to
get it out of the ground again. At this
point a farmer who ;had arrived late
came upon the scene, lie ' had not
heard the preliminary explanations
about tbe advantagts of deep plough-
ing, and was trying to draw his own
conclusions as to the meaning of the
spectacle le'ore him three pairs of
bullocks and a mu'e voked to tbe
wrong end of a plough when an
official accosted him with, "Well, Ram
Lai, and wi.at do you - think of it?"
The man bowed low. "Providence,"
said he, now"s everything. But what
should a slave like me understand of
such matters? let it may be that these
are fireworks!" Boston Herald.

vessel. - 1 was chief officer of the
City of Antwerp. On the day we sighted
the' City of Boston a furious southeast
hurricane .set in.

Among the many questions connected
with the contagious diseases of animals
those most suitable for discussion at
this couvention are the ones which are
nearest related to the subject of preven-
tion. There are still too many peo le
who cling to old Idoas of the origin and
nature of contagious diseases. Our popu-
lar writers still teach that they ar the
result of the "absorpt'on of foul matter
from impure air, and that good ventila-
tion and pure air are specific prevent-
ives." Good ventilation and pure air
are excellent things, but if they are
specific preventives how can we explain
the cases of glanders which occur
among horses that seldom see the inside
of a stable, the cases of hog cholera in
the open field, and of chicken cholera
among fowls which are never housed?

Other writers, anil their name is le-

gion, tell us that the origin of hog
cholera, for instance, is easily expLuned
by the conditions under which hogs
are raised, particularly in the West.
Large numbers are kept together; they
have the reprehensible habit of crowd-
ing each other to an uncomfortable de-

gree in their sleeping places; they have
so little regard for hygienic rules as to
be two or three deep. As a necessary
coneqnence the under hor breathes
terribly impure air; ho even msnires so
much dust that this alone would cause
inttamma ion of the lungs. Couple this
with his injudicious and irregular diet,
and the origin of hog cholera is so clear
that our friends are abundantly satis-
fied; they rather object to additional
evidence for fear of unsettling beliefs
now held with the most implicit confi-
dence. We are even told that foot-and-mo-

disease is as indigenous to Eng-
land as the fogs and mists; that it al-

ways existed and always will, because
it is provoked by the climate and man-
ner of keeping the cattle.

The truth seems to bo with most if
not all the contagious fevers that every
case is produced directly or indirectly
from germs which were developed by a
case whieh preceded it, just as every
crop of corn is produced by ssed from a
preced ng crop. I care not how well
you prepare your ground, how favora-
ble yon make the conditions of life, yon
can not get a crop of corn so a con-
tagious fever is the result of the devel-
opment of a living organism in the ani-
mal body, and you can no more get a
crop of that organism without seed
than you can the crop of corn. Just
here I am usually met with an argu-
ment srpparently looked upon as invul-
nerable, forever demonstrating the
spontaneous production of animal
plagues. These diseases, it is said,
could not always have been contracted
from pre-existi- cases for the very rea-
son that some time in the remote there
were no pre-existi- ng animals there
must have been a first case of disease.
No doubt of it; but this is one of those
philosophical considerations which is
not as practicable as it appears upon its
face. So, too, theie must have been a
first grain of corn, a first p:g, a first
sheep, a first calf; but let the young
farmer of to day put his land in the
most favorable condition possible, and,
sit upon the fence expecting the origin
de novo of his corn, his pijs, his sheep
and his cattle you know that he might
sit there" until "his hair was white and
his eyes grew dim with age without see-i- n"

such a phenomenon no, not if his
farm took in a continent and his field of
vision embraced it all. And if the con-

tagious organisms were as large as cat-

tle sheep or p'gs or even as grains of
corn, so that their goings and comings
mizht be traco l as we can-- trace these
thins. there would be no more ques-tion'- of

the origin of glanders and hog
cholera from the conditions of life than
there is of cattle from the grass cf your
fields or corn from your fertile soil.
Contagious fevers, then, are caused by
specific germs, and so long as animals
are exposed to these a considerable por-

tion will sicken and die in spite of
hygienic surroundings, in spite of good
and proper food, unless they are grant-
ed an immuuity by methods analogous
to vaccination. Dr. E. V. Salmon, at
the Ckicajo Convention.
