Want an Appropriation.

This from the Jefferson City correspond-
ence to the Poplar Bluff Citizen:

At 10 o’clock this morning the clarion voice
of Butler county’s representative sounded,
““Mr. Speaker,” in reverberating tones. The
Speaker recognized the gentleman from But-
ler, when the aforesaid gentleman mude his
maiden speech upon the floor, during which
he presented his maiden bill. The bill recites
the fact that the drouth of 1881, the floods of
1882-83, the fire of the last ten days, together
with the fuct that the Butler county jail was
destroyed by fire, all go to constitute a pub-
lie ealamity to said county within the mean-
ing of Section 46 of Article 4 of the Constitu-
tion of the State of Missouri, and wound up
with the appropriation of $10,000 for the
erection of a jail in Butler county, to be paid
upoen the order of the county court, attested
by the seal of the clerk thereof.

To this ecomplexion can great disaster bring
a proud people at last! Alas and alack!
They come to you, Messrs. Legislators, under
the burden of “*a great calamity”—uvidelicit,
one drouth, in 1881, when it was positively
so0 hot in Butler that you could go without
flannels in July ! and so dry that the wheat in
the field had to be cut to save its utter loss!!
Nay, so fervent the rays of the sun and so
meager the rainfall that three acres of swamp,
in one section, so hardened that the fox-
squirrels played over its surface in perfect
security!!! Then, as if the avenging gods
were determined to utterly destroy by water
the remnants of a county left by the piti-
less fire-scourge, they caused the rain to fall
s0 that the swamps were submerged, the
streets of a great thoroughfare overflowed
with mud, and the rushing Black rose to such
a height that it even became navigable for
that famous leviathan, “The Bull of the
Woods.”

The speed of an icebost propelled by the
wind still puzzles a great many people, and
¥et there should not be any mystery about it.
A little observation made fast to a little com-
mon sense ought to be enough to make the
problem plain to anybody. Yes, an
icebosat propelldid by the wind can travel
twice, three times, probably five times as fast
as the wind that propels it. This feat is ac-

abeam: in other words, sailing her acrossthe
wind current, not with it. "When traveling
across that current ber safls recelve the full
foree of it; they are held up to it just as

how fast she may travel across that current
her gails will draw. For example the wind
blows at the rate of ten miles an hour. With
that breeze an iceboat on the wind can travel
thirty miles an hour. Butchange her course.
Put her direetly before the wind, and she
slows down immediately, going a trifle slow-
er than the wind blows. Shecannot go fast-
er than the wind when running with it, ex-
cept for a short distance after a puff, for then
she would run away from her propelling
force, and meet with resistance in front to
reverse the draw of her sails; but when she
crosses the wind current her sailsare always
full, and she receives the full force of the
blast. She does mot yield to it by going
along with it, as ia the case when she runs
with the wind. This is clearly illustrated
on board the boat in puffy weather. When
running free, say in a seven-knot breeze, a
puff may strike her, earrying her along at a
rate of fourteen knots. Then it leaves her,
and the wind drops to five knots. But the
momentum she has recelved from the four-
teen-knot puff brings her for a short distance
miich faster than the five-knot breeze; and
the instant she overreaches it the resistance
comes in front, her sails fill the wrong way,
and her boom often gives striking evidence
to thick hesds that an iceboat can go faster
than the wind..
