FIRE IN PHILADELPHIA.
Philadelphia, Pa., February 19. At

half-pa- st nine o'clock this morning Are was
discovered in the five-sto- ry structure, 125
Chestnut street, occupied by Stevenson &
Co., Gatz & Stratton, Richard A. Blythe,
iiarzea & Co., all dealers in cotton and
wool. Soon after the flames were dis
covered, fire burst from the upper win
dows, and. the front of the three upper
stories fell outward. Mauy supposed an
explosion had taken place. It is not yet
known whether there was any explosion
in the building.

When the wall fell, a laborer, who is
said to be John McKay, who was engaged
in removing a safe from an adjoining
building was instantly killed by falling
brick, several other persons were In-

jured.
The flames spread to the buildings num-

bered 123 and 121 Chestnut street, and
they are now burning fiercely. The for-
mer is occupied by Irwin C. Beatty &Co.,
dealers in worsted yarns, aud the latter
by George H. McFadden & Co., cotton
dealers. The adjoining building on the
west is the Corn Exchange National
Bank, on the northeast corner of Second
and Chestnut streets, the roof of which
is now on fire. A general alarm has beea
sounded. The loss can not now be esti-
mated.

LATER.

The flames have extended across the
back buildings to 47 South Second street,
occupied by Homer & Son, toy mer-
chants. In the upper stories of this build-
ing were stored a large amount of fire-
crackers, rockets, Roman candles, bombs
and other kinds of fire works.

At about half-pa- st ten the crowd of
people on second street were startled by
a series of explosions, and an ins aut
later the sky-rocke- ts and Roman candles
were shooting colored lights out of all
the windows into the street.

THE GRANNIS-BLOC- K BURNED.

Chicago, III., February 20. At flvt
o'clock yesterday fire broke out in the
upper story ol the fine Grannis block,
113 and 115 Dearborn street. The build-
ing contains three banks the National
of Bank of Illinois; E. S. Brewster &

Co., bankers and brokers, and the Con
tinental National Bank. The upper stor
ies were occupied by some forty law
and other . offices. Notwithstanding
the building was considerd fire
proof, the upper stories are gutted
by lire, and the lower ones
flooded with water. An explosion
of gas in the vault of the Bank of Illinois
occurred, wrecking portions of the lower
walls, but it is thought the valuables and
records are safe. The total loss will
reach from 125,000 to 150,000. The
block was purchased bv Shuppard Brooks,
of Boston, for 175,000 a few months
since, and its annual rental amouuted to

40,000.

ELEVEN BLSSIXESS PLACES BURNED.

A TERRIBLE WRECK.

Collision on the Virginia Midland Railway,
Resulting in Loss of Life and the Complete
Destruction of Both Trains.

four miles south of Washington, between
a freight train, bound south, and a pas-
senger train, bound north, on the Vir
ginia Midland Railway.

The news spread like
wild-fir- e throughout London. On every
side expressions of regret were heard.

EMBARKATION OF TIIE GRENADIERS.
London, February 20. The Prince of

Wales, who arrived in London yesterday
from a sojourn in the south cf France,
t --day inspected the Grenadiers previous
to their embarkation to Egypt. After the
review the Prince addressed the men. He
lauded their fine appearance, and urged
them to remember the gallant record of
the regiment during the Crimean war.

"I have no doubt," said the Prince,
"that the regiment will acquit itself as
nobly in the present emergency as then."

The streets and public squares through
which the regiment marched were
thronged with people anxious to witness
the departure. From the house tops
along the route flags were flying, while
the windows were filled with people.
Shouts for vengeance and the restoration
of British prestige fliied the air.

Post-offic- e Department officials say the

disaster last night on the Midland Road,
between Washington and Alexandria,
caused the heaviest loss of United States
mail that ever resulted from a railroad
accident. One huudred ordinary mail
pouches and thirteen pouches containing
through registered letters from the South
for large cities in the East, besides con
siderable miscellaneous matter, were
with all their contents bnrned up, and
with them probably 100,000.

As soon as the collision occurred, the
freight train caught fire and was con-
sumed. The freight train consisted of
thirty-on- e freight cars and four new pas
senger coaches, just outlt lor the Mid-
land Railway Company and which were
being taken to Alexandria. Twenty-seve- n

freight cars were destroyed
with the contents. The. passenger
train consisting of baggage, express,
postal and smoking-ca- r was entirely de-

stroyed with their contents. . Both en-

gines being in the center of the burning
pile were completely destroyed. The
safe of the express car, containing 100,
000 in cash, was destroyed.

Lost With All on Board.
Mobile, Ala., February 20. News has

reached this city of the wreck of the
British schooner E. N. Olive, and the loss
of all hands, on the east bank of Dixie
Island, off the entrance to Mobile Bay.
The wreck was discovered by the lookout
at Fort Morgan, and the pilot-bo- at Lawe
sailed out and took from the rigging of
the vessel one man, who died a few
minutes after being rescued, and without
giving any explanation of the disaster.
There was no other person on the schoon-
er, and it is believed that they all perish
ed during Wednesday night.

An Infernal Machine at Harvard.
Boston, Mass., February 20. An ex

plosion took placo in the yard in front of
Sever Hall, Harvard College, shortly
after midnight last night. 'Ihe shock
was felt very plainly in the college dormi
tories. The explosive machine was placed
about one hundred leet away from the
hall. It tore up the earth for several
feet and shattered a tree. The instru-
ment used was a hollow wooden tube,
over a foot lone and an inch in diame
ter, which had evidently been crammed
full of some explosive, tightly plugged at
each end, and then xlosely wound oyer
Its whole surface with heavy wire. A
searching investigation will be made.

THE RIDE OF DEATH;
Shocking: Result of a Family Sleigh-Rid- e

The Father and One Child Killed, the
Mother Fatally Injured and the Remaini-
ng; Two Children Hadly Hurt.
Muncy Valley, Pa., February 21.-- A ter-

rible accident occurred about eight miles
north of this place last night, by which
two persons were killed and three others
fatally injured. Jas. Harberecker, aged
forty years, his wife, aged thirty-eigh- t,

and three children named Mary, Henry
and Willie, aged respectively fif-

teen, twelve and eight, went out sleigh-
ing In a large two-hor- se wooden sleigh to
visit neighbors. On the way home, about
ten o'clock, the horses took fright and ran
away, drawing the sleigh with them,
throwing the occupants out and drag-
ging them for nearly 500 feet, when the
horses fell and were unable to go any
further. Other parties, in sleighs that
were coming in the opposite direction,
saw the accident, and stopped and ren
dered assistance. It was discovered
that the father's neck was broken and he
was dead, and one of the children,
Henry, had both legs cut off by a runner
of the sleigh, and died before medical aid
could be summoned. Mrs. Harberecker
was fatally Injured, and the children,
Mary aud Willie, were also badly hurt
about their bodies aud head. The
dead and Injured were taken to a neigh-
boring farm-hou- se and medical aid sum-
moned. This morning the dead and
wounded were brought to their home.
followed by hundreds of people.
