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WILD TURKEYS.

The Curious Ways Hunters Wave or Get-
ting a Shot al Them.

Hunting the wild turkey is consid-
ered very good sport, but as they are
only in season during the cold months
it requires a hunter of endurance to
find them. In the mountains they
have a curious way of getting a shot.
After building & **blind’’ of boughs to
hide behind, the hunter throws a guan-
tity of grain upon the ground within
easy gunshot, and drops a few grains
in lines radiating probably for a hun-
dred yards in every direction through
the woods. There is then a plan upon
the ground like the hub and spokes of
a wheel. Early in the morning the
wandering flock of turkeys will find
one of these spokes and run along it,
eating as they go. until they reach the
feast ¢f corn at the hub. This is where
the hunter is concealed, and you can
imagine the rest. They get to. the
feast, but like Polonious, it is a feast
*‘not where they eat, but where they
are eaten.”

In gunshot is the turkey call, a sort of
whistle made often from a wing bone,
and with which the voice of a turkey
ean be very well imitated. The male
birds answer and gradually approach,
amid breathless interest on the part of
the sportsman, until bang! bang! oft
go both barrels, and it frequently hap-

ens, off go the turkeys with only the

oss of & few feathers.

The gobbler is an ill-natured churl
and w.ll break up h's wife's nest and
smash the eggs every time he gets an
opportunity. Worst of all he Kills the
yvoung, not alone of his own family,
but aiso of his neighbors. This teaches
mother turkey to hide her nest away
and to guide her young so they will not
be discovered by the male. The in-
stinet elings to them in domestication
and they require close watching to pre-
vent the nests from being hidden away.

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SUCCESSFUL FARMING.

The Question of Success in Agriculture Isa
Question of Manure.

The farmer who has learned hew and
with what materials to feed his land in
order to keep it at a high standard of
productiveness, has found the key not
only to his individual success, but also
to social progress and great national
prosperity.  Such a position is a proud
one and well worthy to execite the am-
bition of the best blood of the land.
The hopes of the human race—its fu-
ture continuance and glory, or deterior-
ation and extinct'on (however hetero-
dox), depends upon this issne. Coun-
tries that have been devoured by gen-
erations of the past, present to-day the
melancholy proof of the statement. We
may, thercfore, assert that except fu-
ture generations learn to fertilize the
soil and restore what they tuke away,
“‘they shall all likewise perish.”” There
is no escape from this econclusion,
whether we treat it lightly or serious-
lv. Like the locusts of kgaypt, we are
now devouring this goodly land, and,
while we are full of its fatness, in the
plenitude and joy of our strength we
swell out with pride and laugh to scorn
the idea of ealamity; but the impover-
ishment of a country creeps on withthe
certainty of fate; nor does the past fur-
nish us with any example of a nation
aroused to a sense of the danger sufli-
ciently strong to counteract the ten-
dency to depﬂetion and ruin. Only in
modern times, under the light of sei-
ence, do men begin to look at the root
of this question and endeavor to repar
the waste which has destroyed or ren-
dered effete so many nat.ons of the
earth. The whole superstructure of
society and government, with all their
ramificat ons, machinery and accumu-
lations of wealth, rest upon the single
industry of agriculture, whether that
be scientific, enlightened and vigor-
ous; or whether it be barbarous, blun-
dering and weak, keepiug alive the na-
tion but furnishing no materials for
progress and advancement.

If this is a truth it is one of the very
first importance to all orders of men,
and whatever may be our pursuits our
first duty and great anxiety should be
for the welfare of our National agricul-
ture that the people may be fed. And
the supplies are not to be diminished,
but increased in proportion to popu-
lation. But what if a period ar-
rives, as im Framece at this mo-
ment, that wealth can not be acquired
in the pursuit of agriculture? That
eight or ten years of scientific economi-
cal management and industry, even
with large capital, fails to return re-
muncrative profits on the invest-
ment? If such a eondition could be
announeed of American agriculture
to-day it weuld create universal alarm
and econsternation; and yet we are
in the same direction with all the
glorious advantages of a new conti-
nent before us. QUur forests are rapid-
ly disapvoearing, millions of acres of
the best lands in the country when first
settled are womm out and lie idle; our
rivers, omce navigable, are turning
into shoals, with the soil we have
permitted to be carried away with the
rains, and the earth is bald, barren
and deserted im many sections where
once populous and wealthy. To cap
the climax the trades, though de-
pendert upon agricultune, are sap-
ping the foundation upon which they
rest. They do not mean to do it. but
the fact remains all the same, as the
outgrowth of the desperate speed now
universally made to get rich. The
profits of the farm go into stocks
and bends, into publie works,
into useless taxation te support
useless offices, inte worthless works in
rivers and harbors, and to magnify the
pride and pomp of towns and cities,
while the country which surrounds
them sinks into poverty and wretehed-
ness. In the desperate struggle the
farmer has no time to study scienee, no
time to contemplate his future condi-
tion. His sole concern is how he shall
live to-day, and all reseurces are taxed
to the ntmost and his land hurriedly
drained of its strength in the hope of
finding more when it ceases to yield.

Ot cours: there are exceptions to the
rule and some are found availing them-
selves of the advantages of modern im-
provements and profiting by the dis-
coveries of aeience; but the masses are
still unawakened to the danger of
drawing continually upon the fertility
of the land without adequate returns
for the improvement of the soil. Nei-
ther is it sufficient to rely on barnyard
or compost manure for a long series of
yvears. These are valuable and ought
by no means to be neglected: but they
farnish the vegetable elements mostly,
when the mineral may need re.plenia{-
ing as well. —Savannak (Ga.) News.
