The World's Fair.

ARCADIA, Mo., April 14, 1885.

For the amusement of your readers,
Mr. Editor, I will give you some items
of sight-seeing at the *“Centennial’ al
the Crescent City.

New Orleaus is the great city of the
Seuth. It contains a p pulation of two
hundred and fifty th usaud inhabitants.
It is situated in the cresent bend of the
Mississippi river, 110 miles from the
mouth: there the river emptivs into the
Gulf of Mexico, through Ead's jetties
in a depth of thirty feet of water.

There are several pretty parks in the
city, also, b autitul resorts on Lake
Ponchartrain, which is a large body of
salt water, having dir ‘ot tidal connec-
tion with the ocean, aund lies four miles
north of the ecity.

The city is now filled with visitors to
see the Exposition, which is locat.d
four miles up the river, to which visit-
ors ride either on street cars or steam
boats. The buildings of the Exposition
are many aul cover quit2 a number of
acres of ground.

The Main building, which is built
with no partitions anl one continuous
roof, is the largesi ever erected and
covers thirty-three acres of space. It
is devote to geaeral exhibits and Ma-
chinery Hall.

The United States building is very
elegant, 565x885 feet. This contains
the United States and state exhibits,
women's and colored prople's depart-
ment. In this building, all the states
have a space of aboutone hundred feet
square.

The exhibition of the various produe-
tions of the different states, the miner-
als, the timbers,birds of all descriptions
stuffed and put in cases, paintings ar-
ranged so beautifully, the estton and
eain of the south, corn and other grain
of the north, arranged 1n pyramids
twenty and thirty feet high, and the
manufactured guods of all the states,

make the grandest exhibition that

could be sesn by human eye.

To give the details, would take quires

of paper, even a book could be filled as

large as the Bible, if we gave the par-

ticular description of all that is to be

seen from the statea and civilized na

tions of the earth at their great Expo-

sition.

Missouri's department was first vis-

ited. After registering our names, we

proceeded tn examine her exhibits. |
Very little time was required for this

inspection as her exhibits were few.

However, Missouri had the greatest

variety of apples, which were one hun-

dred aad two, and took the premiuam,

which made the other states very jeal- |
ous,

In the exhihit of other stateg, Florida
and Louisiana lead in southern fruits
and eane; Mississippi, in cotton, Cali-
fornia has a fine display of fruits and
minerals. Kansas, Nebraska and [lli-
nois leal in grain; Kentucky and Vir-
ginia, in fine tobacco; Mary.and, in to
bacco and minerals; Alab ma, in cotton
and wminerals; Pennsylvania, in manu-
factured roods. Bhe hus the greatest
show of all in the **old liberty b 1"’
that rang out Independence in Phila-
delphia, 4th of July, 1776,

run and built by Peter Cooper.
