The explosion which caused the death f
John Collins, mention of which you made
last week, is suoposed by many to have re-

sulted from the dropping of hot oil from the
the miner's lamp that hung on his cap into
the box of blasting caps he was holding in
his hand. The explosion of the one hundred
caps, which have a pressure of seventy-fiv- e

pounds each, set off 23 sticks of dualine, of
which he had 0 or 8 sticks thawd for
loading. It is supposed he had the thawed
powder in his arm, or on the box beside
him. It is now a great wonder that there
was no other powder exploded, for the box
es of other contractors were setting in the
same row, and they were completely demol
ished, and sticks oi powder scattered about.
Samuel Wigger was sitting on a box about
ten or fifteen feet from the one that John
Collins was sitting on, with his knife in his
band. Just as the explosion took place,
Sam had stuck his knife into a stick of pow-

der to make an incision for the fuse, and he
thought it was his stick of powder that did
the work. When he was fouud, he was
crawling on his hands and knees aud hold
ing to the rail. Collins was only 10 years old,
and was liked by all who knew him. The
exp'osion literally blew his body to pieces;
his legs were cut off, right arm blown away,
left hand m ingled, and he was disemboweled.
A cottin was provided, the scattered remains
gathered together, and in the afternoon
buried in the Catholic cemetery. The funer-
al was largely attended.

No License for Theatrical Performances.

We call the attention of the authorities of
our city and county to the following law
passed by the late Legislature. While we
would have no objection to the payment of a
reasonable license to the city or town in
which an opera house or public hall is locat-

tice of being subjected to one forthe county:
Section 1. That no license or other tax

shall be levied or collected by any county,
village or city of the third or fourth class, or
iu cites under special charters, and having
less than liv- - thousand inhabitants, upon any
theatrical or minstrel performance when
held in any opera house in any village or city
of the third or fourth class, or in cities un-

der special charters, and having less than tiye
thousand inhabitants, in this state.

Sec. 2. All acts or parts of acts in conflict
with this act are hereby repealed.

SUITS MADETO ORDER AT SHOI

TWO TRAINS COLLIDE!

Two Men Kille.l. and Several Seriously
Injured.

Last Monday at 1:10 P. M., eight miles
outh of Carondelet, a special train collided

with the Montesano Accoinmodation.through
neglect of the De Soto train-dispatch- er to
notify the latter of the extra. We take the
account ot tne acciueni irom inesuays iie- -

The accommodation left Motiiesano at the

usual time, 12:45 o'clock, with John McGov- -

ern at the throttle and James Shannon tiring.
I most at the same instant the special left

Kiirht miles bel nv Carondelet there
the track a large house which ' used

as a boarding-hous- e by section hands and
which, from the color, is called the "White
house." Between the latter and the nevt
point, called t e cliff, i the fatal curve in
which the trains met. For a half mile below
'White bouse" the road runs south and then
suddenly takes a sharp turn and darts off
southwest. The embankment all the wav at
this point is fully ttiirty feet high, and where
the embankment stop I he water begins. The
current set-i- u strong from the Illiuois shor--- ,

and stepping into the water means a sheer
descent of nearly tnirty feet more.

It was in the neighborhood of 1 o'clock
when both trains approached the comer,
.timing bluffs hid them from each other's
view, and the danger was not discovered un-
til the engines were within 100 yards of one
another. The discovery was made simul-
taneously on both trains. McGovern, en-
gineer of the accommodation, put on the
steam brakes and, observing that the train in
front was coining at terrific speed, he lost no
time, but jumped out of his cab down the
embankment into the river. James Shan-
non, his fireman, followed, and also brought
up in the river. Luckily there was a large
log floating about four feet from the shore,
to which both men clung and were saved.

The three men on th- - special engine made
desperate attempts at the same time to save
their lives, but fate was against them. En-
gineer Stevenson jumped ilovn the embank-
ment, but struck on his back, fractured his
spine and received other internal injuries
that will result in his death. Fireman Louis
Christ did not jump soon enough, was caught
in the collision and instantly killed. Young
Philip Tolard did not jump at all, but stuck
to the engine and was instantly killed. The
collision wedged his body in the fire-bo- x and
it was horribly burned. The baggagemen
also jumped and escaped with slight injuries.
The accommodation engine was completely
demolished. The boiler and smoke-stac- k

were thrown against the bluffs on the right
hand side and the trucks and cab down the
embankment into the river. The special en-

gine held the track, though very little re-

mained of her but the trucks. The escaping
steam enveloped the wreck and this was fol-
lowed by an additional horror in the shape of
fire. The passengers in both trains were
dashed against the seats and many received
serious injuries.

Those who were comparatively whole came
forward as soon as it was safe to approach
the wreck, and with a fev buckeifulls of
water extinguifhed the fires. Stevenson was
picked tip and placed in a coach anil every
attentiou possible was paid him. The man-
gled bodies of the other two men were plac-
ed in the baggage car, and a messenger was
sent back to Montesano with orders to tele-
graph Carondelet for aid.

Shortly after 2 o'clock a relief train Was
sent down and the passengers, all dead and
wounded, were brought to the city. The
wrecking train was next summoned and a
lanre gang of men were put to work clear-
ing the track. A BepuMicnn reporter ar-

rived at the scene a short time after the ac-

cident and found everything In a chaotic
state. The wreckage was strewn along the
rails for nearlv 200 yards. The accommoda-
tion engine was a badly disjointed piece of
machinery. It was smashed into a half a
hundred pieces, and what portions of it were
not in the river were strewn along the em-

bankment. The rails were twisted and torn
up and the ties tossed about at right angles.

The wrecking party went to work with en-erg- v,

aud by ! o'clock the track was repair-
ed and cleared. The wreck was taken to
De Soto, All trains last nighr were held at
De Soto and Kiinmswick and were several
hours late in reaching the citv.

In 1S.W they removed to
Southeast Missouri, living in Ironton for
several years. After the war Mr. Gay re-

moved to Farinington and resided there to
the time of his death, about one year ago.

and two sons, who have the sympathy of the j
community in their hour of affletion. t
