I will let you hear once more from this end

of the county, as our correspondents are ei
ther dead or moved away. I do not know
which it is, but they have quit writing, at
any rate. I think "Uncle Isaac" must be
dead, though I have not received the funeral
notice.

Our town and community has been very
quiet for some time. Now and then the boys
get too much of John Davis's coffee, and
then they have to have what they call "fun,"
but the coffee they drink is not of a fighting
quality.

We have about forty men at work here in
the different granite quarries, and they to
gether with the tie interest, scatter consid
erable money through the country.

This has been a fine time for work in the
quarries, though very dry and backward for
the farmers. Wheat and oats appear to be
ruined, while the meadows are looking badly.
Corn has come up badly and does not grow
as it ought. Old settlers here say it is the
most backward spring they have ever known.

Business appears to be better than com
mon.

We never saw any of you
Ironton folks down here to look after us,
only about election times, and then you are
quick to own us. I tell you we are a whole
team about that time, and work well in the
political harness, and the officials of Iron
county have found it out.

He was on a courting
trip, but I won't tell it.

The Seventeenth Annual Report of the
State Board of Agriculture (1884) has been
issued, and we are in receipt of a copy. It
contains reports from every county In the
state, sent by local reporters. That from
Iron is by W. W. Heywood, Esq., and will
be read with interest hereabouts. As it is
good "local" matter we reproduce it : "There
are a good many farms run down, and could
be bought cheap and improved easily. Some

wild land subject to entry, but too poor to
cultivate. The county is hills and valleys;
farms mostly in. valleys.but there Is good land
on the hills, where bluegrass, a natural grass
if grown on land free from bush. It is a nat-

ural range for sheep and very healthy for

them. Wild land can be bought, after the
timber is cut off by the mill men, for 30 cents

to $1 per acre, and the above run out fnrms

from $5 to $10 per acre, with passable build-

ings thereon, fit to live In for awhile, till bet-

ter ones could be built. I know of no better
place for a poor man to make a start with a
few dollars to begin with. The public works

at Iron Mountain, Pilot Knob and the two
Granite Quarries, now developed and being
worked by hundreds of consumers, gives a

home demand that always will be In excess

of supply, and prices for farm products are
equal to St. Louis, If not even better."

An Effort to Settle its Difficulties With
out Foreclosure and Sale.

The local holders of bonds on the Vulcan
Iron Works held several long and earnest
conferences last week, which finally resulted
in the appointment of a committee, which is
to go at once to New York and endeavor to
effect a very important arrangement with tne
holders of bonds on the Grand Tower prop-
erty and the Pilot Knob Company. By this
arrangement the outstanding bonds of these
three concerns are to be lumped and taken
up by a new issue of bonds, to cover the en-

tire assets of the three companies. The com
mittee appointed to perform this duty con-

sists of Messrs. Pierre Chouteau, John W.
Noble and C. C. Maftit, and they will meet in
New York Mr. James Clark, who has been
there for several days, and who also holds an
interest in one of these three sets of securi-
ties. The bonds outstanding on the three
concerns aggregate about $2,600,000, and
there is a conflict of opinion as to how they
should rate. It is conceded that the Pilot
Knob bonds are worth very much more than
those of the Vulcan or Grand Tower con-

cerns, but the latter two are lighting for sec-

ond place. That Is to sy, the holders of
Grand Tower bonds insist that tbeir hold-
ings are just as valuable as those of the old
Vulcan, while the Vulcan holders insist that
they ehould be allowed a better percentage
in the divy than the Grand Tower men. It
is proposed to take up the $2,600,000 of the
miscellaneous paper with $2,000,000 of new
paper, and to issue the latter to holders of
the old paper, on a schedule of comparative
values which must be established by the in-

terested capitalists whom the St. Louis com-
mittee expect to get together in New York.
There will be a great deal of argument and
hot blood, in all probabilities, before any
schedule of values can be arranged that will
be acceptable to all the bondholders.
