Why It Has Cost S900,000 to Kecctastract
the Mohican When New Vessel of the
Same Class Could b Constructed for One
Third the Sam The Mare Island Navy
Yard to be Investigated.
Washington, D. C., May 22. Secre-

tary Whitney has convened a board of
five naval officers, to meet at the Mare
Island Navy Yard, and inquire into the
expensive manner in which repairs to
vessels have been made at that yard.
In his letter to Commodore Russell,
Commandant of the yard, informing him
of this action, the Secretary says:

"In the line of the suggestions con-
tained in my letter to you of April 15th,
I have made such investigations as
my limited time would permit into the ex-

penditures made at the Mare Island Navy
Yard of late years, for the purpose ol
satisfying myself as to its condition as a
place for the efficient performance ol
public .work. Taking certain lines of in
quiry as tests, l am compelled to express
the greatest astonishment at the results
indicated. The steamship 'Mohican"
was taken oat of commission in 1872
Since that time she has remained in the
Mare Island yard undergoing reconstruc
tion, including the substitution of new
machinery for the old. She is now sub
stantially ready for sea, and within the
next sixty days will se-ent- er the service
From the accounts of this department it
appears that there has been spent on her in
the Mare Island yards 9845,000, which,
with further amounts to come in, will
raise her total expenditures to about
9900,000, and this upon a wooden vessel
of about 1,900 tons displacement. More
than two-thir- ds of this has been spent
within the last three years. For the fact
that she is of a class now obsolete as an
effective weapon of war, and sub
stantially worthless, the yard can not ba
held responsible. But that the expense
of this reconstruction in the Mare Island
yard has cost the Government at least
three times what a new ship of the same
character and class could have been built
for, does certainly indicate the most ex
traordinary mismanagement and waste
fullness.

Similar Indications appear to me in the
ase of partial repairs and replacements

made upon other vessels not necessary
to comment upon in detail. It may be
said that the economy, or lack of econo
my, with which repairs are conducted, is
in general, a thing difficult to prove
But circumstances like these exhibited
in the case of the Mohican are entirely
incapable of explanation, except upon
the ground that either through a fault
of system or for some other reason the
public money spent in the Mare Island
Yard, is, in the main, thrown away."

Secretary Whitney has also directed
the officers responsible for the repairs to
the "Omaha" to explain why so large a
sum, a half million dollars, was expended
in repairs to that vessel in the Ports
mouth (N. II.) yard.

SUCCESSFUL FORGERS.

The Operations of a Regularly Organized
Gang A Chicago Hank Done (Tp for 7,
OOO.

The following
dispatch from Wm. Pmkerton was sent
to Police Headquarters at St. Louis yes
terday:

Detective Pinkerton said to a reportet
that btrong, or whatever his real name
is, evidently belonged to a gang of rob
bers who have previously operated in this
country and Canada. J he victims of
Strong's forgery in this city are the offl'
cers and shareholders or the Canada
Bank of Commerce, and the amount is
87,000.

The forgers usually make up as Scotch
farmers, desirous of going into the farm-
ing or stock-raisin- g business in this coun
try, or English tourists, younger sons of
the aristocracy, etc

In the case of Strong, it appears he
presented himself yesterday at the Caua
dian Bank of Commerce in this city, pre-
senting letters of credit of the National
Bank of Scotland, Glasgow. The signa
tures appeared to be all right, and the
cash was promptly paid over the counter.
Mr. Strong seemed to be an aristocratic
person. He spoke little, and conducted
himsell to the mind of the bank, cashier
like an ordinary English gentleman of
fortune on pleasure or business bent.

About the same time, or soon after,
another person, or it may be the same
person, representing himself to be a
Britisher, called at the Bank of Montreal
and asked for some cash on letters of
credit similar, it is believed, to those
presented at the Bank of Commerce. The
Bank of Montreal people wanted an
identification, and the Britisher pretend
ed to set out to find Identification, and
did not return

It was not many minutes after the Bank
of Commerce had been victimized that
they suspected they had been sold. They
happened to read some dispatches in the
morning papers concerning the arrest of
two forgers at Montreal who had at-
tempted to raise money on letters similar
to those that btrong played on them.
They also received advices of like forger
ies at Toronto and Ottawa, and became
convinced that they had been swindle 1,

A Washington Swimming Mas
tor's Advertising Scheme. "

He Leaps From the Brooklyn Bridge to the
River Below, and Pays for the Rash

Effort for Cheap Notoriety
With His Life.

