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Tha Paris Nat;onal writes: "There
are in France 36,000,000 of human be-
ings who work hard from morning to
evening, and who do harm to no one.
There are besides in this country 300,-
000 rascals who rob and murder, and
who pass by the name of the army of
crime. There are, furthermore, in
France 300,000 politicians whose sole
occupation is to exeite class against
class, and whose avowed aim is the
destruction of every existing instita-
tion. With regard to the 36,000,000 of
Frenchmen. nobody puys any atten-
tion to them; but the other 600,000 are
the object of the most careful solicitude
on the part of the governing classes.
If a professional malefactor commits a
criminal act, every effort 18 made to
save him from merited punishment,
and if a professional agitator incites
his fellow citizens to pillage and worse,
he isa privileged being."”

Piedmont Leader: “Last Suuday
morring about four o’clock a man sup-
posed to be a tramp was run over by a
flat car in the yards and had both legs
mangled in a fearful manner. The
way the accident oceurred was, he had
got under the flat ear which was stand-
ing on the switeh, to get out of a show-
er of rain, when an engive backed
down against the flats shoved them
down the track, the wheels passing
over his lege just below the knees. He
was picked up and earried to the depot
where it was ascertained that he had
no money. Drs. Pettit & Toney dress-
ed the wounds and the charitable citi-
zens of Piedmont made up money Lo
employ an attendant to wait on bim.
He lingered along in pain till Tuesday
morning when he passed into another
world. Before expiring he gave his
name as John Dixon, and said that he
was & puddler, and had brother and
sisters in St. Louis. Coronor Coulter
held an inquest over the body and the
verdiet of the jury was that he came to
his death by his own negligence. He
was baried at the expense of the
county.”

Steelville Sentinel: ‘‘There was
gloom cast over the community last
Thursday morning by the announce-
ment that Joe. Birdsong, who became
so universally pepular two or three
years ago as couductor of the “Cannon
Ball” train on the Salem and Cuba
road, had died suddenly at his home in
Cuba, under circumstances requiring
the presence of the Coroner. Dr. E. J.
Johnsou, Coroner, went over and beld
an inquest. The jury after hearing
the evidence, returned a verdict that
death was caused by a self-administer-
ed overdose of morphine. The decision
may be correet, but careful reading of
the evidence, does not so inspire us.
There was no direct evidence of suicide,
and charity for the living and the dead
should have given them the benefit of
the strong doubt. Dr. Coffee’s sug-
gestion that in the absonce of a post
mortem, the e appear-
ance of the body indicated apoplexy,
was in our judgment the correct theory.
The only evidence of self-murder that
was produced, was a piece of paper
marked “Poison, Morphine,” which
was picked up in the yard some thirty
feet from the house. The doctors pres-
ent stated that the body had not the
appearance of morphine poisoning,
tiierefore, in justice to the memory of a
respected friend, and kindness to a
bereft family, would it not haye been
better to attribute the death to appar-
ent disease, than l accept hunted up
evidence of suicidly, when the theory
was as plausible as the other?

We do not seek to deny or extenuate
the man's faults or weaknesses, but
Joe. Birdsong possessed many excellent
traits of character, and we do say that
we at least would not have cast such a
stain upon his memory or upon the
lives of his afflicted wife and children,
except upon far stronger testimony
than any produced at the inquest.”
