We don’t like to make a chronic
kicker from Kickcrsville of ourself, bat
we cun’t help remarking that the Bu-
preme Court ought to get a litlle closer
to the bottom of its docket before in-
dulging in four-month vacations. The
weather is pretty warm in July and
August, and a rest through those
months might be aequiesced in by all
good people; but June and September
are among the pleasantest of the year.
Of one thing the Court may be sure: il
the members of that august body don’t
hustle business along at a livelier pace,
the voters will make it mighty cold for
them all the year round. It isa shume
and an outrage that a litigant has to
wait four years for the final disposition
of his cause. :

Farmington Times: ‘*Another fear-
ful and fatal accident occurred at the
granite quarries near Knob Lick, in
this county, last Thursday, the 3d insat,
Mr. Alexander Kelley, who wag pre-
paring for a blast in the quarry of his
sons, Messrs, Samuel and James Kel-
ley, was instantly killed by its prema-
ture explosion. His body was blown
about thirty feet and so terribly mang-
led that death resulted instantaneous-
ly. Mr. Kelley was fifty-six years of
age, and was highly respected by the
community in which he lived, which
was attested by the very large number
who accompanied his remains to this
place last Friday, where they were
laid to rest in the Masonie cemetery.
His sons have the sympathy of a host
of friends in the affliction that has be-
fallen them in the sudden and violent
death of their father.”

The first hanging in; Minnesota for
nearly a score of years occurred a fort-
night ngzo. In 1868 the Legislature re-
pealed the old law which made execu-
tion the penalty for murder, and enact-
ed a compromise substitute, which left
the jury to decide whether the punish-
ment should be death. This system
resulted in a practical abolition of the
death penalty, since few juries were
ready to assume the direct respounsibili-
ty for taking life, and in aggravated
cases a criminal could always escape
the extreme pepalty by pleadiog
guilty, and thus preventing his case
from going to the jury. After fifteen
years of this divided responsibility,
public sentiment revolted against the
immunity whieh murderers hud come
to enjoy, and the Legislature of 1883
songht to restore the death penalty by
lodging the decision of the question
whether or not a man should' be hang-
ed with the court itstead of the jury.
But this did not work well either, and
80 the last Legislature restored the old
rule that conviction of murder in the
first degree carries with it the punish-
ment of death. There appears to bé
general sausfaction with the restora-
tion of the gallows, and itdoes not seem

likely that any agitation for the aboli-
tion of the death penalty will gain
much headway in Minnesota for a long
time to come.

the dear people are taxing themselves
to pay these burdened judges, Is it
any wonder that the docket is two
years behind? Is it not a greater won-
der that it is not ten years in arreara?
Instead of squandering valuable time
over a worthless dog or rat law, our
State Legixlature might serve their
eonstituents bvetler by more closely
gerutinizing the machinery of the 8u-
preme Court. Ifa poor man has a just
¢laim, his wealthier contestant appeals
to the Supreme court, where he ?a cer-
tain of delaying justice because the
court of justice extraordinary must
{ have the usual fnor months annual va-
| eation.— People’s Press.

An Ext;aurdinary Sentence,

Judge Arnold Krekel, who presides
over the U. 8. Distriet court for the
western district of Missouri, is » strong

advocate for compulsory edueation and

had an opportunity some months ago

to put his theory iuto practice on a_
young man, by sentencing him to re-

main in jail till he could read and

write. The St. Louis Republican gives

the following account »f the sentence

and its results:

‘““The most singular sentence that

eyer came to our knowledge was re-

cently imposed by Judge Krekel. Wil-

lamLHaI::lah hwae arraigned in that

courl on the charge of se

the Indians. . s

“‘He pleaded gullty, and gave asan

excuse his ignorance of the law, and

stated that he could ueither read nor

write.

“He was a youug fellow, and the

udge not wishing to be too severe on

an ignorant man whose first offense

was perhaps an accidental violation of

a United States law, gave him some

good advice, and proposed to him that

he should learn to write, and, in order

to insure suceess, sentenced him to the

Cole county jail until he should be able

to write a letter.

““Hunnah expressed a doubt as tohis

being able to learn the art of writing;
but the judge assurea him it could be

done if he applied himeelf within a

reasonable time, and in order to help

him, he assigned a teacher.

“The teacher was one Martin, of
Texas county, who, having been con-

victed-of cutting timber off of Govern-

ment lands, was awaiting sentence.

The judge, calling up Martin, sentenc-

ed him to the Cole ecounty jail for a

term tu expire when he should have

taught the man Hannah to write. He

willingly consented, and the two men

went to jail.

*The suceess of this experiment in

compulsory education was evinced hy

the appearance before the clerk of the

court of Hannsh, who presented a

specimen of very fair penmanship as a

result of a little over three weeks’ up-

plication,

‘““As a further test, the clerk request-

ed him to write a letter. This test was

rater too much for Hannah, who lack-

ed readiness in composition and was at

a loss, he explained for ideas.

“*The clerk then dictated a letter ta
him, which he wrote very well, and

having complied with the orier of
court by learning to write, was dis-
charged. Martin was also discharged,

his part of the undertaking in teaching

his fellow-prisoner to write being ful-
filled.”

.

He slept days and made up berths
all night. Truly he began making up
berths at Jersey City, snd when he
got through, about daylight, it was
time to begin to unmake them again.
All night 1 eould hear him opening
and shutting the berths like » concer-
tina. He sang softly to himself all
night long:

You must camp a little in the wilderness
And then we’ll all go home.
