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USES OF COCAINE.

A Rap iy Increasing Demand For It—
What It Effects.

“che use of cocaine as an snm:sthetic
"and a therapeutic has been taken up
rapidly by the medical profession and
its application has been made in a re-
markable variety of forms of disease.
Dr. Knapp, Professor ot Ophthalmol-
ogzy in the medical department of the
University of the city of Net York. in
a recent work “‘On Cocaine and 1ts Use
in Ophthalmic and General Surgery.”
says: “No modern remedy has been
received by the profession with such
general enthusiasm, none has become
so rapidly popular, and scarcely any
one has shown so extensive a field of

useful application as cocaine.” The
author states his belief that its proper-

searches and chemi-al observations all

snbject was read before the Medical
Society of Vienna in October, 1334, and
was devoted principally to a considera-
tion of the use of cocaine in anmsthetiz-
ing the eye. Two weeks before this
paper was publi-hed the attention of
oculists in this country was uttracted
to the subject through a communica-
tion sent to the Medica! Record by a
hysician of this «city who had
eard the paper read. Cocaine
was at once put into wuse in
the treatment of vavious diseases of
the eye. Experiments were rapidly
made on the effect of cocaine as an
anwsthetic on other membranes, in the
ear. the mouth, the nose. the trachea
and the larynx. It was learned that
the tongue and the soit palate became
numbed with its unse either as a spray
or when applied by a soft brush: the
faculty of taste was temporarily de-
stroyed by the drug. and also the sense
of smell. The spraying of the larynx,
in case of bronchitis, allayed irritation
and gave relef. Cocaine was applied
in probing the tear ducts, in removing
tumors and ingrowing toe-nails. in ear-
ache, throat troubles, the removal of
bullets and the removal of superfluous
hairs from the upper lip of a female pa-
ticnt. in dental surgery. in excizions,
neuralgia. hypodermic injections for
pan and headache through treatment
of the eyes.

All these uses were discovered and
applied by American practitioners
within two months. that is, up to De-
cember 24, 18S84. The English physi-
cians were *‘cool at first. but more ap-
preciative afterward.” says Dr. Knapp,
and they ‘‘were waked up to the re-
markable advantage of & new remedy
fully six weeks later than their Ameri-
can  brethren, whereas 5
they ought to have been two
weeks before them.”” The general ad-
vantages of the use of the drug were
found to be that its action was trau-
sient and it did away with reflex ex-
citability in the patient. fts usefnl
fields were found to be in ophthalmol-
ozy, otology rhinology. larvngology
and pharyngology, geniteurinary sur-
gery, gynecolozy and general sur-
gery.

A well-known physician eof this
city. who probably uses as much co-
caine as any other practitiomer here—
#50 or ¥60 worth a month—censiders
itone of the most, if not the most. val-
uable drug as a local therapeutic
agent. He has experimented largely
in the upper air-passages. In the nasal
passages the drug is applied on a small
pledgzet of cotton saturated with the
solution. A bent probe is employed in
applying the pledget to the pharynx.
The highest value of the drug seems to
bein its use in the larynx, which is
apt to close spasmodically &3 soon as
touched.

The secret of the value ¢f cocaine in
its application to the mucens surfaces
b is that it penetrates the exterior coat
of the membrane and preduces rigid
oontraction of the musenlar fibres,
causing thereby a striking diminution
of the calibre of the blood-vessels
- themselves.

One important disease which cocaine
‘has been found to reach, in conse-
quence of the property just stated, is
hay-fever. The diseased condition of
-the mucuos membrane of the nose in a
pronounced case of hay-feveris marked
with a swelling of the veins and blood
vessels generaily. This is due to a
lack of action of the nerves of the
coats of the mucous membrane. Co-
gaine causes a contraction of the mus-
cular coat, thereby expelling the blood,
while the extreme dilatatien does not
return. In several mild eases of this
kind. complete rel ef has been obtained
from the use of the drug. Cases of
bronthitis have been cured. the ex-
plenation lying in the action of ithe
deag in *‘controlling the Qlood supply,
diménishing the calibre of the blood
vessels and thereby lesseninz the
muecous -secretions and cell-prolifera-
tion!'"" A case of spasmodic asthma
has been successfully treated.

The physician referred to ahove says
that there is hardly a loecal agent so
valuable or so sure in its aetion as ce-
caimc. -He has been unable to find that
the action of the drug is more than
local, and he has observed no reaction
follewinz its local use. There i8 no

danger .of .a *cocaine habkif” (being
formed, in his opinion.—N. ¥. Tribune

HEAT.

Some Remnarka Abont -the Evaporating
Procesas of the Human Economy.

It is certain death to a man to have
his temperature rise about a dozen de-
grees above the normal standard. Yet
one who has endured a climate twenty
or more degrees below zero. can equal-
ly endure one over a hundred degrees
above. Indeed, some men work in an
artificial heat one hundred and fifty
degrees above. and some enter, from
time to time, a drying oven more than
twice as hot

It is only when the air is dry that
such a heat can be borne. A much
lower moist heat would be speedily
fatal. What keeps the temperatare of
the body down in air that so heats ev-
erything clse is the evaporation which
is constantly going on from the surface
and the lungs. Evaporation is a cool-
inz process. This matter of evapora-
tion Providence has so nicely adjusted
that the temperature of the bedy in
health remains nearly the same what-
ever the outward temperature.

