QUESTIONS ANSWERED

By Superintendent W. E. Coleman, of Tn-
terest to Missour! School Teachers.

1. In what cases has the County Commis
missioner jurlsdiction?

AN8.—The County Commissioner has juris-
diction in the following cases:

{a) To examine teachers and grant certifi-
eates to those who are qualified. Sec. T083.

(b) Torevoke a teacher's certificate, for
any eause, which, It known at the time It
was granted, would have justified him in
with-holding the same; but in all cases the
teacher is entitled to a fair and impartial
hearing. Sec. 7083

(¢) To decide for or agalnst any proposed
change of boundary lines, or the formation
of & mew district, as set forth in Sec. 7023
when an appeal Is taken; but, should he sus-
tain the appeal, his declsion munst conform
to the proposition voted upon at the annual
meeting. [Supreme Court decision last
May.|

(d) To require district clerks to make their
annual report, as required In See. 7067; and
the law empowers the County Commissioner,
in case of their refusal, to compel them tc
report, by enforeing the provisions of Sec
TOu6.

(#) To see that warrants are not issued to
partles who endeavor to teach without hold-
ing a valid certificnte. 1In such cases, the
teacher, the president and the clerk of the
district should be notified; and, throngh the
officers of the board, serve notice on the
board not to issne a warrant to said teacher.
Sections 1330, T, 7071, 7076, 7077 and 7053, It
would be well for all teachers and directors
to examine. Sec. 1330 K. S.

The foregoing constitute the sum total ol
cases in which the County Commissioner has
jurisdiction. In all other cnses his motto
should be “hands off,” so far as authority Is
concerned.

2.—Are State certificates granted to the
gradnates of the Normal schools upon their
diplomas?

ANS.—20: and have not been during my
term in office. In every case, these stm-
dents have had to pass three examinati ons,
ViE. :

() By the faculty.

(&) On questions submitted by the State
Superintendent, and

(r) By acommittée composed of the State
Superintendent and the Presidents of the
three Normal schools,

Regolved, 4th—That the academle work of
the courses in each of the several schools,
ghnll at least include all the branches now
named on the reguiar State certiticate.

These amendments are here given In full,
that the present status of these achools may
be underatood., From this it 18 clear, that
this “Suplementary examination” is to be
held by the Stute Superintendent in person,
“at ornear the close of the annual session ;"

he says: “Yoa will observe that i
have made no reference to them in ounr cat-
alogue. 1 propose to stand by the arrange-
ment as it 18, and make no public statements
that are Inconsistent therawith.

3. To whom, and on what conditions, are
“Special certificates” granted by the State

therein, as required in answer to second
question. A pamphlet, containing the names
of all partie= holding “Special” and *‘State
Certificates™ is furnished to each County
Commissioner annually, in the month of
Beptember.

4. Do parties who move into a school dis-
triet simply to secure the beneflits of the
publie schiools and then move out,as soon
as the school closes, have the right to send
to school free, or can they be required to
pay tultion?

Axs.—The 17th subdivislon of the Act of
Mareh 15, 1=s1, p. 112, deelares that, “The
place where the family of any person shall
permanently reside in this State, and the
place where any person having no family
shall generally lodge, shall be deemed the
residence of sugh person or persons re-
spectively.” In accorduance with Sec. 7045
pupils over six and under twenty years of
ave, residing within the distriet, must be ad-
mitted free, and those not residing in the
distriet mav be admitted to the privileges of
the school upon payment of the tuition fee
required by the bourd. The fact that a non-
restdent pays tax in sald distriet gives him
no right to the privileges of tne public
school therein, but should he be permitted
to patronize the school, he must receive a
eredit on tuition to an amount equal to his
taxes paid in such district for school purposes,
As far as the right, to the school privileges ot
the district, Is concerne:d, the only question
jinvolvad Is this: Is the pnpll or parent g
resident of the district, within the meuaning
of the statute? The residence must be per-
manent; without any present infention of re.
moving; thatis, the person must take up his
reshdence in good faith, with the dinteation of
making it the vlace of abode, without the in-
fention, at the time of the adoption of such
abode, of changing the same after a tempo-
rary period. ;

