A croroxe passed near Oroville, Cal.,
on the night of the 2ist for a distance of
six miles and ecarried everything before
it, destroying fences and cabins. Its
breadth was about forty feet. It is the
first ever reported west of the Rocky
mountains.

VirGgiNiA has made the most eonsid-
erable entry for the great National drill in
Washington next Mayv. An entry was
made on the 251 of an entire brigade from
that State, comprising four regiments of
infantry, three batteries of artillery and
two cavalry squadrons.

A resolution was adopted
for th= publication of all papers and docoe-
inents bearing on the rejection of the nomination
-of Malthews (colored). The District of Columbia
-Appropriation bill was passed. Mr. McPher-
son aftempted to secure consideration of the
Pacific Ruailroad resolution, but was defeated—
33 to 22, The bill to create a Bureau of Agri-
culture and Labor was considered but was not
disposed of. The Senate refused to concur in
Hovse amendments to the Sundry Civil bill, and
o further conference was ordered. .. ..In the
House Mr. Bland sttempted 10 ‘have the
veto of the Pension bill of John W. Farris set
aside, but it was defeated—838 to 132, The sub-
stiiate to the McAdoo WBill 1o provide for the
manufacture of first-class modern guns for the
navy and sea coast and other defenses, was de-
bated till the hour for memorial services to
the late Senator Pike arrived, when it went
over a8 unfinished business. After the Pike
eulogies the House adjourned.

IN the Senate, on the 23d thr Agricultural
Department bill was puassed. It provides for s
Cabinet oficer and assistants, and transfers
the weather and labor bureaus to it. The Pen-
sion bill of Thomas S. Hopkins, of Maine, was
passed over the President’'s veto...... In the
House the Retaliation bill on the Canadian
fishery disputes was elnborately discussed
and brought out a tlood of hot sentiment
seasoned with war zalk toward the Govern-
ment of Great Britain, Chairman Belmont, of
the foreign affuirs committee, bemng very pro-
nounced in his utterances: the House substi-
tute for the Senate bill was adopted—I138 1o
123—and then the substitute pussed—2352 to 1.
The balance of the day was devoted to con-
sideration of the Post-Offlce Appropriation bill,

In the Senate on the 24th  “the substitute for
the Fisheries Retaliatory bill wus disagreed 1o
and a further conference was requestod. Ar
Van Wyck offered a resolution for o constitu-
tional amendment for the «clection of United
States Senators by a popular vote of the people
of the Stutes. A mumber of Senate and House
bills of minor importance were passed. The
Senate bill to extirpate pleur o-preumonia and
other contagions and infectious disenses
was debated till adjournment, In the House
the Senate amendments to the Post-
Oftice Appropriation bill were disagresd 10, and
a conference requested. The President's veto
of the Dependent Pensions bill came up, and a
bitter debate ensued, General Brage (Wis.)

TOMBS OF ROYALTY.

A Visit to the Barial Vaults of the Ca-
puchin Church at Vienna.

In the vaunlts of Capuchin Church,
Vienna, which are watched by the
barefoot monks of the convent close
by, lie the remains of deceased Em-
perors and Archdukes—a motley crowd
of metal coflins, large and small, round
{ which burn tall wax eandles, throwing
their reddish light upon the large
wreaths that the imperial family places
there the day before All Souls’. In
the center, writes a Vienna corre-
spoudent, is conspienous the sarcopha-
with its many silver figures,
raised by Joseph IL over the remains
of his mother, Maria Theresa. At the
foot of the sarcophagus stands an iron
i coflin, the simplest in the whole vault,
. wherein lies Joseph himself, and the
' ribbons of a wreath that, faded long
ago, in the dim gold embroidery re-
peat what he said many times before
his death: “I have oot so far that I
love nothing on earth exeept my moth-
er and the state.”” One of the best
best places in the vault was re-
scrved by the Emperor's wish for the
coflin of Maximilian of Mexico, by the
side of which the Emperor often spends
many hours. The only inmate of this
vault not of royal blood is a certain
Mme. Wolf, governess to the children
of Maria Theresa, who wished her
remains to be placed here, saying: *If
the Wolfin was good enough to keep us
company during life she shall not be
set apart from us after death.”  On the
day before All Souls' two special mes-
sengers left Vienna for Bavaria, bear-
ing with them two of the finest wreaths
ever formed by human hands. The
first wreath, of laurels and roses, was
sent by the Emperor with orders that
it should be deposited in the vault of
St. Michael's church upon the tomb of
King Louis of Bavaria. The second
was sent to the Starnberg Lake, wheve
in the dusk hours of All Souls' Day the
messenger rowed to the spot where the
King was found drowned, and dropped
the wreath of jasmine and ferns,
fastened by a white dove with wings
outspread. into the water. This was
sent by special order of the Empress. —
{ Interior.
