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THE GARFIELD FARM.
One of the Wost Charming Country Places
in the Vieinity of Cleveland.

The old farm in Mentor., which Gar-
field bought some years before his
death, and on which he used to spend
about the happiest days of his life, is
fast becoming one of the most beauti=
ful conntry residences in the vicinity
of Clevelind. None of the family is
at present there, though it has come
to be recognized as the family home.
Uncle Joseph Rudolph, Mr. Garfield’s
brother, stavs on the place, and looks
after it and after the extensive im-
provements which are being made upon
it. Additions have been built to the
old house, and every thing that
money would do to make it a
lovely home has been done. Of
course a plumper’s bill can give
no idea of the amount of work per-
formed. but even a plumber could
bardly have the hardihood to charge
$13. 000 for his services unless he had
at least driven by the house, and $13,-
000 is the amount which has been paid
to plumbers for their last sommer's
work unon the house and itsdependen-
cies. The other outlays have been in
proportion. .

This is only earrying out General
Garfield’s idea. He always loved the
farm, and loved to consider himself a
farmer. He loved farm people and
farm ways, and the plain, homely talk
of farm neighbors. He always went
away from the Menlor home freshened
and brizhtened in mind and body, and
with his face bronzed and his hands
hardeneil by work. Whatever charms

the excitement of political life
had for him he was al-
ways anticipating his return to

the quiet Mentor home, and it was
there he had planned to spend the de-
clining yvears of his life. His devoled
wife in clinging to the old place and
making it the family home is only
knowing what she knew would be
most pleasing to him. Her beautiful
Cleveland home is for sale, and has
been for some time, althongh the price
she asks for it—$50.000—is not ex-
travagautly high. The Washington
house

brouzht about what the ap-
praisers  estimated it at—$30,000.

The total appraised value of Garfield's
real estate was put down at 887,000 in
round numbers. Ha paid £7,000 for
the Montor farm, though, of eourse, at
the time of his death it was worth
mueh more than that. In fact, some
years before he died, he put a mort-
gage of §5.000 upon it, which, forsome
reason, he did not release for along
time, though he was abundautly able
to do so.

Indeed, there was at the time of
General Garfield's death a very gen-
eral misapprehension as to his finan-
cial condition. It was the common
opinion that he was comparatively a
poor man. The fact is that he was
comparatively a rich man. There are
here in Painesville one s two men
who arve miilionaires. bu! a man here-
abouts who ean command £350,000 is a
rich man. General Garfield left, at
the appraisers’ very low estimate, a
good deal over $100,000 in almost in-
stantly available assots.

It will be remembered that he left
ao- will. His brother-in-law, Uncle
Joseph Rudolph, was appointed ad-

ministrator, and his bondsmen were
Dr. W. S Sireator, N. B. Shewrin
and Dr. J. P. Robinson. Noman in

Ohio stands higher in point of busi-
ness honor and sound business julg-
mentthan Dr. Streator, and both he and
Dr. Robinson were warm, intimate
friends of General Garfield. Sherwin
was at one time postmaster in Cleve-
Jand, and is asharp, shrewd little man,
whose admiration for Garfield amounta
ed to a sort of frenzy. The amountof
the bond was §100,000. The appraisers
were De. Robinson, E. T. A. Aldrich
and William Murray the Second. M.
Murray is always particular to sign
himself Murray the Second for some
reason, an unele having enjoyed the
distinetion of being Murray the Fivst.
The appraisers filed their inventories
in the Lake County Probate office on
March 11, 1882 They set aside the

It was a good deal of a surprise to
the people here—that is, to some of
them—to learn that the General was
in such comfortable circumstances,
and there are many who believe that
he was worth even more than that,
and that his property at the time of
his death would not have fallen much
short of $200,000 or £250,000. This,
however, is largely a matter of spec-
ulation, and is based upon the gratui-
tous assumption that the appraisers
and thos: near him, who had the
management of the affairs, would not
overcvstimate his wealth or do any
thing to overthrow the popular belief
that he died a poor man. —Fainesviile

The question, however, ought to be
definitely settled, for itis the cause of
great confusion at many Washinglon
dinners and receptions. As Mrs
Whitney says, we should have some
fixed rules of etiquette, sp that the
diplomats will understand just what
rank each class of the court circle
holds. People ouiside of Washington
can not appreciate how important
such matters are regarded in diplo-
matie circles, and etiquette questions
have been discassed so far back as the
days of President Washington. John
Quiney Adams, when he was Scercetary
of State, threw Washington society in
a turmoil, by refusing to call upon the
Senators first, and this etiquette ques-
tion was then made the special subject
of a Cabinet meeting, at which President
Monroe stated that the Senators had
complained that the Sceretary refused
to pay them the first visit. President
Monroe decided in favor of the Senate,
and I understand that President Cleve-
land and Secretary Bayard are inclined
in the same direction.

