THE SWISS VINTAGE.

A Spectacle Devoid of All Poetic Gayety
nnd Sarroundings.

The winter and the vintage come
on together at Villeneuve, and when
the snows had well covered the mount-
ains around, the grapes in the valley
were declared ripe by an act of the
Commune. There had been so much
rain and so little sun that their ripe-
ness was hardly attested otherwise.
Pully two-thirds of the crop had
blackened with blight; the imperfect
clusters, where they did not hang
sodden and mildewed on the vines,
were small and sour. It was sorrow-
ful to sce them; and when, about the
middle of October, the people assem-
bled in the vineyards to gather them,
the speetacle had none of the gayety
which the poets had taught me to

expect of it. These poor elusters did
not
reel to earth
Purnle nnd gushing, .

but limply waited the short-hooked
knife with which the peasants cut
them from their stems; and the peas-
ants, instesd of advancing with jocund
steps and rustic song to the sound of
the lute and tabor and other con-
venient instruments, met in obedience
to public notiee duly posted about the
Commune, and set to work, men,
swvomen and children alike silent and
gerious. So mamny of the grapes are
harvested and manufactured in eom-
mon that it is necessary the vintage
should begin on a fixed day, and no
one is allowed to anticipate or post-
pone. Some ecut the grapes, and
dropped them into the flattish wooden
barrels, which others, after mashing
the berries with a long wooden pestle,
bore off und emptied frothing and
gurgling into big easks mounted on
carts These were then driven into
the village, where the mess was poured
into the presses, and the wine crus-bed
out to the last bitter dregs. The vine-
yards were a scene of activity, but not
hilarity, though a little way off they
looked rather lively with the vintagers
at work in them. We climbed to one
of them far up the mountain-side one
day, where the family were gathering
the grapes on a slope almost as steep
as & house roof, father, mother,
daughter, son-in-law, big boy and big
girl all silently busy together. There
were bees and wasps humming
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around the tubs of crushed grapes in
the pale afterncon sun: the view of
the lake and the mountains was in-
spiring; but there was nothing bac-
chanalian in the affair, unless the
thick calves of the girl, as she bent
over to cut the clusters, suggested a
Memnad fury. These poor people were
quite songless, though I am bouund to
say that in another vineyard
I did hear some of the children
singing. It had momentarily stopped
raining; but it soon began again,
and the vintage wentsorrowfully on in
the mud. All Villeneuve smelt of the
harsh juice and pulp arriving from the
fields in the wagons, carts, tubs and
barrels which erowdod the streets and
sidewalks, and in divers ecavernous
basements the presses were at work,
and there was a slop and drip of new
wine everywhere. After dark the peo-
ple eame in from the fields and gos-
siped about their doors, and the red
light of flitling lanterns blotched the
steady rainpour. Outside of the village

THE LONDON POLICE.

A Well-Organized Body of Nearly Four-
teen Thousand Men,

The London police foree, like all the
institutions of that wast metropolis, is
arranged upon a gizantie plan. The
superintendents, inspectors, sergeants
and coustables make up an army
thirteen thousand eight hundred
strong—a truly formidable foree, but
none too large, when it is considered
that the Metropolitan Police Distriet
extends over a radius of fifteen miles
from Charing Cross, exclusive of the
City of London and its libertics, and
embraees an area of six humdred and
eighty-eight square miles, of a rate-
able value of thirty-three million eight
handred thousand pounds per year
Over such an area as this, ineluding,
as it does, a population of some five

sand persons, there is, of course, a
vast amount of work to be
and it must be borne in mind
that the duties of the London police
are not limited tothe taking into cus-
tody of eriminals and disorderly per-
sons, and the watehing of property,
but include such duties as the earry-
inZ out of the Smoke Abatement acts,
the inspection of common lodging-
Lhouses, regzulation of street traflic, ani

taking up of stray dogs—all of which

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USE OF

COAL ASHES.

Estimate of Their Value as a
Fertilizer.

[ What is said about coal ashes bene-
| fitting soils, whether heavy or lizht,
and the importance attached to the
mechaniecal condition or texture of the
| g0il, is all undoubtedly correet. Prob-
| ably coal ashes have little other than
a mechanical effeet. They render clay
| more divisible, and so more permeable
| to the air.  But the air must not enter
the soil in storms, but have, as it were,
only a slow but constant infiltration;
samly soil is apt to admit it with its
| eaustie gualities more freely than the
roots can endure. The fine sified
ashes correct this by filling the inter-
stices; and so benefit in both cases.
Every thing grows well under a
| muleh of conl ashes provided that the
plant leaves are not covered, and that
the ashes be stirred after rains, during
| the growing season. Without this
they pack so as to exclude the air too
much. In planting the seeds we cov-
| er them with soil that is open and fri-
| able, or with leaf mould, as our soil is
| heavy and soon packs. We have tried
coal ashes several times, thinking
that the young seedlings might easily
[ push their lumpy heads (their cotyle-
| dons) through the easily-broken inch
of ashes. But the effeet has always
been bad; very rarely a plant ap-
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peared through such a covering. The
cuuse is apparently too close an ex-

clusion of air, whieh is indispensable
at the moment of germination in free
| supply.
Coal ashes are a great benefit to
| grass when strewn on very early in
the spring. They adow the sharp
| points of the grass-sprouts to picree
| through and largely preserve coolness
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the saying, that it is safer to travel by | and moisture to jthe roots, while they

| effectually smother all flat-leafed in-
truders and mosses. In fact, somany
are thé uses and reai value of this
material which aceumulates about
all our houses during every winter
that one sees with regret so much of
it wheeled away iu spring, to be
dumped into any hole or corner where
it will be out of sight. It should be
sifted as taken from the fires, both to
save the half-burned cosls for night
fires, and the exhausted cinder for
path and road making, and for the
manifold beneficial uses of the finer
siftings. — Cor. Boston Globe.
