mitted the following, which were dis-

cussed one by one and unanimously
adopted:

I. That they may be spiritually fed
and "thoroughly furnised unto all good
works." We earnestly recommend to
the women of our district, systematic
bible reading' at the meetings of the
union. In this we believe they may
be best assisted by Mrs. H. W. Smith's
bible readings and leaflets. And we
also recommend tha the union make
use of tbe National W. C. T. U. Month-
ly Readings.

II. Since knowledge is power,' and
an evil known may be avoided, let us
influence our school boards and teach-
ers to introduce scientific temperauce
instructions into our public schools.

III. Besolved, That the W. C. T.
TJ. of the Tenth District condemn all
license, whether high or low. Tht
which is morally wrong can never be
made legally right. We, therefore,
protest against all organizations,
whether political or otherwise, which,
by their license policy, continue toper-petnr.t- e

the liquor infamy.
IV. That while our s are the

legitimate prey of the saloons, the
mothers who bore them should have
a voice in dteiding whether the liquor
traffic be continued or no.

V. Irasmuch as through all our
district, there are many families of
foreigners, who have inherited from
ages oi ancestors, ine naou oi wine ttnu
beer drinking, and, inasmuch, as in
the larger towns they, in a measure,
control the elections; therefore, resolv-
ed; that we recommend the unions in
the district to make a special effort to
educate them to lead pure lives.

VI. We recommend the careful ed-

ucation of our colored people by public
lectures and meetings and temperance
schools, and that, as soon as practic-
able, they organize unions among
them.

VII. As our young people are the
hope of the future, we recommend to
all unions to establish Loyal Temper-
ance Legions and to enlist the young
women, either in separate unions or
with special work in the older union.

VIII. We recommend all unions to
furnish iemperance clippings and notes
to their local papers, and to carefully
report all meetings.

IX. We beg our churches, when
they commemorate the death of tbe
Lord, to use a wine containing-n- o drop
of the alcohol which may lead a weak
brother to fall.

X. Besolved, That the W. C. T. U.
demand the same standard of purity
tor men as Tor women.

XI. As we cannot grow without
food, we earnestly entreat that each
family of the W. C. T. TJ. subscribe for
and carefully read at least one good
temperance paper, giving preferace to
our JNationai and state organs: The
Union Signal and Kansas City Her
ald.

XII. Inasmuch as nothing can be
accomplished without money, we
pledge our unions to pay tor each mem
ber 25c per annum for district and 25 e
for county work. This in addition to
the regular State and local dues. Ibis
leaves it optional with each unoin
either to increase its annual dues to
one dollar and then to partition that
dollar between State, district, county
and local xlues, giving 25c to eaeh.or to
retain the present oOo dues and then
to pay district and county dues from
the local treasury at the rate of 25c for t

. ...u i i. e i "eacu huu every ujciuurr iui w uu lu
State dues are paid. This may be
easily raised by a special, .entertain
ment given for that purpose.

XIII. Besolved, That we always
and everywhere will wear the white
ribbon.

XIV. We recommend that in the
W. C. T. TJ. work our women shall use
their own and not their husband's
names.

XV. The tl.anks of the convention
are due and joyfully given to the mem-
bers of the Irrrnton W. C. T. TJ. and
their friends who have so kindly and
boutifully entertained us; to those who
have charmid us with their music aud
to the press for all favors shown. A
motion was made to this effect: That
a marked copy of the paper containing
resolutions adopted by this convention
be sent by the secretary to every un-
ion in the district, with instructions to
have them read at the business meet-
ings of the unions.

Convention adjourned to meet at 2:30
P.M.

The afternoon session opened with
devotional exercises conducted by Mrs.
Robert. A paper, "Woman's Respon-
sibility," was read by Mrs. Nevins. It
contained - some wholesome truths.
Mrs. Roberts read a paper on evangel-
ical work; another on social purity by
Mrs. Wallar, was read by Mrs. May.
Forcible remarks on this topic were
made by Mrs. Hoffman. A paper on
narcotics, written by Mrs. Alice Harris,
was read by Mrs. Kimball.

