HOME AND FARM.

-- When potatoes are to go into stewi
or chowders they should be first sliced,
soaked and scalded.

In using seed corn .that which
shows the slightest degree of injury
should be avoided. Smut can easily
be carried from one year to another
by the seed.

Those who will take the trouble to
rip the buttons off a dress each time it
is washed will be amply repaid. Few
metal buttons look well after they
have been in hot soap suds.

The two oldest trees in the world
are supposed to be one in Calaveras
C unty, CaL, which is believed to be
2,565 years old. and the cypress o!
Somma, in Lombardy, It.ily, which is
1.911 years old. planted B. C 42.

Potato Biscuits: One-ha- lf pound
of flour, one-four- th of a pound ol
boiled potatoes rubbed through a
sieve, a pinch of salt, three teaspoons
of baking powder, three-fourt- hs of a
cup of butter, flour to muke a dough;
roll out and cut into shape.

ate Pie: One pound of dates, one
quart of milk and three eggs. Season
the same as for squash pie. It needs
no sweetening. Put the dates in the
milk and heat until they are soft
enough to sift. This makes two good-size- d

pies. Use one crust, the same as
for squash.

The real value of root crops in the
economy of farm feeding is the change
they furnish from the dry feed to
which stock is subjected through the
long winter months. A light feed
every few days helps the animal to
digest and assimilate the coarse dry
food that is his usual ration.

Indian Suet Pudding: Three-quarte- rs

pound suet, chopped fine;
half pint molasses, one pint milk, an
egg, meal to make a very thin batter,
teaspoonful allspice, ditto ground cin-
namon, one teaspoonful salt, a little
nutmeg, a few currents or chopped
rasins. Boil or steam three hours.
Serve with melted jelly or butter sauce.

Oange Cake: Two cups of sugar,
two c.ips of flour, one-ha- lf cup of Ava-te- r.

a pinch of salt, the yelks of five
eggs and whites of three, three tea
spoonfuls of baking powder, and tho
grated rind and juice of one orange.
Beat the whites and add sugar fot
frosting, and the grated rind and juice
of one orange. Bake the cake in lay-
ers and put frosting between.

Orange Rolly-Pl- y: Make a light
pastry as for apple-dumpling- s, roll in
oblong sheets and lay the oranges
peeled. liced and seeded thickly on
it; sprinkle with white sugar; scatter
over all a teaspoo i or two of grated
orange peel, and roll up, folding
down the edes closely to prevent tho
escape of the sirup; steam one and
one-ha- lf hours. Serve with lemon
sauce.

Pretty flower-holde- rs are of stout
cardboard, covered with dry, scaly
lichens from old trees or with pine
scales, sewed and overlapping each
other. A glass bowl for the flowers is
set within the holder, which needs no
bottom. A little basket of lichen
scales to hold a tumbler of blue and
white hepaticas is a most spring-lik- e

offering. Larger baskets may be oi
the large pine scales, not the cones,
tilled with fresh moss, wild vines trail-
ing round the edges, and a pine tassel
at intervals, tho center filled with
violets.

Lemon Short-Cak- e: Make a rich
short-cak-e same as for strawberries or
other fruit. Roll in layers and bake
in jelly tins quite thin, so, when done,
it will not be more than one-ha- lf inch
in thickness. Make sauce as follows,
spreading between layers same as jel-
ly cake: One cup sugar, one-ha- lf cup
butter, on egg, one lemon, juice and
grated rind, two tablespoons flour,
mix well and pour boiling water over
it (use one pint), let it stand on back
of the stove.

For a permanent pasture use a
variety of grasses. The kind best
adapted to the location will assert its
superiority, and in time give a good
reward. It is not advisable to turn
stock on a permanent pasture until
the ground shall have been well cov-
ered. Trampling injures the grass,
while grazing it loo soon injures its
vitality. At least three years should
be allowed for growth before turning
on stock. The greater tho variety of
grasses the thicker the growth and the
better the pasture.

tne lorraor is most desirable. They
are usually furnished by all commis-
sion men, each stencil having its
special number, which is registered to
that particular shipper; for instance.
No. 1 is registered to Smith, No. 2 to
Brown and so on. All goods received
with No. 1 stencil mark are credited
to Mr. Smith, while all with No. 2
stencil brand on. are credited to Mr.
Brown, etc. Therefore no mistakes
can well occur.

