Judge Thurman's letter of acceptance; .

" CoujMBns, O.. Oct 12, 1S. ,

Hon. Patrick a. colums and- - Others,
COMtfrrTEB GVafow.- - la obedience to cus-
tom, I send you this formal acceptance of ray
nomination for tbe offle of Vice-Preside- of
the United States, made by the National con-
vention of the Democratic party at St Louis.
When you did me tbe honor to call upon me at
Columbus and officially notify me of my nom-
ination, I expressed to you my sense of obliga-
tion to the convention, and stated that, al-

though I bad not sought the ' nomina-
tion, I' did not feel . at liberty, - under
the circumstances, to decline it I
thought then, as I still think, that whatever I
could properly do to promote the of
President Cleveland I ought to do. His admin-
istration has been marked by such integrity,
good sense, manly courage and exalted patriot-
ism that a just appreciation of these high qual-
ities seems to call for his I am also
strongly impressed with the belief that his re-
election would powerfully tend to strengthen
that feeling of fraternity among the American
people that is so essential to the welfare, peace
and happiness, and to the perpetuity of the
Union and of our free institutions. I approve
the platform of the St. Louis convention, and I
can not too strongly express my dissent from
the heretical teachings of the monopolist
that the welfare of a people can be promoted
by a system of exorbitant taxation far in excess

Tliroogh the Intervention of the Citizens
Association the Striking Street-C- ar Men
is Chicsco Md Prmideat Terke Come
to an UDrieratanding and the Strike la
About Settled.
Chicago, Oct. 13. Not a head was

cracked nor a car thrown from the track
yesterday. Cars were run over three of
the North Side lines and on Madison
street , on the West Side. The police
preparations were even more elaborave
than those of Wednesday, and the enthu-
siasm of the crowds was evidently damp
ened by the : drizzling raia. which com-
menced falling in the morning and con-
tinued until after dark. Owing to these
causes, and perhaps also to a gradually
waning e Interest in the strike, the
running of cars was attended with
scarcely any . difficulty. Some, school
children caused a momentary stop-
page of the cars on Garfield
avenne by piling stones on the track, but
the youngsters were quickly chased away
by the police, and beyond an occasional
yell of "scab" from the sidewalk, the cars
proceeded In peace. Passengers, how-
ever, were almost as scarce as yesterday,
and for the most part tbe police rode up
and down the line in solitary state. In
response to a call made upon both sides
by the Citizens' Association, there
was a conference held at .'the
mayor's office last evening be-
tween committees of the strikers and
President Yerkes. Mayor Roche also
was present. It was announced at the
conclusion of the conference that the
strikers had agreed to withdraw their de-
mand for the discharge of tbe imported
men. On behalf of the company, Mr.
Yerkes agreed that if the West Side men
would return to work this morning he
would execute a bond not to reduce their
present rate of wages for five years, and
that he would morning make
a satisfactory proposition to the North
Side men.

The West Side committee retired to

COSTLY ALUMINIUM.

Some Interesting Thine About It ana
Its Production.

Aluminium, as the discoverer spelt it,
or aluminum, as it is often carelessly
pronounced, is, like all mythical and
expensive elements, vastly overrated.
It tarnishes very rapidly, only, the
rust being white, it is not very offen-
sive. It can not be used for any thing
where it comes in contact with salt; a
a pot of aluminium would be perfor-
ated by the salt of common soup if only
used for a few months.; spoons would
be rough and perforated in the space
of a year; nothing exposed to salt air
orjrater could be made of aluminium.

18 only a little more than that of ordi
nary zinc, that is, only about one-ha- lf

that of steel. Its : hardness is about
that of soft copper, and it is just about
as nasty to turn, file and
drill as copper, without : having
the . strength, pliability and
malleability of copper.

