WASHinoTOjr, Oct 20. The first sessloa

of the Fiftieth Congress, which closas
this afternoon, '.will - exceed : by nine-
teen days the length of the session of any
previous Congress since tbe fonndation
of the Government. When the United
Press, at the close of the ; first ' nine
months of the session, on '. the tenth of
last month, gave a resume of the work
accomplished, there had been introduced
in the house during the session 11,362, and
in the Senate 8,520 bills and joint reso

lit the Senate, on the ISth. the chief feature

or the day's proceedings was the speech of Mr.
Blair on the President's pension vetoes. A
message of the President vetoing the bill to
pension William S. Bradshaw, on the ground
that his disability was not conti acted in the
service, was laid on the table. Messrs.-Ves- t

and Allison addressed the Senate on the tariff
question In the House, a preamble and
resolutions, denouncing the Senate Tariff bill
as a document framed in the interest of trusts,
was read and referred to the committee on
rules. Mr. Oates. of Albama, offered a resolu-
tion adjourning Congress sine die on Wednes-
day, October 1?. which went over.

Is the Senate, on the 16th, the entire day was
devoted to the discussion of the tariff question,
Mr. CoekreU, of Missouri, championing the
Mills bill, and Messrs. Allison, Spooner and
others speaking in defense of the Senate sub-
stitute. The House amendment to the Joint
resolution to protect the Washington tunnel
was concurred in, and the Senate went Into ex-
ecutive session. .....In the House, the only
feature of the day's proceedings was the failure
to agree upon a date for final adjournment of
Congress. The joint resolution for printing
51,000 copies of the report of the Bureau ot
Animal Industry and making appropriation
therefor was passed. ,

Iff the Senate, on the 17th, the committee ou
foreign relations was ordered to sit during the
recess In the Investigation of the Weil-L- a Abra
claims. House bill granting right of way
through the Sioux Reservation, in Dakota, to
the Aberdeen, Bismarck & Northwestern Rail-
way Company was passed, and the remainder
of the day was devoted to consideration of the
Tariff bill. Mr. Allison offered a concurrent
resolutioa for a recess of Congress from the
SOth Inst, to November 19, but objection being
made, the resolution went over under the rule.

In the House, thirteen messages vetoing
private pension bills were received from the
President. Mr. Cox rose to a question of priv-
ilege, and made a long explanation of an ed-
itorial in the New York Trilrun; charging him
with sending unfrankable matter through the
mails under his frank. Mr. Kilgore's resolu-
tion, providing for final adjournment of Con-
gress on the 20th instant, was referred to the
committee on ways and means.

Is the Senate, on the 18th, the most import-
ant item of business transacted was the pass-
age of a joint resolution for an adjournment of
Congress sine die on the 30th. A resolution of
inquiry was offered, and discussion ensued on
the charge that the Secretary of the Interior
had furnished the Indian service with wagons
made by convict labor in Tennessee, and that
the Secretary of War had bought English
blankets for the army at a rate too low for
American competition. Several resolutions of
minor importance were passed, among them one
for the printing of 400,010 copies of the agricul-
tural report In the House, after the tran-
saction of minor business, the Speaker submit-
ted the adjournment resolution of the Senate,
when a general review of the work of the ses-
sion on tariff legislation was participated in by
several members, during which a heated collo-
quy occurred between Messrs. Taylor and
Breckinridge, of Kentucky, ending in the latter
apologizing for having made charges against
the former which the records did not justify.
The resolution on adjournment was passed.

la the Senate, on the 19th, no business of
Importance was transacted during the short
session. There were but four Senators present
during the morning hour. At its conclusion
the resolution authorizing the finance commit-
tee to continue its hearings on the tariff was
adopted, and the committee on Indian affairs
was authorized to continue during the recess
the examination ordered by the last Congress
as to the condition of the Indian tribes on the
reservations in Minnesota. Dakota and Mon-
tana. Several messages from the President
were received, and the Senate went into execu-
tive session, and, at 8:05 p. m., adjourned
In the House, no business was transacted. The
journal for two days was approved, and the
House adjourned.

JOHN WENTWORTH.

