WHY FARMERS FAIL

' The Chief Causes Lending to
Slavery and Degradation.

The Commissioner of Labor Statis-

| ties of Towa, Dr. E. R. Hutechins, re-
cently sent out a blank to be filled by
| farmers, containing this question:
| “What are the chief causes which lead
| to farmers’ fatlures?” It was answered
substantially as follows by Mr. M. B.
Doolittle, of Cresco, la.:

1. The markets. or consumers,
too far from products.

2. Too high railroad freight rates.

3. Too hirh rates of interest on bor-
rowed capital.

4. Too many dogs and wolves in the
country and not enough sheep.

FPoverty,

5. Too much fashion, too much
whisky and tobacco, and not enough
enterprise.

6. Too high lawyer and doctor fees
and not enough general intelligence.
| 7. Two much party in politics and
not enough prineciple.

8. Too mueh listening to farmers
enemies and too little seeking for com-
mon sense for a guide.

9. Business as now conducted gives
the farmer no part in making prices.
When he sells, the dealer makes the
price of his produce; when he buys,
the merchant names the price he must
pay, and both are generally against
the farmer.

10. The farmer’s greatest voluntary
act which enters into his failures is
the wutterly heartless manner in which
he uvwphitches from a machine which
has plowed his corn, mown his hay or
cut and bound his grain, leaving it to
|rot and rust in the field for the
| sext eleven months. In Maine
| and Massachusetts men's shoes are
| mapufaetured and sold at $1.30
| per pair. Corn in that market is
| pever less, and often much more, than
75 eents per bushel, or two bushels of
corn for a pair of shoes. Middle-men
and railreads transport these shoes to
Jowa and sell them for $£3 per pair.
Farmers pay for them with cornat 25
cents per buskel, or twelve bushels for
a pair of shoes. The shoes are manu-
factured or produced for two and sold
to the consumer for twelve bushels of
corn. They who go off with the other
ten bushels have much to do with the
failure of farmers.
