The companies claim that
until sufficient accommodation is pro-
vided in the subways the wires must be
permitted t¢' remain overhead.

Tee Omaba (Neb,) Btreet Railway
Company, on the 15th, purchased the en-
tire system of the Omaha Motor Com-~
pany. The price paid was $5.000,000.

States District Attorney for the West~
ern District of AMissouri and Late Ee-
publican Cradidate for Governor—A
Good Soldier, a Good Lawyer and &
Highly-Respected Citizen.

Kimball, who was stricken in open court

Tuesday afternoon, died yesterday afier-

noon, at his residence, 1327 Tracy avenue.

Cerebral apoplexy, the result of a con-

gestive chill, is believed to have been the

immediate cause of his death, though the
physicians are not clear on this point.

No post-mortem examination will be held.
One week ago yesterday Colonel Kim-

ball was taken with a congestive ¢hiil in

the United Btates Court room and was
removed to his home. He did not lose
consciousness on that occasion. At two
o’clock Tuesday afternoon, after making

a motion in a minor ease, he asked to be

excused. He walked into the Judge's

chamber and fell on the floor groaning.

He was taken home in a carriage He

did not regain consciousness until ten

o’clock the same night. When he did he

told his physicians that the last thing he
remembered was getting up from the
lunch table. He did not remember
having walked to a eabla car, having
ridden down to the cu:t:m-house or
having made the motion which im-
mediately preceded his illness. After re-
gaining consciousness he revived consid-
srably and passed a fairly comfortable
onight. Atone o’clock yesterday morn-
ing, while sitting on the side of his bed,
he was seized with a violent fit of vomit-
ing. and in tive minutes was dead. Dr.
H. F. Hereford, who was present when he
died, says that his death was due to dis-
regard of his physicians’ instructions aft-
er his first seizure—to entirely give up
work for a time. He persisted, however,
in attending to the duties of his office.

The remains were taken to Nevada at

3:20 this morning, where the interment

will take place to-morrow. The G. A. K.

Elbert Erwin Kimball was born in
Steuben Couanty, N. Y., October 6, 1843.
He served with distinction in the civil
war, and was mustered out at its close
xith the rank of Colonel. Atthe close of
she war he settled in Nevada, Vernon
Vounty, Mo. He practiced law there, and
made Nevada his bome until shortly be-
fore his appointment to the office he
lately held. He was one of the most prom-
inent lawyers in the Western district of
Missouri. In 1886 he made the race for
Congress in the Twelfth district on the Re-
publican ticket, but was defeated. In 1858
he was commander of the Missouri De-
partment of the G. A. R. At Sedalia,
May 16, 1888, he was nominated by the
Republican State Conveantion for Gov-
srnor. He made a brilliant race and was
beaten by the smallest plurality of osny
Republican candidate for gubernatorial
honors in this State. The office which he
beld at the time of his death and to
which he was appointed May 15 last, to
succeed Hon. M. E. Benton., was ths only
one he ever held. He leaves a wife
and three children, the eldest of whom,
a daughter of sixteen years of age, is at-
tending college at St. Charles.

United States Distriet Judge Phillips
adjourned court immediately upon hear-
ing of Mr. Kimball’s death, and subse-
quently telegraphed Attorney-General
Miller, notifying him of the occurrence,
urging upon him the necessity of the ap-
pointment of a successor before court
convenes at Springfield Monday next
and recommending the appoint-
ment of Judge Charles Burton. of Ne-
vada, Mo. Judge Burton was Judge of
the Twenty-fifth Judicial Circuit in 1880,
and prior to that time was circuit-attor-
ney. He was formerly a law partner of
Mr. Kimball. The partnership was
formed in 1872, and countinued about six
years. Heis an able lawyer and promi-=
nent Republican politician,

A CAUSELESS MURDER.

