PEPPERMINT.
Some Farts About It Culture Process

ot Distillation Eastern Farmers Find
It a Profitable Crop A Hint to Farmers
of Other Sections.
The production of peppermint oil may

appear like a small matter, but the peo-
ple of Wayne County, N. Y., could not
easily be made to believe so, says the
American Agriculturist. The pepper
mint industry pours nearly, and some- -

times perhaps fully, a million dollars
Into that single county per vear. From
Wayne County comes a very large
share of the wnnrrmint oil nrodueed in1 r i r
the United States, the balance being1
produced mostly in Michigan. The oil
is used in a limited way for medicinal
purposes, much more largely by con fee- -
tioners for flavoring, and also in print- -
ing cotton fabrics. The plant is one of
the numerous members of the LnbiitiB
family, genus JAntha, and known lly

as Mentha pimrita. Its culture
is by no means complicated or difficult
The chief point is to begin right, es-

feclally in the matter of clean culture.
1 atcnes peppermint are often met
with in a wild state along the edges of
swamps, ponds or streams, and the
rilant. in such positions, seems to thrive
remarkably well. It succeeds, however,
on almost any soil, and even yields
more oil when grown upland than in low
situations. The crop always succeeds
best when planted early.

Some of the plants may
be a little backward in starting, and tho
hoe should not be struck into the rows
until all the plants are up. The culti-
vator should run shallow and not be al-

lowed to throw soil on the young plants.
Many of tho growers use cultivator
teeth made for the purpose in the
nearest blacksmith's shop. The Planet,
Jr., horse-ho- e works well, but the
Planet, Jr., or Buhlman's hand-whe- el

hoe do still better for keeping
the narrow rows clean of weeds. The
patch has to be kept worked by culti-
vator and hoe until the plants begin to
cover the ground. No more attention
is required after this, except to an-
nually mow, cure and distill tho mint
L'sually but three crops are taken off
one plantation, the ground getting too
much overrun with grass and weeds to
pay for further cropping.

When the peppermint is in blossom,
usually in August, it is ready for work- -

ing up. home growers mow it with the j

scythe, especially the first vear, while
the second and third crons are often cut
with a mower, care being taken not to .

work in it during very hot weather, or to
handle it more than necessary, as the
oil volatilizes very readily. When cut,

The meeting in St Louis between
Powderly, Wright and Beaumont of
tho Knights of Labor and the oflicials
of the Farmers Alliance and kindred
organizations seems to have resulted in
establishing relations which will add in
the interchango of views and the grad-

ual concentration on mutual aims,
without much definite immediate re-

sult Anything better than this was,
however, hardly to be expected, for
the strength of these organizations is
among the farmers of tho West, who
from their situation are behind iu new
matters of discussion. Though the
land resolution adopted does not
amount to anything in itself, it at least
serves ?.s a peg on which to hang dis-

cussion, and the platform recognizes
the land question as one of the great
fjuestious to which effort is to be di-

rected. One of the best things done
was the adoption of a resolution in fa-

vor of the Australian ballot, and while
all sorts of reform, or alleged reforms,
were indorsed, money, land and trans-
portation are tho three matters which
it was agreed that the farmers and the
workingmen should strive to press to
the front. As has been seen in the
Knights of Labor, the land question, as
the discussion proceeds, must steadily
come to the ltad.

We demand the passago of laws

prohibiting the alien ownership of land,
and that Congress take early action to
devise s me plan to obtain by purchase
ail land now owned by aliens and for-
