The Inter-Sta- te

Commerce Commission decided

pany operates the Jeffersonville, Madi-
son & Indianapolis railroad, and a
branch of this road, lying wholly with-

in the State of Indiana, forms the only-connectio-

at New Albany, Ind., be-

tween the Louisville, Evansvillo & St.
Louis Consolidated railroad and tho
Louisville. New Albany & Chicago

Kev. Irl It Hicks' Forecasts for May-Tem- pera

Storms and Widely-Varyin- g

tures will Prevail.
St. Louis, April 25. Rev. Irl R. Hicks,

in the May number of Word and Works,
just out of press, gives the following as
the forecasts for May weather:

The disturbances originating the last ot
April will reach its climax about the 1st and
2d of May. It will be very warm between
April 29 and May 4, not covering the whole
country at the "same time, of course, but
starting in the West, and causing a high
temneraturu, by turns, over the wtiole con-
tinent iu its progress to the Kast. Storms ot
much energy will result after the same
progressive order, with a very cool wave
following in their wake and reaching the
Atlantic about the night of May 3. Tho
reactionary movement will be central on
the 6th, touching the 5th and 7th in their
eastward progress with rising, high tem-
perature and storms. The regular fall of
temperature will follow, in all probability
reaching the frost line in the North about
the Cth, 7th or Sth.

The second marked storm period for May
is from the 10th to loth. Mercury and "Vul-
can" are both central on the 12th. The
equinox of Mars, reaching forward from the
2Gth, has come upon the field, and the
moon's last quarter is in the forenoon of the
llth. These factors, combined with the fact
that we have not yet passed out of the
Jovian period, unless there are neutralizing
forces in tho combination unknown to us,
indicate storms of very great energy about
the llth, 12th, 13th and 14th. Within the
limits here given dangerous storms are
more than liable to cross the country, jeop-
ardizing property and lives. Should such
arise, there will be timely tokens of their
approach and ample time for all proper and
prudent self-defens- e to those who count tha
subject of sufficient importance to watch.
Of course, the usual cool wave will follow
the storms this time a full-grow- n one
gradually surrendering its grip for the re-
actionary storms on and next to the 18th.
There will be good reasons for watchfulness
when clouds appear about the ISth and 19th.
Very cool nights will follow.

The last regular storm period for the
month will be from the 2?d to the 2Gth. There
is much tendency to an aggravated atmos-
pheric condition, at times, when the moon
is at her first quarter, which falls on the
26th, with the equinox of Mars. Hence this
period will concentrate its force on its last
days, or will be prolonged against its nor-
mal time, in continued rains up to :thc reac-
tionary movements on and about to the 29th.

The outlook for May is that there will bo
heavy and general rainfalls, with much cool
weather, rising into abnormally high tem-
perature during the passage of storm cen-
ters on and about the danger days. Earth-
quake phenomena will result about the same
times, the most probable being about the
ISth and 19th.,

ANOTHER BAD BREAK.

The Point Pleasant Levee Gives Away-M- ost

of Tens is Parish, La., in Danger
Immense Loss Entailed by the ltreak

in the Morgtnsea Levee Hundreds of
Homeless Families Thousands of Cattle
Drowned The Kelief Steamer Dacotah,
at Work.
New Orlkaxs. April 24. The Point

Pleasant levee, Tensas parish, twenty-thre- e

miles below Vieksburg, broke to-

day. It was a very important levee.
Most of Tensas Parish will doubtless be
flooded.

Superintendent Grant of tho Texas &
Pacific road says that twenty million
dollars' worth of property will be irre-
trievably damaged by the break in tha
Morgansea levee. Tho people ought to
have spent 500,000 in saving the levee,
rather than let it break and then mako
a great fuss about sending relief.

Every plantation in I'ointo Coupee
Parish has been flooded from the Bayou
Sara break. Hundred of families are
homeless. All the levees are broken.
Thousands of cattle have been drowned.
It is probable that many persons in the
interior have perished.

The relief steamer Dacotah last night
found groups and scores of people,
whites and blacks, some with babies in
arms. They were huddled on knolla
between the broken levees. The
steamer gathered them in. Many starv-
ing cattle were passed.

A family named Luke, consisting oi
fifteen persons, were rescued by the
Dacotah. They owned a large planta-
tion, a well-fille- d store and ono hun-
dred head of stock. A crevasse sixty
feet wide occurred right in front oi
their house Monday, and the flood de-

stroyed all their property. The family
narrowly escaped, but managed to reach
the levee above tho break. Many sim-

ilar tales are heard.
When the Dacotah reached Bayou

Sara yesterday she had one thousand
head of cattle and five hundred people
aboard. After landing them she started
on another relief trip.

THE WOOL GROWERS.

Statement to the AVool-Growc- rs of the
United "tates Issued by the National
Association of Wool-Growe- rs of Action
Takin in Kegard to the Proposed Wool
Tariff.
Washixgtox, April 25. The National

Association of Wool-growe- rs last night
issued the following statement to the
wool-growe- rs of the United States:

After consultation and careful study ol
the proposed Tariff bill known as the y

bill and with the approbation o!
the wool-grower- s present, we have joined
in recommending to the committee on ways
and Means the following rates of duty for
third-clas- s wool : On such wool the value
whereof shall be thirteen cent, including
charges, the duty shall be thirty-tw- o pei
centum ad valorem, and on such wool tha
value whereof shall be over thirteen cents,
including charges, the duty shall be fifty
per cent, ad valorem.

