IFany
member of the Family Couneil made

Bimself very active in the interests of
his people, and against the interests of

the Giant, it was found that the next
vear be was left at home: why, nobody
could tell. The man who served the
Giant was always rewarded; the maun
who served the Farmer and his sons,
usually fourndd himself “io the soup.”
Same of the farmer’s sous had become
hopeless, and sodespaired of reli-f that
they would make no further effort to
free thems=elves from the thraldon that
bound them. This was the case, how-
ever, with only a small number. The
farmer und Lis sons had at last got
their eyes opened to the enormities of
the Giant. and a tide of jndignation was
rising against him all over the island
that could no longer be stayed. The
Giant viewea this with comparative
serenity, fully confident that be had
resources which had not been drawn
upon, that would prevent any injury
to his interests, He had entire confi-
dence that no man could resist the
promwpting of seif-interest; thatthe sel-
fish propensitics were as sure torule as
water is sure to run down hill. He had
no moere conception of moral senti-
ments or of justice than n pig, and of
course did not inclwde them in his cal-
culations, and it was here that he made
his great mistake; for, when once
awakened, these are the things for
which men will make,and always have
made, the greatest sacrifices.

Thuat wus what they were there
to remedy.

“There Lud been an era of ovir-pro-
duction, it was true,’”” was replied—but
he wever got farther than the word
over-production. At that word, every
z:an in the room was on his feel.

“Too muech corn, wheat, beef and
pork on this island? Hear the man!"
excluimed a tall, gaunt miver from the
eastern part of the island—*"too much
to eat, is there, and me go thin from

wanlt of food that the skin of my belly;

is literally sticking to my back-bone,
and my wife and ehildren have pever
a good meal? Doa't tell me there is
too mueh to eat on the island, when I
work as hard as I cau, and can hardly
get suflicient to keep life in me and
mine!”

“Too many sboes!"” shouted a bare-
footed fellow;”” “I work hard every
day; I'want to find the place where
there are shoes to throw away!'’

*Too many clothies!” howled oune of
the Farmer's sons, who looked like a
scare Crow.

“Too many stoves!"” yelled one of Lhe
boys from the western part of the
island; “why, my wife has to cook in
an old skillet over the em:bersof a corn
tire!”

It was evident there wasu'l too much
of anything on the islund, for most of
them seemed in want. So the party
who had suggested the idea of "over-
production’’ subsided as completely as
if a feather-bed hind been thrown over
him. The only “over-production’ the
Farmer Enew of was the Giant's mort-
gnguri.

Another began to talk glibly about
“the home market,” but this made the
old mun so tired that it nearly broke
bis back, he had heard it so often; but
as the language was respectful, he was
accorded a patient hearing. He went
on to show by statistics that ninety-
five per cent. of the products ruised on
the island were consumed in the home
market, and it was sssumed that this
home market was solely the creation

be lower here than in markets where
the demand is greater than the supply,
no matter what the amount of the tars
iI'duty levied ngninst the importation
of the artiele in guestion.

There is un upparent exception to
the seconid law, when, in a tanfl-con-
trolled market, “*comibines” take ad-
vantage ot the prohibition of imports
to put up prices; but it is only appar-
ent, for they are only able to put up
prices by restricting supply. This the
tarifl enables them to do iu many lines
of trade, and this is one of its great
disadvantages.

These generally and ionvariable
truths answer the coneluding question
of why the prices of cereals often ju=
crense alter the grain isout of the farm-
er’'s bin, It is simply because it Is out
of his bin. Some of 1t bas bheen con=
sumed at home, some of it shipped
abround. The crop has moved, 'Fhe
market has been relieved in whole or
part of the burden of the surplus
which kept down prices. In ouropin-
ion “‘grain gambling’ had nothing to
do wilh it. All the betting on the
price of wheat that was everdone ney-
er led to the consumption of a bushel
more than would have been consumed
otherwlse. It is consumption that
makes wheat high. Men pay for
whent because they need it—Dbecause
they are hungry. The human stom-
ach and its condition sets the price ot
wheat. If it is scarce the stomach
bids high for it. English atomachs
bid higher than ours because it is
scarcer there. Bo we send our surplus
to England and sell it thereata higher
price than we could get at home. As
we are not allowed to bring back goods
in exchange for it, our surplus wheat
pays ecarringe bolh ways—that isg, it
pays ocesn freight enough to coyer the
return of the vessel., As this extra
ocean freight and all other charges are
burdens on trade, they keep the sur-
plus from maving out rapidly, and so
advancing prices while some part of
the crop s still in the farmers’ bins,
Thus the tarifl, operating to prevent
the free outward movement of our
farm staples, keeps our home market
over-loaded, nnd so keepa down their
prices. And as it prevents the free in-
ward movement of manufactured
goods, it keeps up their prices in exact
aceordance with the three laws we
have given ahove,

If our corn-burning friends will cut
out these laws and learn the facts in
any given state of the market In any
urticie they will find that the applica-
tion of these laws will sfford them a
full and satisfactory explanation, If
they lind they do not it will be beecause
they need more fact—not more truth-—
for this is a general statement of the
whole truth of the effects of our tarlfT,
or of any form of restrictive taxation.—
