A Word for Clirist.

A church exists for two purposes to
bring men the Christ; to build up men in
Christ. I have said in a former article that
the pastor must lead in the work ; and to
successfully do this he must be as wise as a
serpent and as harmless as a dove.

In the present article 1 wish to call your
attention to the fact that the pastor is to be
assisted in this work by the deacons. Deac-
ons should be chosen bv the church, from
among its members, to minister in secular
affairs and to serve tables. We find that
the church at Jerusalem chose from among
them seven men, of honest report, full of
the Holy Spirit and wisdom. The words'
"men of honest report.f ull of the Holy Spirit
and wisdom," indicate that they were men
of unblemished reputation, ardent piety and
good common sense. These qualifications,
should be sought in all who are appointed
to the other of deacon, as their spirituality
must be regarded, their duties not being ex-

clusively secular. As deacons were ap-

pointed at first to serve tables, it may be
well to say, there are three tables to h serv-
ed by our deacons: 1st. The table of the
poor. 2d. The table of the Lord. 3d. The
table of the pastor.

It is not for them to decide how liberally
or scantily tbe pastor's table should be sup
plied. The pastor and church may decide
all questions regarding tables. The pastor's
compensation being provided for by the
church, the deacons must see that it is paid
over. I haye said enough about deacons in
this article to cause some deacon to say, "I
have more work to do in the church than I
thought for, and more than I Can do." Al
low the writer to suggest that you have oth-
ers to help you; but they must be deacons.
It should be remembered that deacons are,
by virtue of their office, the treasurers of
church, and to appoint any other member to
act as treasurer is not warranted by Script-flr- e.

Deaeons should be chosen by the church
for an indefinite period of time, and ordain-
ed or set apart to their office by prayer and
the laying on of bands. Brethren, let us
have more deacons and fewer burdens: it is

shame for all of the serving of tables to be
put on one or two deacons, and by so doing
the tables are poorly served; and some one
says, "Why don't that pastor have commun-
ion service some time!'" l.the undersigned,
will answer by saying examine your church
record and read your Bible and see if the
pastor is to make motions and carry them,
then open your Bible at the Cth of Acts and
4th verse and see what the pastor's duty is
and allow him to perform it.

lasted three days. Gen. Pickett's command
was there what is left of them. They lost
seyentv-fiv- e per cent, of their command in
one-ha- lf day at Gettysburgh in that fatal
charge. That valley is now called the Valley
of Death, owing to so many soldiers dying
there. Some of the soldiers wore the same
ragged and dirty uniforms that they baa on
the day they surrendered. Gens. Johnson,
Early, Rosser, etc., made some very appro
priate speeches on that day.

The railroads run
ning into Richmond were unable to carry the
passengers, and a great many had to stay at
nome, after waiting all day at the station to
take the train. Four sohiiers did a very
darint: feat on that day, by climbing to the
top of Gen. Washington's statue, which is
very high, and putting a Confederate flag in
Washington's hand. It will stay there until
it wears away, as no one will risk his life to
take it down. Yes, it is a gathering that
will never be called again on this earth, as
there are no more Gen. Lees to raise a mon-
ument to, equal to Gen. Lee. But we will
