Startling Charges Made by an Influential
New York Newspaper.

New York City has had a census of
its own which shows the population to
be about 180,000 greater than reported
by the officers of the United States cen-
sus.

This and other developments recent-
ly made still further shake public con-
fidence in the jrork of Mr. Porter, and
show it be valueless for any purpose
whatever.

The New York Tribune was forced
weeks ago to condemn the work of Mr.
Porter. The figures announced for the
country at large were of a character so
startling that they could be explained
on no other hypothesis than gross inef-
ficiency, or a fraudulent purpose to ad-

vance political ends.
The Tribune adopted the first expla-

nation, and made plain by its exhibits
that tho returns weie utterly untrust-
worthy. Then Mr. Porter's health broke
down, and with a certificate of charac-
ter from Secretary Noble, he went to
Europe for rest and recreation.

The New York World claims to have
evidence of fraud of a most extraordi-
nary character, and it declines to accept
the plea of incapacity or ill health. A
special to that journal from Washing-
ton makes specific charges of systematic
mutilation of the census returns. The
Washington correspondent writes:

"Astounded as the people of New York must
be at the revelations of the police

in that city, the people of the Republic at
large must be prepared for a greater shock. If
they will look over the country the honest men
of all parties will discover that there is a
method in the census reports. Investigations
set ou foot by the World more than a month
ago confirm the most startling suspicions. The
web cf entangling evidence has already

;i Congressman from Brooklyn, a brace
of political managers in that city, and half a
dozen clerks in various departments of the
Census Office.

of New York City mOOO.
"Fourth That Illinois, Iowa, Wisconsin,

Maine and Minneapolis were to be 'very liberal-
ly counted.'

"Fifth Five Southern States were to be
'jumped upon.' States that' had showed the
greatest growth were to suffer to the extent of
14 to 16 per cent.

"When the researches of the World fright-
ened the conspirators they moved the secret
office from No. 205 D street, Washington, to
Cathedral street, Baltimore, near the monu-
ment. A certain Mr. Morton organized the dis-
graceful work. The World has in its possession
names of all the men who have been active in
this work."

This is a matter that can not be light-
ly put aside. These conspirators are
altering the basis of representation and
destroying the confidence of the people
in the integrity of Congress itself. The
World must verify or withdraw its
charges.

THE ELECTIONS BILL.
An Explanation of tho Unholy Measure

lathered Oy Hypocrite Lodfe.
Although it is made very complex on

paper, the force bill is a very simple
and easily intelligible measure. Here
are its provisions:

1. Full Federal control of Congres-
sional elections in the States, with in-

cidental control of the electoral votes
of the States through the use of the
same Federal machinery.

2. A system of Federal supervisors,
returning boards and special deputy
marshals in charge of the registration,
the ballot boxes and the returns, with
the United States army as a reserve to
be called in if needed to support them
against interference in any conflict
with the citizens or authorities of the
States.

This is as concise and simple a state-
ment as we can make of the objects and
methods of the bill. If it were now in
force, any district in Illinois could be
subjected to it On demand for it in
any district, a "chief supervisor" would
be appointed who would have absolute
control of the election in the district
Supervisors appointed under him would
manage the registration and would take
charge of the polls. Any indefinite
number any number from 10 to 10,000
partisans could be sworn in as deputy
marshals, and placed around the polls,
armed and empowered to arrest citizens
of the State, who would be held for
trial in the Federal courts away from
home, where they could neither give
bail easily, nor easily establish their
good character by the testimony of their
neighbors. Any party thus command-
ing the polls, could command the result
of the election, but the force bill goes
further still. After all this, it provides
Federal returning boards to do the
counting and make the returns. The
clerk of the House of Representatives
is to be compelled under heavy penal-
ties to reject returns of State officers
and accept the returning board cer-

tificate as evidence of election.
Instead of being able to choose their

own election judges as now, and to cer-
tify the result under their own law as
now, the people of Illinois under this
law would have every thing decided by
the party in power in Washington.
Partisan supervisors, partisan return-
ing boards, and partisan deputy
marshals by the hundred would decide
the election. The ballots cast would
not count

It is declared that the law is intended
only for Southern States. This is false,
It can be put in operation in every
Congressional district in the country.
K the Republicans used it first in
Southern States, what difference
would it make, if by partisan force and
fraud under it they control Congress
and the electoral college which elects
the President' The object of the bill is
to perpetuate the power of the North-
eastern corporations and of the Wall
street speculators who control the sup-
plies and the money of the country. If
they steal the votes of South Carolina
to control Illinois, the people of Illinois
are as effectually oppressed as if the
vote of their own State had been stolen.

Frightful Collision of Trains in a Tunnel
on the Cincinnati Southern Bond Five
Persons Killed and Several Injured
Shocking Kesnlts of a Trainman Blun-
der at Ulrmlngharo, Al. Two Killed
and a Large Number Hurt Fatal Colli

. slon Near Armoordale, Kas.
Cincinnati, Oct 2a South-boun- d

passenger train No. 9 on the Cincinnati
Southern railroad ran into a freight train
in a tunnel a few miles south of Some-
rset Ky. One fireman and a conductor
were killed outright, while several others
were fatally injured. To add to the
horror of the situation the front car of
the passenger train .took fire and tho
express messenger and postal clerk
were burned alive.

All of the injured reside at Somerset,

and are being cared for by the railroad
company. None of them are fatally
hurt

The accident was caused by the freight
engineer moving without orders. It
side-track- ed at Sloans Valley until one
south-boun- d passenger casscd and fol-
lowed it. the engineer believing ho
could make the next side track before
meeting the other passenger train
which was only a short distance behind
the first one. When about midway the
tunnel there was a terrible crash, fol-
lowed by the groans of the dying and
injured. Both engines were totally de-
molished, in addition to several coaches
and freight cars. To add to the horror
two of the coaches caught fire and Postal
Clerks Gayle and Doegen were
burned alive. The more fortunate
passengers and crews turned their
attention to rescuing those im-
prisoned in the wreck and who were
being consumed by the flames. Those
taken out were removed to neighboring
houses, where they were attended by
physicians sent out by the company.
The loss to the railway will bo $25,000.

Caused by a Trainman's ISIunder.
BinMiNG ham, Ala., Oct 23. A pas-

senger train on the Kansas City, Mem-
phis & Birmingham railroad pulled out
of the depot here without a conductor
or a flagman, the engineer misunder-
standing a signal. Five miles out the
engineer discovered his mistake, and,
backing his train without lights or a
man on the rear platform of the car,
ho ran into an outgoing freight train,
killing two persons and seriously in-
juring twenty others.
