The newspaper is the helper of the
church and the school, of religion, sci- -
ence, literature, art. industry, aericnlt--
ture of every thing which concerns the
good of society and the State.

i is the very prop and stay cf charity

justice; and it must be bo
necessarily, as it is but public senti-
ment refected in type.

.r lavor dt running upon parallel lines
with public morality. To say that the i

newspaper is published for money is to
say no harm of it It has passed into
a universal maxim that "the church
lives by the altar" by the contribu-
tions which the faithful lay upon the
altar. And it is true, and it is not dis-
creditable. The newspaper press is
generally as high in morals and intel-Pgen- ce

as the public conscience and
mind; higher than that it can never be
permanently, as it must be what society
demands it shall be. As a matter of
fact, it frequently runs ahead, tempo-
rarily, of public morality; it often cre-
ates the public sentiment that destroys
public wronrs; it often secures justice
by proclaiming the injustice.

The press is not without its faults,
but venality or untruth for money's
sake is not one of them.

j party best. It does not lie for pelf,
j but it does, for political expediency's
i sake, too often fail to recognize the
j truth. It is not unclean for money's

sake, nor sensational for profit's sake,
though it may too often blunder into

i the mire or into sensationalism
; through want of good judgment. The
j press of the United States and we
j S7e-ak-

, ctf course, of that great body of
reputable newspapers which reallv '

constitute the press is iust what read- -
ers of high or average intelligence and
morals make it, and it day by day
to higher planes of intelligence and !

morality.
To make the best, the truthfullest,

the cleanest newspaper, all other things
being equal, is to make the most prof-
itable one. That is the experience of
every publisher and responsible editor
of a great and pecuniarly successful
public journal The press will always
have its adverse critics, who if run to
earth will lie found to be some un-
worthy discarded members of it, or
those with whom the press has had to
deal more in justice than In mercy. As
to its defense aeainst mendacious criti
cism, it is making it daily; for it is
compeling the te'stimony of scores of
millions of readers to its'usefulness, its i

public spirit, its intelligence and its '

This rock stands
boldly out alone, like a massire for-
tress guarding the entrance to the val-
ley of the Dungeness.

Suddenly tbe mountains sides
seemed to be alive with men whist-
ling to one another, when and
one would turn sharp round only
to hear another and a shriller whew

on the other side; and soon we
saw lots of animals atout tbe size
of a fox. with long bushy tails, running
about from rock to rock, sometimes
lying down, but more often sitting bolt
up, erect, like a ferret dtos. We shot a
couple of small ones that night and aft-
erward shot several more, larger ones.
Campbell called tbem whistling dogs,
and declared they were good to eat; but
tbe smell was enough for us. Their
odor is peculiar, but not fragrant.
