The City Council of New Orleans ha3

A military school will be opened at
Bogota. U. S. C. under the direction of
Lieutenant Lenly, Third United States
Artillery, about January 1, with a
hundred cadets and a course of study
similar to that pursued at West Point.

The run on tho Citizens' Savings
Bank of New York continued on the
20th. and thero was a line of 2,000 peo-
ple extending from the paying teller's
window for the length of several blocks.

A French syndicate has purchased
the Goden copper mine, near Cork, Ire-
land. The new owners hope to dis-
cover gold deposits. The price paid for
the property was 20,000.

A xumrer of medical men sailed for
Europe on the Hamburg-America- n Line
steamer Normania, on the 20th, to
visit Dr. Koch at Berlin and study his
consumption treatment

Mr. Gladstone denies the statement
that he advised Parnell not to defend
himself against the charges of Mr.
O'Shea in his divorce suit

Rev. F. W. Pettit, was on the 20th,
found guilty, at Crawfordsville, Ind.. of
poisoning his wife, and sentenced to
imprisonment for life.

The members of tho firm of Tong,
Yoong & Co., one of the most extensive
Chinese mercantile bouses in San Fran-
cisco, and who were also labor contract-
ors, have fled to China with $30,000, the
wages of 240 Chinese fishermen who re-

cently returned from Alaska. Tho ab-

sconders owe other creditors $20,000.
The Prince of Wales is said to be

seriously annoyed by the purpose of his
brother-in-la- the Marquis of Lome,
to stand for Parliament in Stafford-
shire, the Prince holding that the other
members of the family should abstain
from active interference on either side
of party politics. The Marquis has de-
clared himself opposed to Irish home
rule.

Ix a letter written in July, 1SS8, by
Assad Farran, the Syrian interpreter
with Stanley's rear guard, and now
published for the first time, the writer
says: "On this trip Jameson, being anx-
ious to see how the natives eat each
other, bought a girl about ten years
old, and gave her to the natives to see
them eat her. They tied her to a tree
and stabbed her twice in the bowels,
when eight men rushed up with knives
and cut her up and put her in their
cooking pot. Jameson was pleased with
tho siglit, and made pictures of tho
same." The general cruelty of Barttelot
is also affirmed.

the 21st. and was remanded for trial.

Information from a New Soiree on tit
Rear Guard Controversy A Letter, Writ-
ten in 1888, by Assad Farran, Interpre-
ter wltu Stanley's Hear Guard to Mr,
Camp, Engineer of the Kaptlst Mission-
ary Steamer Henry Keed Stanley De-

clares tho Letter Genuine. .

Boston. Nov. 22. In Julj. 18S8, As-

sad Farran, tho Syrian interpreter
with Stanley's rear guard, wrote a let-

ter to Mr. Camp, engineer of tho Ud-t-er

expedition with special reference to
the rear guard under Major Barttelot
This letter Mr. Camp sent to Mr.
Lewis, a Baptist missionary at Lu-kung- u.

Mr. Lewis in turn sent a copy
of it to Rev. Edward F. Merriam. as-

sistant foreign secretary of tho society
in Boston, and it is now published for
the first time. The letter is as follows:

LUKUNGC, Ausl. 1. 1S88.

DEARBnOTHER MEKKIAM: Below is a copy
of a statement Bent me by Brother Camp
with a request that I 9end you a copy:

"Having been engaged in Mr. Stanley's
expedition as interpreter through Africa, I
shall be glad to give some information
about it. Mr. Stanley's idea was that It
would take him six months to reach Emln
Pasha, six months t relieve him and settle
his affairs, and six months to go Lack.
When Mr. Stanley arrived at Zanzibar ha
took six hundred men from there to carry
the loads and twenty servant boys. With
these and sixty Soudanese soldiers, whom
he engaged In Egypt, and thirteen men
from Aden, two interpreters and tt'n white
men, he started tho expedition. Before he
left Zanzibar an engagement . was made
with Tippoo Tib that ho should uiva him
six hundred men when they arrived at
Stanley Falls. The expedition went as far
as the Yarowimi river; there they made a
strong camp and Mr. Stanley, after
staying there a week, took six
hundred men and live officers and
left the rest at that camp in charge of Major
Barttelot. Mr. Stanley left Yatnboya Caiup
on the 27th of June, 188", promising to re-

turn about the 1st of November. The men
who were left in camp had great difficulties,
especially about thelrfood, for In that place
there was nothing but roots, and on these
they fed for twelve months. Almost all the
men became sick, and a good many died of
starvation. The Major, who was in com-
mand, had many means of preserving the
men if he had wished to. Ho had a ureal
quantity of cloth, brass rods, beads, etc.,
which is the native money there, which he
threw away at last. Hsi cruelly treated the
men. beating them two and three hundred
stripes at a time for small offenses and then
shot tlit; in. Tippoo Tib's men, who heard of
this, would not go with tho expedition, and
Tippoo Tib himself was sorry that he made
an agreement to give Mr. Stanley six Hun-
dred men. Twelve months elapsed, and
they could get no men from T!pp.o Tib to
carry the loads and follow Mr. Stanley.