New York, May 20. R. E. Odlnm,
wasnington swimming master, who was
well known in the capital and who taught
the children of President Hayes and
President Garfield the art of swimming,
jumped from the great span of the Brook
lyn Bridge into the East River yesterday
atternoon and was Killed by the concus
sion. Odium, in whose mind the deeds
of Sam Patch and other famous jumpers
were ever present, had for some time en
tained the idea of jumping from the great
bridge. He thought he could do It sue
cesstully, as he had made many jumps
from lofty elevations into the Potomac,
and he was perfectly at home when once
in the water. He said only half an hour
before he made the fatal leap that he had
perfect confidence in his ability to make
the fearful descent and emerge from the
water unhurt. He would thus eclipse
the achievements of Sam Patch, and not
only win fame bat advertise himself, and
so help his business in Washington.

STRATEGY.
He had announced his purpose before

hand, and the bridge police were on the
lookout for him, determined that the
foolhardy attempt should not be made.
It became necessary, therefore, to con
trive some strategy by which the police
could be thrown off the scent. This did
not prove to be difficult. At a quarter
before five o'clock this afternoon a man
dressed in a swimming costume and ac
companied by friends drove upon the
bridge from the New York side and
trotted swiftly out toward the center.
The man's dress at once attracted the at
tention of the police, and believing that
he was the woold-b- e jumper they started
in pursuit. The wagon was stopped near
the center of the bridge and the police
immediately surrouuded it, leaving their
posts along the roadways. This was the
opportunity that Odium desired, for the.
man in the swimming costume was simply
a dummy whom he had sent ahead tc
draw off the blue coats.

THE JUMP.
As soon as he saw the road was clear,

Odium, accompanied by two attendants
and weal ing tfti overcoat closely buttoned
over his red trunks, drove rapidly upon
the bridge in an ordinary express wagon.
He excited no suspicion. When the ex-
press wagon reached a point about half
way between the New York tower and
the center of the bridge it suddenly
stopped and Odium, throwing off his
disguise, leaped from. the wagon, jumped
upon the outside railing of the bridge,
his red tights showing with startling dis-
tinctness against the sky, and raising one
arm made a signal to some friends who
were watching him from a tugboat in the
middle of the river below.

He did not wait a minute after giving
his signal, but placing his hands by his
side and pressing his feet together he
slid quickly from the railing and in an
instant was shooting toward the water,
ISC feet below. With frightful velocity
he sped dowmvard, still holding himself
in position, his straight, red form flash
ing like an arrow through the air. Sud
denly, and for what reason will never be
known, when the descent was about half
completed, his friends were horrified to
see him lose his balance, spread his arm
in a vain attempt to regain it and then
whirl around' in the air and strike the
water, with a resounding blow, flat upon
his back and side.

FATALLY TIURT.

The tug steamed instantly to his side,
and, mangled and bleeding, he was lifted
from the water. It was seen at once that
he could not live. His ribs were crushed
in, his body was black and blue, blood
was spurting from the bursted veins and
arteries in his side aud legs and his skin
was swollen into lumps, where the blood
was striving to break out The tugboat
put quickiy for the New York shore
and stopped at Old Slip,
and a messenger was sent
post haste for an ambulance,
but before the crushed and bleeding form
could be lifted from the boat life was ex-

tinct. Those who timed Odium's descent
as it was watched from the tugboat say
just four and one-ha- lf seconds elapsed
lrom the time he slid from the railing un
til he struck the water. The body was
removed to Kennedy's morgue and an un-

dertaker was summoned, while the news
of Odium's death was telegraphed to his
wife in Washington, who is left with a
family of young children.

SPECTATORS OF THE LEAP.

A rumor of what was to be done had
spread over the lower part of the city,
and the wooden piers in the neighbor
hood of the bridge were, filled with peo
ple. When the form of Odium shot
downward every tongue was silent, but
as, whirling neipiessiy, tne ngure sirucis
the water, a great shout arose from the
bridge, from the piers, from the ferry-
boats, tugs and schooners in the river.
Paul Boyton, who stood in the bow of the
tugboat containing Odium's friends, was
the first to recover from the horror that
seemed to have seized upon all and to
call for the instant rescue of the jumper.
Boyton himself plunged overboard, as the
helpless body was seen half submerged
and sinking after its first rise to the sur
face and kept.Odlum's head above water
until the boat rescued them both.