But should evaporation be ehecked
when the outward temperature is high,
dangerous results would follow.
Among these results are heat apoplexy,
or sunstroke. It is greatly ehecked
when the atmosphere issocharged with
moisture that it can take up little mois-
ture from the body. This is the at-
mospheric  condition knowa  as
“muggy,”’ when the most copieus per-
spiration seems to have little or ne
power to-cool. So, too, there is dan-
ger, if the power to perspire is lost. er
greatly lessened. Any feverish eondi-
tion may induee this, and so may the
lack of fluid in the svstem. Persens
who work aunder a high temperature
should drink freely.

The long-continued heat of summer
reduces the digestive power, and
henece, since few equally lessen the
ameunt of their food. causes meore or
less disturbanec of the stomach and
bowels. Most cases of cholera in-
fantum are dwe to this simple faet
Teething in sumier is dangerous from
its tendency to feverishness, whick
ahecks perspiratien. During a heated
tterm everything -should be done te
keep - the child cool; the least possible
clothing, & frequeet sponging of Lhe
body and cooling .drinks. A sud.len

change from a hot to a cool tempera-
ture exposes one ;to internal eon-
gesfions. Woolen clathing must be put
on again.

Hest and moistare favor the develo
ment of noxious germs. The only
safety i8 in cleanliness —clean cellars,
clean kitcheuns. clean sleeping-rooms,
clean dninking water, apd just as much
of clean sir as possible.— Youll's Com-
panion.

—Baked Custard: Onequart of milk,
four ergs. a pinch of salt; sweeten and
flavor to taste. Boil the milk and when
cool, add the beaten eggs, salt and
flavors and grated nutmegz on top.
Bake in eups set in a pan of water or
in large dishes. Take special care not
to bake too much or it will whey. The
rule is to sink a spoon in the middle, if
the ezgs are hard and no whey rises to
the top, it is properly done. Serve
cold.— T%e Calerer. .

—Sunflower-seed for stock, and es-
pecially for horses, to give them asleck
coat, is being widely advised by the ag-
ricultural press. The seeds are not only
rich in oil, but also excecdingly so in
nitrozen. Hence less should be given
at a feed than of linseed or of oil-cake.
The seeds are planted and cultivated
the same as corn, but a single stalk
only should be left in a squure. 'The
yield is about the same as corn, but the
cost of gathering and saving is far
greater. — Chicago Tribune.

—Hot Cabbage Salad: Take a firm
white head. shred or chop enough to
nearly fill a guart dish, put it in the
dish, sprinkle the top with a half tea-
spoonful of black pepper and two or
three tablespoonfuls of white suzar;
put half a cup of butter in a spider;
when it is brown stir into the following
mixture: Half cup of sour eream. three
well beaten ezgs, half cuv of vinegar;
let it boil a moment and pour it over
the cabbare; cover and keep in a warm
place until wanted. — 7%e Household.

—The mysterious disease known as
blizhit comes on potatoes from causes
little understood. It generally attacks
potatoes just after they have been sel,
and as fhe vines turn black and die the
further development of the tuber is ar-
rested. It seems to attack potatoes
most freely in hot weather accompanied
by rain, and iz generally more destroct-
ive on potatues planted shallow, or
whose natural growth is near the sur-
face. Entire tields are often destroyed
in a single day.— Prairie Farmer.

A Remarkable Cure.

A remarkable case of cure from the
bite of a cobra in full poison comes
from Pachmarhi, a military hill station
in the central provinees of India. The
effective bite of a cobra is usually re-
garded as certain death, and the sup-
cessful treatment of the case in ques-
tion will suggest to medical men the

value of hypodermie treatment in such
cases. According to the Allahabad
Pioneer, a post-oftice karkara (messen-
ger) was bitten by a cobra, which was
afterward killed. The man was at
once taken to the military hospital, but
ten or fifteen minutes must haveelapsed
before medical assistance was avail-
able. When the patient was taken in
hand he was in a state of coliapse. The
lower half of his body became gradu-
ally paralyzed, and by degrees he lost
both speech and sight. he doctor at
this stage thought that nothing could
save the man, especially as the dead
snake had been examined and found to
be a cobra in full poison. Hypodermie
injections and other obvious treatment,
however, werce continued, and in about
ten hours some little improvement in
the patient was observed. Subse-
queutly, the man quite recovered.
There appears not the slightest doubt
about his having been fairly bitten, for
irrespective of the symwtoms, his little
finger had been torn open in shaking
the snake off. The cobra'was four and
a half fect long.—N. Y. Post.

The Wild Harses of the West.

The wild horses of Wyoming and
Western Nebraska are compact little
animals, weighing 500 to 1,100 pounds.
The majority of them stand fourteen
hands high. In color they are usually
brown, sorrel or bay. A gray is seldom
seen. unless it is a horse that has
strayed away from ecivilization. Their
tails grow long, frequently dragging
on the ground, but their manes are
like thvse of other horses and not
flowing to the knees, as represented in
some books. The eye, probably from
being constantly on the watch, is
larger than the eves of the domestic
horse, and even when tamed the eye
remains a distnetive mark of the
horse's origin. Wild horses, when
captured or tamed. are superior to
other horses of the same size. Many of
them are used by the cowboys, and
others are broken toharness and driven
as carriage horses. being entirely trust-
worthy.—Scoltish  Agricultural Ga-
zelle.