it mnust be horne in mind that no period o1
time is reguired to gain this residence; it
does not depend upon such eondition, it de-
pends entirely upon infention. Now if it is

the present infention of the party to
take up his resldence })erumnwntly in
distriet, that is sufllcient to

the given
entitle him to the privileges of the achool
under Sec. 7015, no muatter how recent
his location therein. If, on the other hand,
the intention, at the time of moving into the
district, is merely to reside temporarily, for
it specific purpose, i. e, to send to the school
during the winter and toremove again in
the spring into some other locality, no resi-
dence will thereby be acquired, and the
board are authorized, by Sec. 743, to make
the ndmission of such pupils dependent up-
on the payment of tuition, fixed by the
bourd. Iy an amendment to this section, by
the last General Assembly, an exception is
mun:de in the case of orphan children who
have no permanent home or fixed residence; they
must be admisted free in districts whereln
they find a temporari.' home, This Is proper,
as every child must have a right to scinoo;
privileges in one district

CIVIL SERVICE REFORM

Commissioner Eaton's Letter to the Presis

WasaingToN, D. C., September 24.—
The following correspondence, embrac-
ing Dormin B. Eaton's resigoation as &
member of the Clvil Service Commission,
and the President’s acceptance of it, was
made publie last night:

Wasnmxcrox, D. C., July 27th, 1835,
SIR—In execution of a purposeé of which I
Informed you several weeks since, I ve
respectfully tender my resignation as Civil
Service Commissioner: but out of deference
to your wishes I will not urge its acceptance
until such time in the autumn as you ma
find convenient for a new appointment t
may not, I hope, be thought misappropriate

if T add some words of explanation.
Prior to the passaze of the eivil-
service act of Janua 1th,

1853, I had held under three earlier Presi-
denta, and was then holding under Pres'dent
Arthur, an official position closely analo-
gous to my present office as Civil Service
Commissioner. Fornearly the whole period
I had served without compensation, and
had been compelled to bear my own travel-
ing and other expenses, including those of
a journsy to Europe and the Prepumlun of
an extensive report made at the rug’uent of
ane of those Presidents, but printed by Con-
8, I had taken an active part,

v which my time was largely taxad, in con-
nection with the preparation and passagze of
that law, and when the time arrived for
executing itsiprovisions, It scemed to me that
1 cold not fairly be called upon to make a
furtber sacrifice of my private interests in
alil of civil service reform. Besides, the
enemies of reform were so kind as to charge
thut [ had promoted the act for the treble
purpose of zaining notorlety, an office and a
galary. But President Arthur, without rhe
least intimation to me of his purpose, noms-
inated me, and I was confirmed as Commis-
gioner. When I was about to decline, the

friends of reform, with whom I had
labored for many vears in its behalf
insisted  that was in duty bound

to necept; and these enemles with amiable
consistency. made clear their purpose of
charging any refusal on my part, as 8 cOw-
ardly shrinking from the specdy and dis-
graceful fallure sure to follow any attempt
to executa so chimerical and impractical a
statue. In such a situation 1 had hardly
a llberty of choice, but I entered upon my
official duties with the declared purpose of
remaining hardly more than a year, within
which at least the constructive work
of making rulex and regulations and of
enforcing a new system at (ts most
diMicult stage could be accomplished. At the
end of that time I had become more deeply
than ever interested in the practical applica-
tion of the new system. Its great utility and
easy processes had gained the commenda-
tion of the President, united more larcely
the party In power in its support, and se-
cured from a committee of thirteen mem-
bers of the Democratlie House of Repre-
sentatives 1 unanimous report declaring the
great usefulness of the law and rules, and
commeniing what it described as the “‘in-
telligent, efficient, non-partisan and ~onscl-
entious work of the Clvil Service Commis-
sion.