The question as to a Senator’s repre-
senting a sovereign State is far more
important, it seems to many, than
Mrs. Cockrell’'s theory that the
Cabinet, as being heirs to the Presi-
dential throne, are of higher rank than
the Senators. They are, in this re-
spect, co-ordinate with the Chief Jus-
tice, or the Presidant, if, indeed, they
are not above the President. Mis
Cockrell tells me, however, that she
thinks the matter ouzht to be scttled
and that she has heen intending to
write to Secretary Bayard conecerning
it.

A change was made last year in the
returning of ealls, in which the Cabinet
Indies1etnrned many of their ecalls by
eards. No personal visit was made
whatever, but a colored servant was
sent about with a pouch, delivering
cards at the vacious places. 'The rule
is that the Cabinet lady must return
every call made upon her, and that
within a shiort time after she reccives
the call.

She found among
her earls thoze of her bu!cher, baker
and candlestick-maker, and, upon re-
turning the call of a person who had
left a very nice eard, she hal tomount
to the secon story of a corner grocery
store, and found her visitor behind a

door upon which was a sign: “Dress-
making and Sewing at the Lowest
Rates.” Another Cabinet lady, on

making a call, was surprised by see-
ing a familiar face at the Dbasement
toor in a white cap. She had sup-
posed thie owner to be an attache or a
friend of the diplomatie circle, and
here he was only a cook who had been
masquernding in Washington society
in a swallowtail coat and a white
necktic. His manners were, however,
irreproachable. His French was the
purest, and the belles thought him
just too sweet for any thing.—Frank

ANATOMY OF FOWLS.

Extracts From an Interesting Article by
a Frenchh Naturalist.

A French naturalist has published a
full description of the anatomy of
barn-yard fowls, giving the scientific
as well as the common names of fowls.
A translation of some of these is as
follows: Asto the body and locomo-
tive apparatus, the head of the fowl
is composad of two parts— a craninm
and a face; the cranium, relatively
voluminous, is composed of two boues,
the sutures of which in chickens are
very visible, and disappear completely
in adults.

The bones of the face comprise the
two superior maxillse, the vomer, the
square bone, the incisive bone aud the
inferior maxilim. All these bones are
small, but very clongated. The orbits
are very large, whereas the bony wall

pwhich separn‘es them is, on the con-

oy, very thin.

The beak is divided into a superior
andl inferior mandible; the jaw, or
superior mandible, has, owing to a
pecaliar union with the cranium, a
mobility which is not seen in mam-
malia. The two nostrils, placed in
the middle of the superior mandible
of the beak ave narrow, and their pro-
jeetion of no account The nasal eavi-
ties are not deep, and are equally
separated by a septum. They open in
the interior of the mouth by a simple
slit, long, narrow, and longitud-
inal, and furnished with small in-
dentations. This slit opens when the
bird's head is toward the ground or in
its natural position. and it shuts when
raised. It is on account of this an-
atomieal disposition that fowls when
they drink are obliged to raise their
heads. The neck is composed of ver-
tebree of great flexibility. The trunk,
on the contrary, is little movable; the
dorsal parts, lumbar and sacral, of the

spinal column, form an axis nearly
inflexible, on which is articulated a
basin entirely immovable, and a

thorae’e eage formed by ribs, of which
the vertebral portion are equally bony,
and articulate themselves toward the
middle part of the flank.—Farm,
Fie'd and Stickman.

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VALUE OF FORESTS.

I The Important Part Which Trees Play in
the Economy ol Nature.

Doubtless you have all seen, during
the last ten years, numerous references
in newspapers, magazines, ete., to the |
necessity of forest-preservation. This
plea, however, even in this country, is
not as nov el and of as recent date as
may be imagined. As far back as our
colonial times, the fear of an exhaus-
tion of lumber-supply alarmed New
Enerland lerislators; and as early as |
1801, the Massachusetts Society offered
its prizes for fimber-planting. We |

when railroads h:al not yet revolution- |
ized methods of transportation, bring-
ing the whole world under contribu-

tion for supplies Yet, while
those fears were premature,
they wore nevertheless  proph-
etiec, and the ,very railroads which

have opened up the vast forest areas
of the Northwest have brought rapid-
ly near to us the possibility of a time
when a searcity of wood may be felt.
kor the haulage over solong distances
of so bulky freight, in addition to
other obstacles, allows only a small
amount of the timber growing inthose
distant forests to be profitably moved
to market, and from fifty to sixty per
cent., often even more, of the trees cut
is left in the woods to rot or to furnish
focd for the venrly conflagations,
Even now, in the more remote lumbers
camps, any part of a tree less that one
foot in diameter is considered un-
profitable, and isleft in the woods.