A resolution to this effect was passed:
Resolved, T- - at we believe the use of

tobacco to be filthy, harmful and sinful.
We call on all good people everywhere
to oppose its use by precept aud exam-
ple.

The place of meeting of the conven-
tion next ytar was considered. Invi-

The embargo, was
complete for two days, and had it been
much longer New York City would
have been provisionless. There were
seven pilolboats stranded in the harbor
and the number of small crafts wreck-
ed was great. Later, when the streets ,

were being opened up, the snow was
so deep that in many places tbe street
cars could hardly be seen. But now it
is all past, the weather is quite warm
and spring-lik- e, though not so warm
as in Ironton, I'm sure.

To-da- y we had a trip across the
Brooklyn bridge afoot. It is surely an
immense affair, hanging like a large
web across the water from city to city.
The span over the river is 1595 feet
long and is 135 feet clear of high water "

in the centre. There are four immense
cables, each measuring 151 inches In
diameter and 3578 feet long, weighing
800 tons each, which support the weight
of the bridge. In addition there are
innumerable smaller cables, from one
to three inches in diameter, which "di-
vide honors" or weight with the large
ones. The view from the bridge Is
lovely on a clear day. To the east is
Brooklyn with 700,000 inhabitants,
while to the west Is New York City, on
Manhattan Island, Tte city seems
limitless. As far north as the eye can
see are houses packed and jammed to--
gether, occasionally an extra large one "

looming up above the other. Beyond
the city toward the west we can see
Jersey City and Hoboken with Jersey-Height- s

still beyond. Up East river,
over which is the bridge, can be seen
Blackwell's Island, with the peniten-
tiary and charity hospital, while still
further up stream are Ward's and Ran-
dall's Islands. But to the south is the
most beautiful view. First, long lines
of steamers, ships and vessels of every
size and style and from all nations,
whose masts are so numerous that it
looks like a forest of trees, minus the .
leaves. All across New York bay can
be seen vessels, some at anchor, other
Just coming Into port, while others
again are departing. To the right can
be 6een Bedloe's Island, surmounted
by the Btatue of "Liberty Enlightening
the World." Governor's Island, with
Fort Columbus, looms just to the left
of Bedloe's Island, and away off in the
dim distance, scarcely visible, are the
hills on Staten Island covered with
snow. The "narrows," the gateway
to the Atlantic Ocean, is Just eaBt of
Staten Island.

Now, let's go down and get a closer
view of "Madam Liberty" on Bedloe's
Island. Taking the ferry at the Bat-
tery we have a delightful ride of three
miles, which requires ten minutes,
across New York bay, and the nearer
we approach the island the more evi-
dent is the immensity of the statue. It
is simply wonderful. Tbe statue is 157
feet high and rests on an immense ped
estal or base of gray and red granite 151
feet high. Ascending the base by
stairways on the inside, we find our-
selves at the foot only of the statue,
visitors not being allowed to go up into
the statue. Here one cau appreciate
the distance he is from Mother Earth,
and it seems as though the statue is
not half as tall as the pedestal; but do
not be deceived, you are not half way
to the top of Madam Liberty's head.
Now for some figures as to the size of
tbe statue:

From base- - of pedestal to top of torch, 305
feet, 6 inches.

From base of statue to top of torch, 157 ft.
From heel to top of head, 111 feet.
Length of rightand, 16 feet, 5 inches.
Length of index finger, 8 feet.
Size of finger nail, 13x10 inches.
Length of nose, 4 feet, 6 inches.
Width of mouth, 4 feet.
(Couldu't she give a wonderful kiss!)"

The weight of the statue alone is 200,000
pounds. At uo time does the statue
and New York bsy show to better ad-
vantage thau at night when the elec-
tric lights in the torch sro burning.
To cross the Hudsou (or North) river
by ferry by night is a beautiful sight."
The harbor is si pretty, lighted by
electricity. Ferryboats are constantly
passing and repassing, while the shores
of tbe river are lined by lights of all
colors. Oyer in town the large build-
ings, the Western Union Telegraph,
tha Herald and other large buildings,
seera to touch the stars.