It shoul I be rernemb ered that it isa drawback to the price of butter to
have ehurnings of different colors in
one tub. If you can not fill a large
tub at a churning, or guage the color
better use a size suitable to your make.
Many think if they only get a nice
burning on top the poor or light col-re-d

one in the bottom won' t be seen,
but the "trier." which is used most in-
variably to examine and sell by, tells
the tale and shows it plainly from top
to bottom, even to the salt between
the ehurnings or on the bottom. It
also shows any surplus brine that may
be stored away in the loose packing of
the butter. When the butter shows
streaked or mottled on the trier we
know the salt or brine never struck
those light spots, consequently the
outter was not properly worked. If
the butter comes out sticking to the
back of the trier, lough and soft on
the front of it, we know tho butter
was oyer-woike- d.

Should the butter come out crisp and
snort, creating up roughly in places
because of the friction in drawing
the trier, we know it had been only
worKea once, and a surplus of brine
left in tho composition. While such
butter will show in this style in win- -
ici, in Miuimer it can scarcely ue
got hard; at least not solid.

Some who salt the butter by saturat
ed brine often make the mistake of
packing when the granules are so hard
. n . . nmat tney no not adhere to each other,
and as the spaces are all filled with the
brine, the trier drags them out in the
same form they canto from the churn,
while the buyer wonders if there is not
corn-me- al amongst it.

There is another trouble in salting
oy saturated brino alone, because of
some lacking conditions the butter
does not take the salt as usual; there-
fore, your butter has much less salt
than you think; it has remained in the
brine.

If butter smells cheesy, we know the
cream has reached too high temper
ature, and expect such butter to get
rancid quickly. Smoky rain water.
when use.l l,y the cows, or in washing
the butter, is detected by smelling the
trier of butter, so is the use of onions
from the early pastures. Parched

butter imparts a decidedly bad flavor
to it. In fact, any thing that emits
decided smell and is allowed to remain
near the butter or cream, is liable to
show up on trying the butter and ef
fect its s ile and value. If there is :

peculiar bitter smell and taste to cor
respond, we know the milk was sub

jected to a temperature under fifty do-sre- es

Row to Prepare a Supply Quickly for
Large Family.

The only way is to purchase a fry-
ing kettle with basket. These hold
four to eight quarts, are beautifully
smooth and have suspended from the
upright bail the wire basket to hold
the articles to be cooked. They are
simply perfect for their use and very
reasonable in price, $1.50 being the
cost of one holding five quarts. At a
hotel last summer, a sufficient quan-
tity for one hundred aud fifty persons
were easily cooked in less than two
hours. Of course the slicer (a simple
device screwed to the table) is need-
ed. With this the potatoes are sliced
thin as wafers, as fast as one can
turn the handle. Any oi the help
were always ready to volunteer their
services for this fascinating work, but
note ever begged to pare or dry, which
last must be done thoroughly in a
clean towel, or rather, if any consid-
erable quantity is to be prepared, sev-

eral towels. A smooth hard wood
stick or small paddle is best for
stirring. As for the lard, set your
kettle carefully away in a cook clean
place and it is always ready; once in
awhile the lard 6hould be strained,
but if properly cared for, little sedi-

ment collects. Have a sheet of brown
paper ready and let the basket rest on
it for a seeond, after removing from
the lard give it agentle shake, sprinkle
a little very fine table salt over tho
"chips" and place as thinly as pos-

sible on your platter. Never crowd
them as they will take revenge in
moistening if allowed to remain un-

disturbed long. The Saratoga."
Revere Beach" and "Nantasket"

chips sold in the shops are poor sub-
stitutes for tho real thing as above de-