As clay banks contain about alumi-
nium eleven per cent, iron four per
cent, the balance being water and
oxygen, it may be eeen by any chem-
ist, considering the chemical proper-
ties of the impurities, that aluminium
can not be isolated pure from common
clay for less than two dollars a pound,
this being the lowest price of the chem-
icals needed, vessels, ' coal, etc., for
this purpose. If only as much as one-eight- h

of one per cent of silicon re-
mains, it can not be rolled and drawn
into wire, but silicon and aluminium
are very hard to separate completely.
There is no market to speak of for
aluminium at two dollars a ' pound.
Most of the aluminium now used is
beaten ; into white foil and used for
silvering sign letters, etc It is used
for opera glasses, galvanic needle in-cat- ors

and a few scientific purposes. It
has been a source of great revenue to
the chemical credulity and mysticism
upon moneyed non-chemis- ts; probably
fifty companies are existing in the
United States by w hich some sharp-witte- d

chemist obtains a living and the
inventors a large amount of hope at
first, but considerable experience later.
I ; do not ' believe that one pound of
aluminium has yet! been made in the
United States that has ' not cost the
maker at least five hundred dollars.
The only factories are in France; and
if they sell it for fiftjeen dollars a pound
it certainly costs them fourteen dollars .

BANK CLOSED.

Collapse of the Farmers and Mechanic"
Bnnk of Pittsburg, Pa The Depositors
Feel Shaky, But the Stockholders Are

Pittsburgh, Pa., Oct 14 --Yesterday
morning a card tacked to the door of the
Farmers' and Mechanic' Bank, located
at the corner of Eighteenth and Carson
streets, Sou h Side, reading: "This bank
is closed by order of the board of direc
tors." caused much surprise and consid
erable excitement when it became known
throughout the city. A large number of
the bank's depositors assembled early in
front of the building, but no authentio
information could be obtained other than
that the bauk's affairs are now in the
hands of J. H. Sorg, H. J. Berg and S
Cunningham, assignees. A stockholder
in the bank states that some time ago it
was known that the bank was in trouble,
and that a board of appraisers had been
appointed to examine the assets of the
institution. They decided that the
shares, the par value of which is $100,
were worth (W each. The directors in
turn submitted two propositions to the
stockholders, which were accepted, and it
was generally believed that the disaffec
tion existing was satisfactorily settled.

It is known that a number of the heavier
depositors removed their funds from the
bank several weeks ago. There are a
large number of small depositors who,
in the absence of official information,
feel very shaky over their prospects.
The directors refuse to talk about the
condition of the bank, referring all com
ers to the assignees. It Is stated semi-
officially, however, that all depositors
will be paid in lull, as the stockholders
are individually liable for twice the
amount of their stock. The bank was or
eanized in 1868, with capital stock of

J. H. tSorg is president and H.
J. Benr cashier. Last year the bank bad
a surp'us of $13,090, and has always been
considered a safe institution. Rumors
are afloat that a number of South Sido
contractors have largely overdrawn their
accounts.

AN EYE-WITNES- S.

What a Passenger on One of the .Lehigh
Valley Excursion Trains Saw at Mud
Kan.
Scranton, Pa., Oct 12. Walter Mc- -

Nichols, of the Scranton post-offic- e, gives
the following thrilling account of his ex-
perience iu the Lehigh Valley disaster on
Wednesday nig lit: "I was on the train
following the one that was run into, sit-
ting in a car about the middle of the
train. The first I knew of the accident
was the sudden and tremendous jarring
of the train. It was then about 7:45
o'clock. Two engines were pulling the
train on which I was on. As soon as the
crash occurred tho people who
filled the hind train at once rushed
for the doors. The jam was fear-
ful. The people went out ot the
windows pell-mel- l, and the first I saw
was the forward engine of our train
jammed into the hind coach of the for-
ward traiu. The cars had taken fire fiom
the broken lamps, but the flames were
quickly extinguished by the use of buck-
ets. The scenes were fearful. Bodies
were wedged in between tho seats and
among broken timbers. One man was
held down by tbe dome of the engine on
our train which had crushed upou him.
Another had tried to escape by the win-
dows of the car, but was in the crash
and had the life squeezed out
of him. He was pinned be-

tween the timbers. Others were moan-
ing and crying moat pitifully. Steam
from the engines scalded severely all
those who were held down by the broken
seats and car timbers. I do not think
there was one in the last car of the front
traiu who escaped alive. On every hand
willing persons were at work rescuing the
injured, cutting away tho cars, and tak-
ing the people away to be cared for. The
scene was too terrible to witness, and a
thrill of horror passes through me as I
endeavor to detail it"