BriefSketch of the Career of a Man From.
In-Mi- tt t th Politic l Hitry of Cttls;o
for Xaarly Half a Clntary Liberty and
Ecoo-my- " the Watchword TUat
Ulm Wealthy and Poputr.
Chicago. Oct 17. Following is a brief

sketch of the career of John Weutwortb,
better known as MLag John," whose
death was announced yesterday: Mr.
Wentworth. who was as well known as
any man in t te West, was one of Chica-
go's oldest residents, aud in his day was
mayor of the city, Cjagressman and edi-
tor of the principal daily paper here
About a month ago his general health be-2- an

to fail and death resulted. Mr.
Wentworth was . seventy-thre- e years of
age. lie was a man ot wealth, ma estate
being worth at least $1,000,000. Mr.
Wentworth was a giant in stature
over six and a half feet in
height; and of very large frame.
There is no coffin in the shops in
Chicago large enough to eucase his re-

mains, and it will be necessary to mate
one for the purpose. It is calculated that,
with the relaxation of the tissues, a casket
six feet and ten inches or seven feet in
length, inside measurement, will be
necessary: ;

John Wentworth was born at Sandwich, N.
H., on March 5, isis. His nickname was early
given to him on account of bis height, which
was six feet seven inches. He was descended
from the first settlers ot New England, and it
is said that no foreign blood ran in the veins of
bis family on either side later than 170). His
paternal Krandfatber was one of the signers of
the Articles of Confederation, and his mater-
nal grandfather was a famous officer
In the Revolutionary - war. In 18
"Long John" left Sandwich and jour-
neyed by stage, canal, railway and on foot to
Chicago. He bad one hundred dollars in his
pocket when be started. He failed in an en-
deavor to get a place as a school teacher in
Michigan while en route, and not long after his
arrival in Chicago he took editorial charge ot
the Democrat, with which paper he was con-
nected for twenty-fiv- e years. No subject did he
advocate more persistently than the establish-
ment of public Hchools, and one of his first of-
fices was that of school inspector. He became
a political power in Chicago, and from 1840 to
1870 he held mauy offices, being elected several
times to the Legislature and seven times to
Congress. He was also Mayor of Chicago for
two terms. . Besides these offices he
filled several others, such as police commis-
sioner and delegate to National conventions.
While he was mayor he succeeded in
paying every dollar of the city's debt and dur-
ing his last term in Congress, while Johnson
was President he was an uncompromising ad-
vocate of the resumption of specie payments.
He introduced steam fire engines into Chicago,
and the first three were named "Long John,"
"Liberty" and "Economy," the latter two des-
ignations comprising his war cry when in a po-

litical canvass. He declined more nominations
for office than he accepted, and it is not known
that he ever suffered defeat. From early man-
hood he kept a copious diary of his experiences,
but everj page was lost in the great fire. Mr.
Wentworth was made an LL. D. by Dartmouth
in 1673. Politically he was a Republican, and
one ot his last acts as a practical politician was
an earnest endeavor to secure the nomination
of General Grant for a third term.

THAT WHEAT STEAL.

Dlrector Holmes T11 the Whole Story of
the Famous Minneapolis Wheat Steal.
Minneapolis. Minn.,Oct 17. The famous

wheat steal case came up ia court here
to-d- ay and for the first time the whole
story was told by Director Holmes, of the
Union Elevator. The method of proced-
ure by which a large amount
of wheat, variously estimated at
from 31,000 to 50,000 bushels, was
stolen from the elevator is unique. Mr.
Holmes alleged that the graiu-brokin- g

firm of D. C Moak & Co., which recently
failed, were the principals. By collusion
with their book-keepe- r, Wm. G. Harley.
and the foreman of the elevator, Charles
Mason, cars of wheat were oyerloaded
and delivered to the firm. The money
realized from the surplus thus dishon-
estly put in the cars was di-

vided among tbe conspirators. The
elevator company discovered that Mason,
the foreman, and Harry Holcomb, the

were implicated in the deal,
and succeeded in forcing partial restitu-
tion. Harley and Mason were arrested,
Holcomb escaped while the company was
trying to settle with him. and Moak & Co.
failed. The disclosures are likely to re-

sult ia further arrests.