Frank Loftus, an Ex-Fireman, Shot and
Killed by Paunl McBride, a Viclous Young
St. Louisan. -

81. Louvis, Oct. 16.—One of the most
causeless and deliberate murders was
perpetrated in this city last night that
has been recorded for some time, where-
in Paul Mc Bride, the twenty-two-year-
el son of James J. McBride, the well-
known criminal lawyer, by a single shot
caused the death of Frank Loftus, an ex-
member of the fire department of this
city. Eye-witnesses of the tragedy say
drinking in Maloney’s saloon on North

i Seventh street when Loftus accidentally

trod on young McBride’s toes, which en-
raged the young man, who was some-
what intoxicated, and he at once wauted
to fight, Loftus answered him in an off-
handed manner, and Malohey not
wishing to have any disturbance
In his place, stepped from behind the
bar, caught Loftus by the arms and
backed him out of the saloon to the side-
walk. Having reached the outside, and
while Maloney still had hold of Loftus’
arms, young McBride, who had followed
them up, reached past Maloney with a
revolver in his hand and deliberately
shot Loftus in the stomach. The shot
was fired at such short range that Ma-

' loney felt the sting of the explosion on

his wrist. Loftus at once sunk to the
ground, and was subsequently picked up
by some of the firemen of No. 6 company,
whose house is adjacent to the scene of
the tragedy, and a policeman and taken
to the City Dispensary, where he died in
a short time.

Meanwhile young McBride was arrest-
ed and taken to the hold-over and locked
up, where he was shortly visitel by his
father, who cautioned the young mur-
derer to say nething about the matter to
any one. The father was furious at his
son’s arrest, putting forth the claim that
the shooting was done in self-defense, a
claim that will hardly stand in view of
the number of witnesses ito the murder
and who are all agreed as to the unpro-
voked character of the shooting.

Paul McBride, the young murderer,
though only twenty-two years of age,
has & bad record, haviog been in a num-
ber of scrapes wherein a knife figured
consptiecuously, but though frequently ar-
rested his father has uniformly succeed-
ed in either hushing the matters up or
securing his acquittal.

TWO TRAINS MET.

Qellislon om the Burliagton & Missourl
River Railroad at Glbson, Neb., Result-
ing in the Injary of at Least Fifty FPas-
senzers and a General Smashup of Kail.
way Stock.

OxanA, Neb,, Oct. 1T7.—~A ocollision be-
tween two trains on the Burlington &
Missouri River railroad at Gibson, a few
miles from Omaha, Tuesday evening, re-
salted in injury to at least fifty passen-
gers and the complete demolition of two
engines, a chair car and a combination
car. Gibson is the meeting point for the
two trains, but the west-bound train was
slightly behind time and had just crossed
the spur when the east-bound train
struck the rear end, which was still on
the main line, hurling both engines and
the two cuvaches from the track. The
combination coach and the chair ecar
were crowded with passengers, and the
chair car, after being overturned, caught
fire, many of the passengers being
burned in addition to their other injuries.
The exact number of the injured has not
yet been ascertained.

DEADLY FIRE-DAMY.

Fearfnl Colllery Explosion in Stafford-
shire, Engiand—Sixty Lives Loat, the
Bodies of Fiflty of Whom Have Ileen Re-
covered, But All of Them Unrecogniz-
able—The Search for the Others Imped.
ed by the Deadly Fire-Damp.

Loxpon, Oct. 16.—An explosion oec-
curred in the Bentile ¢olliery at Long-
ton, Btaffordshire, at an early hour this
morning. There were seventy men in
the pit at the time, and of these only
eleven are known to have sarvived. Tae
pit is completely wrecked and search for
bodles is atftended with great dificalty.
A large force of men is engaged in clear-
ing away the debriz and endeavoring lo
reach the dead or dyinz miners,

FIFTY BODIES FOUND.
The men sngaged in searching for vic-
tlime of the explosion have found fifty
bodies of the dead minera.

LATER.

The search for the bodies of the other
victims of the colliery explosion to-day
had to be abandoned as the fire-damp
made it impossible to proceed with the
work. Of the fifty bodies so far taken
out not a single one has been identified,
as the features in every case were so
frightfully burned that rec)gnition even
by those nearest and dearest proved
impossible. In most cases the clothing
was also completely burned off the
bodies of the victims, and it is feared
that but few of the fifty scorched bodie-
now lying in two rows on either side of
the road a few feet from the mouth o
the shaft, will ever be identified by the
wives and mothers whose walils for the
dead are ringing out dolefully every-
where,

An old man and his three sons who
were in the mine when the explosion oc-
curred were lost, and when the news was
brought home to the old man’s wife, the
mother of the boys, and the only sur-
viving member of the family, she
dropped dead almost without a word, the
shock lkaving killed her.

THE LATERT ESTIMATE.