These rates are slightly lower than those
in the proposed bill upon the very inferior
grade, but are higher upon the better grades
which come directly in competition with
our quarter-bloo- d and common wool, and
we therefore request your earnest efforts to
secure the enactment of the bill into law
with confidence and faith that Its effect will
be to place wool-growin- g again among theprosperous industries ot the countrj--.

Loxnox, April 23. The triumphal
tour of France which President Carnot
is now making is one of the most pow

erful strokes of po-

litical wisdom that
could possibly have
been conceived in
the mind of any pol-
itician desirous to
perpetuate the
French Republic, to
which, it may be
said, it has given a
new lease of life.
Everywhere thePresident Carnot. President, whoso

name recalls historical events of a most
stirring character, has been received
with manifestations of admiration and
demonstrations of devotion to the ex-
isting Administration which must con-
vince the minority of malcontents, ad-
venturers and intriguers of the hope-
lessness of their attempts to overthrow
the popular government and

the moxai:ciiy.
Tho itinerary of M. Carnot's tour has
been admirably planned and faithfully
carried out, while every thing has op-
portunely added itself to the succession
of preconceived events which could tend
toward achievement of the objects of
the trip. His visit to the house in
which the great Napoleon was born, at
Ajaccio, yesterday, is described as an
intensely theatrical affair, wherein the
visitor vied with his entertainers in
magnifying the importance of the oc-

casion, and its effect as a shrewd polit-
ical move may be accurately estimated
by any one acquainted with the vola-
tility of the French provincial charac-
ter. Altogether the trip is the greatest
triumph of the Carnot regime, and its
returns will be plainly apparent at the
next elections.

MOKE OF THE EMPEItOIt'S SPEECH OS

liOAHI) THE FULDA.
Berlix, April 23. In his speech de-

livered on board of the steamship Fulda
Emperor William said that as he loved
the sea he had always observed with
keen interest the natural phenomena
connected therewith. Once in the Baltic
his squadron altered its route, and the
ships lost sight of one another in the
fog. Suddenly, high overhead, appeared
the German Hag, and, when the fog lift-
ed, tbo vessels were observed all fol-
lowing precisely the new course laid
out for them. This incident had
seemed to him symbolical. "If soma
gloomy hours are in store for our coun
try," added the Emperor, "let us still
continue our labor for the attainment
of our common end. We fear God, and
nothing else in the world. If in the
press of uublic life symptoms of danger
are manifested, let us bo ready to be-

lieve that things are not so bad as they
"appear.

Some journals express the opinion
that the Emperor had in mind the crisis
occasioned by Prince Bismarck's retire-
ment when he made these remarks.

The points decided in this case,
briefly stated, are as follows: Tho pro-

visions of the act to regulate commerco
construed in the light of the principles
that apply to inter-Stat- e commerco as
enunciated by the courts of the United
States, must be understood as intended
to regulate all the commerce subject to
tho exclusive jurisdiction of Congress,
including the agents and instrumental-
ities employed and the commodities car-
ried, with only the limitations found in
the act itself. The provision in the
first section that the provisions of the
act shall not apply to the transporta-
tion of passengers or property, or to tho
receiving, delivering, storage or hand-
ling of property wholly within ono
State, and not shipped to or from a for-

eign country from or to any Stato or
Territory as aforesaid, that is
by continuoift carriage or ship-
ment, only excludes from regulation,
tho purely internal commerce
at a State, that which is confined within
its limits, which originates and ends in
the same State. When a Stato carrier
engages in inter-Stat- o commerce it bo-com- es

a National instrumentality for
the purpose of such commerce, and is
subiect to regulations prescribed by tho
National authority. It can not limit
its obligations in that business, but
must serve the business offered impar-
tially and without preference or dis-
crimination. Tho National regulations
prescribed aro not in all respects

with the power of Congress,
and do not provide for ordering through
routes and through rates. While it is
the duty of a Stato carrier which en-
gages in inter-Stat- e commerce to for-
ward traffic offered from a connecting
line, there is no authority under tho
present act to compel tho carrier to for-
ward the traffic over a route not oper-
ated or selected by itself.

A DELEGATE SPEAKS.

Senor John Alfonso, Delegate from Chill
to the Pan-Americ- an Congress, De-
nounces as False and Unwarranted the
Utterances of a Chilian Citizen.
New Yohk, April 20. Senor John

Alfonso, delegate from Chili to the re-

cent Pan-Americ- Conference, regret
that through a reporter's carelessness
the remark of a Chilian citizen sojourn-
ing in this country have been published
as if emanating from a delegate to tho
conference. The incident makes it ap-
propriate, however, for Senor Alfonso
himself to express his views, which ho
does as follows:

"I regard the mere holding of tho
conference as an important matter in
itself. While there may be no imme-
diate results, the work dono will
surely bear good fruit in the end. Chili
desires the trade of this country. We
have been most 'courteously treated by
the people hero, and I desire to de-
nounce as false and unwarranted tho
entire statement made by tho citizen
referred to."

A REGULAR DELUGE.

Gainesville, Tex., Visited by a Itegnlar
Deluge, which Swept Away Forty Dwell-
ings and Caused the Loss of One Life.
Gainesville, Tex., April 20. A ter-

rific storm o f rain and hail struck this
city Thursday night, deluging tho
streets to the depth of three feet, and
destroying over $50,000 worth of prop-
erty. The cloud-bur- st was pioceded by
a four hours' rain, accompanied by thun-
der and lightning. A creek which flows
through the center of tho town roso up
and swept away forty dwellings, but tho
whole city came to tho rescue and only
one life was lost.

Yesterday morning washouts were re-
ported on all tho railroads, and all
traffic was suspended on tho Santa Fe.
Crops have suffered, many farms being
under water. Mrs. Gestman died of
fright while being carried from her
home.