During this time some deserters from Mr.
Stanley arrived at the camp. We expected
good news from Stanley, but there was
nothing interesting except that many of the
men were sick. At one time Mr. Stanley left
forty men on the way who would not march.
The men went with him live months and
did not reach the place he was going to, and
therefore deserted. There were nine men;
Seven were eaten by cannibals, and two
reached the camp. After this the MaJ tr
begged Tippoo Tib to give him some men, and
if necessary to tuako a new contract and
Increase the men' s pay. intending if he re-
fused to throw their stuff Into the river and
go back to Zanzibar. He orJered J. S. Jam-
eson, one of the white men, to go with an
Interpreter to Kosougo, a village belonging
to Tippoo Tib, thirty days from Stanley
Falls by canoes, to try nnd get some men,
Tippoo Tib got letters from Zanzibar urging
him to send some men to look for Stanley,
as news reached them that lie was dead.
Therefore Tippoo Tib was obliged to give
Jameson men.

On this trip Jameson, being anxious to
see how the natives eat each other, bought
a girl about ton years old, and guvs her to
the natives to see them eat her. They tied
her to a tree and stabbed her twice in the
bowels, when eight men rushed up with
knives and cut her up and put her in their
cooking pot. Jameson was pleased With
the sight, and made pictures of the same.

As soon as they arrived in camp. Major
Barttelot Intended to leave camp with the
men and go to Wadeial to look for Mr. Stan-
ley. Meanwhile two steamers arrived and
took about half of the loud back to Bangu-li- a.

Many things wero thrown away and
given to the natives which would have
.jerved all the men who diod. Wo 'heard at
ihattinie tlmt'llfty Z tnzibaris and one white
man from Stanley were at Ujiji and going
:o Zanzibar and that th y were supposed to
he the remainder of Stanley's expedition,
but we could not believe this as there was
no foundation. The steamers returned a
few men who wero sick, but they were not
supplied with food on tho way. Three days
utter the expedition started after Stanley,
on the 12th of June, 188s.

'Slgnod A. E. Farrkn,
Mr. Stanley was seen this afternoon.

When shown the letter ho said: "Yes,
it is genuine, and I'm glad to hear it.
But it does not make the matter any
stronger than it was. Jameson's own
letter is the most damaging evidence
against him. lie was blinded by his
scientific desire. I wouid gladly prove
Farran a liar, but after Jameson's let-
ter how could I? When Bonny told
myself and my officers about tho af-
fair I did not believe it Mr. Jameson
was as nice a fellow as you ever saw,
but he did not see the thing from a
humane standpoint. IIi science led
him astray. Mr. Jameson was a rich
man, and the thought came that maybo
this man was blackmailing him for not
paying his salary. But Jameson's let
ter settled it."

Its Hurts Their Dignity.
Baltimore, Nov. 22. The Maryland

State Dental Association, at a meeting
held last night, unanimously decided to
persevere in their refusal to answer tho
questions put by the Census Bureau in
reference to mechanical dentistry, not-
withstanding that the census authori-
ties have ordered the prosecution of
those who would not answer.

The dentists object to being classed
as manufacturers instead of profes-
sional men, and havo all along pro-
tested against it They claim that tho
position of the census people is absurd
and are surprised that a great bureau of
tho United States Government know no
belter than to consider them a class of
"tooth carpenters."

M. I'., who becomes chui rman
of the new company, will devote his
whole fortune to sustaining tho firm's

Baring, John Baring and Kirkmau
Hodgson.

A Hot Flgb with Horse Thieves Two
Killed.

WicniTA, Kan., Nov. 22. Deputy
Sheriff Dreicher, of Osburne County,
aftor a chf.se of five days, located a
gang of hor3e thieves last night in the
western part of Pratt County, near
Cairo. When within four hundred
yards tho posse wero soon by the
thieves, wh opened fire, at tho same
time mounting their horses. The posse
responded with a hot fire, killing two,
Thos. West and Samuel Thornton. Five
others escaped into the woods. One
nunarea men are on guard and the
chase will be resumed to-da- y.

As ax incident of the financial flurry in
New York a run was made, on the l'Jth,
on the Citizen's Savings Bank, during
which about SlOO.OOt) was paid out. At
the close of business, however, the
books of tho institution showed a sur-
plus of Sl.400,000.

Dcrixo tho recent flurry in Wall
street Jay Gould quietly picked up H0,-0-

shares of Richmond Terminal. Tho
result will probably be an alliance be-

tween tho Missouri Pacific and Rich-
mond Terminal systems, with a total
mileage of nearly 13,000 miles.

Tiieue will shortly bo published in
tho city of St. Petersburg, a monster
protest against the persecution of the
Jews. The protest bears the signatures
of all the famous literary and profes-
sional men of Russia, with that of
Count Tolstoi at the head of the list.

At a meeting of tho New York Clear-
ing House Association, on the 20th, it
was unanimously agreed to abolish tho
one-quart- er per cent, commission on
loan certificates. The general opin-
ion of all the bankers was that the situ-
ation in general was much improved.

It appears
to bo contagious, and is rapidly carry-
ing off tho live-stoc- k of tho farmers
thereabout No local veterinarian is
able to arrest the progress of the dis-
ease.

The Nihilist Mendelssohn, who had
several interviews with Pod'iewsky, tho

'Russian Pole who is suspected of the
murder of General SeliverskolT, prior to
tho disappearance from Paris of Pod-lewsk- y,

and is known to have supplied
him with funds, has been expeled from
Franco.

The Earl of Aberdeen has written to
General Booth, expressing his belief in
the good work of that gentleman look-
ing toward the relief oC tho poor of En-
gland, and subscribing SO.OOO toward
the fund. General Booth continues to
receive many and liberal donations for
the inauguration of tho system.