Odium recovered sufficiently to ask in
a dazed sort oi way n ne naa maae a
good jump. Odium was thirty-seye- n

years old, and had been a jumper and
swimmer for twelve years. The jump
was not made for money or a prize of any
kind, but simply for glory, and the ad
vantage that might accrue to him from
the reputation it would give him.

Another Awful Sacrifice to Im-
proper Construction.

Working Girls Penned Vp In the 17ppe

Stories of s Burning Cincinnati Bond-
ing With No Possibility of Escape

At Least Fifteen Uvea Lost.

Cincinnati, O., May il. At 1:30
this afternoon fire broke out in the five
story building on the corner of Sixth and .

Walnut streets, occupied by Sullivan &
Co., printers. There is also a laundry ia
the building in which a number of girls-ar- e

employed. The flames spread so
rapidly as to cut off their escape, and sav.
eral of the girls jumped from the thlrO
story windows and were instantly killed.
It is reported that 6even girls were killed
and two men injured.

Cincinnati, O., May 22. The build-

ings in which tho fire originated yester-
day afternoon Is No.'s. 19 and 21 West
Sixth street, occupied by Orth, Missell &

Co., as a dye house; Sullivan & Co. 'a
steam printing works; Parisian Dyeing
and Scouring Company. The Ledger
Postal News Company and J. JJ. Kinsley,
gold, silver and nickel plating works.

Huge volumes of smoke burst from
the fifth story windows of the buIdLng,
folio wed by the half-smother- shrteks
of frightened women, who immediately
appeared at the windows, then, as.
they seemed to realize that all escape
was cut off, one leaped into the air and
fell to the pavement below. Cries of
"Holdonl" from below, retarded the
others for a moment, and then another
leaped to the pavement below.

As soon as the fire had been located ia
the printing office, those in the vicinity
familiar with the interior of the place
first oegan to realize the awful tragedy
that was inevitable. The second story
contained the presses and machinery, em-

ploying about ten men and boys; the
third story was the composing room,
while on the fourth and fifth floors were
the folding and binding departments.

The fire originated at the hatchway, by
the elevator on the second floor. A boy
had just carried up a can of benzine and
set it down at this point, when it almost
immediately exploded. The burning
benzine was thrown over the already
greasy woodwork of the elevator, and in
an instant the fire was drawn up to the
fourth and fifth floors. Here were employ-
ed fifteen or twenty girls, and
here the awful scene of death concen
trated. There was no possible avenue of
escape, in the rear ana iront aiiKe were
but barely two or three narrow windows,
with no means of leaving the room save
down a narrow stairway from floor to
floor, and a clumsy elevator running
through the center of the building. Every
floor was packed with paper, which, to
gether with the light pine woodwork,
made rich food for the flames.

The fifth floor was also occupied as a
folding-roo- and here, too, were several
of the girls employed. No escape was
possible. Nothing but death could re
lieve them, and even had there been a
chance, the fire was so sudden and fierce
that the poor victims were obliged to
give up their lives without a struggle.

Among the killed Is John Sullivan, a
nephew of the proprietor, who was on
the second floor at the time the fire start-
ed. He at once rushed up to the fifth
floor to save the women employed there.
and finding his own escape cut off at the
steps, went to work to save them through
the window. Some one had got upon
the roof from an adjoining building and
threw a large rope down, and this
the hero clutched, and standing on
the window sill, shrouded in the hot,
blinding smoke and flames, aided two of
the women to grasp the rope and let
themselves down, then seeing that no
more pressed forward, to be saved, he
himself reached out and caught the line
and began himself to descend, but he
was not to live to reap the reward of his
bravery. The treacherous flames had
severed the strands, and before he had
descended two yards the rope snapped
above his hand, and he fell with a crash
to the pavement to be crushed into a
shapeless mass. ne never breathed.

Josie Hocks, the last girl who came
down the rope, is severely burned, and
was taken to her home.

Chief of the Fire Department Wisbei
said: "When I was able to get into the
fourth story I had no suspicion of what
I should find there. The house Is not
gutted ; in fact, the fire was chiefly in the
fifth floor, and the burning In the fourth
is not considerable. I did not expect to
meet such a sight as I saw. In the
smoke that still filled the fourth
floor I counted ten girls lying
upon benches, tables, etc., oi
stretched upon the floor with not a hall
singed. I don't wonder at It, however,
as, excepting a hatchway, I was unable to
find any way up or down from that floor,
although I suppose there must be a stair-
way. It was a terrible sight the worst
I ever saw in my experience. They lay
in all conceivable positions, where they
had Iain down or had fallen while wild If
moving about in despair.