t conld then see no abligation to remain
longer That had besn done which the ene-
mies of reform had declared to be Impossi-
ble. T'he law and the rules were vindicated.
But there were important practicnl methods
which were not fully matured, and I re-
main~d to take part in thelr further devel-
opment. When, a few months Iater, I was
about to- Insist on being relieved, those
friends dissnaded me by urginz that there
wonld be a eritical period In case A new

puriy should com» into power: and ' I saw
adnly. from hostile journals, that
1 should be .charged, if 1 re-
glirmed, with fleeinz from the perils

of that c-igis. It was clear enongh that no
excuse from my long serviee, and no decla-
ration of my confidence in the reformn policy
of the Presidential eandidate and statesmen
of the Democratic party, would relieve me
from the damagingz plansibility of such a
charge. As a private eitizen I counld scorn
the imputation, but as a pablic officer, and
as heing in a private way somewhat ldenti-
fied with the cause of civil service reform, 1
had no right to make an opportunity for ite
nataral enemles in either party to use such
a charee to its Injury.

Tnere was anothier renson why I eould not
tender my resignation—and should have
refused to do so had It been requested—nat
or near the thine of your acecession to oftice.
For I should regard It as a pernicious pre-
cedent—atterly repugnant to the spirit of
the clvil service act—to treat the office of
Civil Serviee Commissioner as political, and
lience as one to be flied at the beginning of
each Presidentinl term. These considera-
tionsconstrained me to continue in my place,
The reform policy of your administration,
80 clearly «efined In your deemrations,
should bo ns unmlilstakably developed in
your acts ns ’resldent as it had been In your
acts ns Governor of New York. .

Thut time has arrived. No candll mnan
ean longer pretend to regard that policy as
indetinite or doubtful. Every one of the tive
months of ‘your administration, during
which the clvil service act und rules have
been enforced with us muech breadth, firm-
ness und fidelity as under that of I'resident
Arthur, has not only added new evidence of
the utllity of the new system upon which he
congratuluted the country, but has made
more definite the settled purposz of your
administration to fuithfully enforee hoth the
law and the rules In the future. The few
changes you have made in the rules have
but added to their justice and efMclency.

S0 far as 1 have been able to learn there 1s
not a member of your Cabinet who has not,
as the result of his experience in office, a
higher sense than before of the need of én-
forcing that merit system In the publie ser-
viee, which the civil service act and the rules
have established, and from those at the hend
of the many officea in the postal and customs
service, to which the examination extends in
nll parte of the Union, and whether they be
Republicans holding over, or new ofticers
from the other party, there has come no rea-
son for believing that the merit system isnot
welcomed us a great benerit to the publie
service; a great influence for honesty In
polities, and a great relief to the head
of the oftice, Now that the prineciples of
justice upon whichthat system 1s based, its
tendency to suppress patronage—mongering
and official patronage; its great encouraze-
ment of the publle schools and Its support
of high character and manhood In politics
are being more rapidly comprehended by
the people than ever before, I feel sure that
it 'sin J:e near future to have not only a
!rreathv enlarged, but an almost unchul-
enged enforcement. It is really an issue be-
tween the people and the politicians—a con-
test for a spo ls system of office on one side,
and for a merit system of office ] the
other.

The fricnds of the Iatter contend for the
free o ]mrtunitr of every citizen to win an
otfiee for himsell by his own merits; of the
former for the exclusive right of great om-
cers and great politicians to use nll of the
hundred thousand places they can control
and all the assessments they can extort to
bribe voters, to buy the press, to elect them-
selves nud keep their party in power agninst
the will of the people ietwern these ex-
tremes there is unquestionably a large num-
ber of candid and patriotie citizens. 1 don't
refer to these facts, “o decisive of the per-
petuity of the merit system, with the wvain
concelit that if they were otherwise or the
prospect was discouraging, my remaining a
commissloner would avall anyvthinz. Bu$l
wish to leave no doubt of my absolute fuith
in the continuing triumph of a reform pol-
icy, and no friend of reform has the least
rv;:sun for thinking I ought to remaln in my
oflice. =