NOW THEY TALK SENSE.
Probability That the Canadian Will Re-

cede From Their Position on the Fisher-
ies yue-itloH- .

New York, Oct 17. The World this
morning publishes the following special
dispatch from Toronto, Ot: It is
thought that the Dominion Government
intends to back down on the Fishery ques-
tion. The Free Press ot London, Oat,
which voices the views of Miaister of
Agriculture Car Hug, lakes thi ground
that Canada had better yield. After re-
viewing the question of the transhipment
of fish in bond, it says: "Would it not
be well that Canada should waive her
rights under the treaty of 1818, and be
willing, under the altered condition of
things in respect to carriage by rail, to
permit American fishermen the privilege
of making use of our lines for the pur-
pose of forwarding their legitimate catch
to the general market? We frankly con-
fess that we would be in favor of such a
concession." The editorial concludes that
in resisting the American contention
Canada is standing in her own light The
article is clearly inspired from Ottawa.

A Proposed New Competitor for ths
American Cup.

Bevell separated from her husband last
spring and since then had been keeping
company with Fred Buckowitz, a bar-
tender. A quarrel with her lover created
despondency and resulted in her deter-
mination to die. After taking the drug
she sent for her sister-iu-la- w, but did not
tell her what she baa done. Her critical
condition was not discovered until too
late to save her. Mrs. Bevell was a hand-
some girl, twenty-tw- o years of aee.

A charming ghost story was recently
exploded at Independence. Oue of the
store buildings situated on the public
square for several days had the reputa-
tion of being haunted by the ghost of a
good Catholic lady, who formerly ran a
millinery store there. Blue lights and
white-robe- d figures were said to have
been seen flitting from room to room in
the upper story, and strange noises were
heard and other queer things attributed
to a certain back room in the third story.
Finally a reward was offered to the man
who would go up at a late hour at night
and return with a certain article in the'
haunted chamber. Several tried it but
were scared, one man even tumbling
down stairs in his great haste to get away
from the faied room. At last one man
went up there alone and discovered it to
be the trick of mischievous boys, who had
fastened strings to a piece of stove-pip- e

and run them through to the lower story.
When properly jerked the stove-pip- e
would make the ghost-lik- e noise.

These were referred to
the committee on invalid pensions ia ths
House, together with 195 general bills in
all 4,583, and that committee had mads
1,025 favorable and 273 adverse reports,
while the Senate committee on pen
sions had received L19 Senate and 550
House bills a total of. 1,744, upon
which favorable reports were made to ths
aggregate of 1.368 Senate and 515 Hons
bills. There were also 83) adverse re-

ports made by the Senate committee a
total of 1,234 reports upon the whole 1,744
bills referred to that committee. From
this immense mass ot legislative sugges-
tions, 278 general measures became laws
and 656 pension and other private bills
had gone upon the statute books during
the first nine months of the session. Al-
though the time of the Senate has been
apparently almost exclusively confined
to the discussion of the tariff, and the
House has been waiting upon the
pleasure of the upper branch of Congress,
the above figures have been very mate-
rially increased since September 10. The
number of bills introdnol in the House
has been increased to 11,593, in th Sea-at- e

to 3,639, and the reports from com-
mittees iu the House have gone up to
3,552, while the Senate has increased its
reports to 2,394. ., The House has brought
up its total number of lomt resolutions
introduced to 231, and the Ssnate to 115.
The House executive documents havs in-
creased in number to 455,its miscellaneous
documents to 595, while in tbe Senate the
executive documents have increased in
number to 281, and the miscellaneous
documents to 208, making the total num-
ber of executive aud miscellaneous docu-
ments received by both Houses duringtha
session which will end 1,539.

The House calen-
dar is composed of 102 pages, and gives
the titles to about 1,500 bills, while the
Benate calendar has 28 pag ts and about
420 bills. These figures are exclusive of
the indexes to the calendars. It is ar-
ranged that as soon as Congress con-
venes in its second session, the Senate
will go right along with Its dis-
cussion of the tariff, while tbe House
will immediately take up the fourteen
regular annual appropriation bills, with
a view to sending them to the Senate by
the time the latter body has completed
its consideration of the tariff.