rndeed, the triumph of that policy Is now
a solute, and the contest already over In
tont part of the Government to which alone
all legimate anthority and responsibility for
appointments and removals rest, and In
which alone the thorough information need-
ed for a correct judgment as to the utility of
the new system exists. In other words,
were it not for the interference of Congress-
men and politicians with the constitutional
functions and intended liberty of the Fresi-
dent, and of other officers hsvlnuhe ap-
pointing power, there would now no op-
pos:tion worthy of notice to a merit system
of office. Those who oppose it will, with few
exceptions, be those only whose participa -
tion In appointments and removals Is an
ahsolnte usurpation and Intermeddling by
which the counterpolss of the Government
has been impaired and 1ts perpatuity 1s be-
in'r threatened. To that usurpation; to the
sclish aims of those who promote it; to the
gntherng of the spoils and the distribution
of offices, which are its motive force, open
competitions of merit for appointment
and the surppranion of political assess-
ments are fatal. President Grant approved
?un-ivil service rule to arrest that intermed -
al'ng.

Coneede to the Presldent and other ap-
ponting officers the liberty which the con-
&t tution and laws contemplate—all those
wiio have the best means of making a wise
ciioice between the spoills svstem and a
merit system to be judzes—and I rep=at the
finul decision Is already given and the con-
test is already over. Fresident Grant decid-
ed that issue, and his last official declaration
to Congress on the subject declared it“a
source of mortification’ taat Coniross ua g
refused an appropriation e had Lo a spedini
message requeated in ald of the continuwl
enforcement of the merit system, which ha
declared to have been ben eficial? President
Arthurin each annual message natter tho
eivil service act reaffirmed that judgment
of the Executive Department--a jodgment
which he declared expressed the view of
every member of his Cabinet.

PRESIDENT CLEVELAND'S REPLY.
ExeEcUTIVE MANSION, !
WASHINGTON, D. C., September 1L
To Hom. Dorman B. Eaton.

My DEAR 8i&k:—I am in recelpt of your let-
ter tendering your resignation as & member
of the Board of Clvil Service Commlissioners.

I can not refrain from expressing my sin-
cere t that you have determined to
withdraw from a ition in the public ser-
vice where your intellizent performance of
duty has been of Inestimabie value to the
country. The friends of civil service refo
and all those who deslre good govemmeuz
fully appreciate your devotion for the causs
in which you early enlisted, and they have
seen with satisfaction that your zeal and
falth have not led you to suppose that the
reform In which you were eng 1s unsult-
ed to the rules which ordinarily govern sro-
gressive human affairs, or that it should as
once reach perfection and universal acoepts
ance. You have been willing patiently to
accept good results as they, step by M&
conid be gained, holding every advance wi
unyielding stead{astness

The success' which thus far has attended
the work of civil service reform is largel
due to the fact that its practical frien
have proceeded upon the theory that real
and healthy progress oan onlir made as
such of the people who cherish pernicious
Eoln:lcal fdeas, long fostered and encouraged

' viclous purtisanship, are persuaded that
changes contemplated by the reform offers
substantial improvements and benefit.

A reasonable toleration for old prejudices,
a gracelul recognition of every aid, & sensi-
ble utiilzation of every instrumentality that
promises assistance and a constant effort
to demons:rate the advantages of the new
order of things are the means by which this
reform movement will in the future be
further advanced, the opposition of inrour-
rigible spoilsmen rendered ineffectual, and
the cause placed npon a sure foundation.

Of course there should be no surrender of
rinciple nor backward step; and all laws
or the enforcement of the reform should be

rigidly executed: but the benefits which its
prineiples promise will not be fully realized
unleas the acquiescence of the people is ad-
ded to the stern assertion of a doctrine and
the vigorous execution of the laws.

It 1s a source of congratulation that there
are so many friends of civil service reform
marshaled on the practical side of the gues-
tion. and that the number s not greater of
those who profeas friendliness for the causa
and yet mischievously and with supercilious
self-righteonsness discredit every effort no#
in exact accord with thelr attenuated ide
deery with carping eriticism the Iabor
those actually in the fleld of reform, and
lgnoring the conditions which bound an
qualify every struggle fora radical improve-
ment In the affnirs of government, demand
complete and Immediate perfection.

The reference in your letter to the attitude
of the members of my Cabinet to the meris
system established by the civil service law,
beslde being entlrely correct exhibits an ap-
leatmn of honest endeavor In the direc-

ton of reform and a disposition to do justice

to proved sin« erity, which 18 most gratify -
ing. If such treatment of those upon whom
the duty rests of administering the govern-
ment socording to reform methods was the
universal rule, and if the embarrassments
and perplexities attending such an adminis-
tration weére fairly regarded by all those
professing to. be friendly to such meth-
ods, tie avowed enemles of the cause
would be safforded less encouragement.
I believe In elvil service reform,
and its application in the most practicable
form attainable, among other reasons, be-
cause it opens the door, for the rich and the
poor alike, to a participation In public of-
fice-holding. Aad 1 hope the timejis at hand
when nll our people will se¢ the advantaves
of a reliance npon such an opportunity ; up-
on merit and fitness, instead of a depend-
ence on the caprice or selfish interest of
those who Impudently stand between the
pen:;la and the machinery of thelr govern «
Mer

In the one case a reasonable Intelligen ce
and the education which is freely fuarnished
or forced upon the youth of our land are
the credentials to o in the other, the
way Is found In favorsecured by a ‘)artlohm.-
tion in partisan work often unfitting a per-
son morally, {f not mentally an<d phyaioalln
for the responsibilities and dutles of publ
employment.

You will e with me, I think, that the
support which has been given to the present
administration in its efforts to preserve nnd
advance this reform by a pai:y festored
to power after exclusion for rhany years
from particlpation In the places nttnched ta
the public sorvice; confronted with a new
system precluding the redistribution of such
places in its Interest; called upon to sur-

render advantages which a perverted par-
tiganship had taught the American people
helonged to success, and pertar with

suspicion always raised In such an emer-
gency, that thelr rights in the conduct of
this reform had not un scrupulously re-
garded, should recelve due acknowled
ment and should confirm our bellef thas
there is a sentiment :monﬁl the people bet-

1 have determined to request you to re-
taln your position until the first day of No-

withstanding the acceptance of your resig-
nation, your interestin the ohject for which
you have labored so assiduounsly, will con-
tinue beyond the official term which you sare
render.

MARINE DISASTER.

The Steamer Humaco Sunk With All O
|Board.

S1. Jorxs, N. B., September 24 —A
terrible gale set in Tuesday night. At
noon Yyesterday the steamer Humaco,
ashore on Wallace Ledge, near Grand-
menan, was driven off Into deep water
and sank, and ten or twelve men on
board were drowned. The Humaco has
been on the ledge since Augnst B5th.
She was recently sold to Donald
McNeill, of New York, J. Grifith, of St.
Johns, and others. The men drowned
were workmen, who were placed on
board Jaturday night to float the steam-
er. The men are residents of St. Johns
or Portland, and with two exceptions
were married, with families dependent
upon them. .

The names of the lost are: James
Griflith, James Napier, Rubert Johnson,
James Stryhorn, James Clarke, Barthol-
omew Armstrong, Heunry Strackho
Alexander Bcribner, Sawuel Seribner,
Jeremiah Daly, a boy, and perhaps one
or two others.

The disaster is the most terrible which
ever occurred here. A tuz left the city
Tuesday with another load of workmen,
but fortunately they got no nearer than
Grandmenan. The tug went to the
wreck and offered to take the men off,
but they sald they would stay by
her. An hour later they seem to have
changed their minds, but it was too late,
as the sea was running very high, and the
tug counld not again reach the wreck.

SUICIDE.

A 8t. Louis Policeman Deliberately Ends
His Own Life With the Fistol Intended
for Crimmals.

S8t. Louls, Mo., September 23.—Of-
cer Wm.

He then stepped into Karr's saloon,
walked up to the bar, cailed for a glass
of whisky, drank it, and, without sayin
a word, sat down on the window sil
faclug Clark avenue, put his revolver to
his right temple and fired. e fell to the
ground in a pool of blood sad died in
tour minutes, without having uttered a
word. There was only the bar-keeper
and two &ustomers in the saioon at the
time, and nothing strange was noticed lny

bis condunt untll he ficed the shot,
