The most beautiful part of the streets to
me are the fountains.

The real old Roman Forum is not tar from
the lirst place we visited. We stood un
der the Arch ol Sevcrns.saw the column of
Phoeas, three columns of the old temple
of Castor and Pollux, and all those things
of which Proiessor Mar.'iu has the pict-
ures aud used to tell us 111 Latin class.
Where the old treasury used to sraiul
there are now cightgiauitepiilars. There
is one place where we could look down
into the Great Sewer, which has been in
use for twenty-fiv- e hundred years, and is
still in good condition. We stood ou the
spot where Mark Antony is supposed to
have delivered his great oration aud trod
the old stones of ihe Via Savia. The
whole F01 tun is surrounded by a railing;

1 way." We walked to the Coliseum and
entered the great circle. ' Tis the mos
impressive tiling we've seen in Home.
The pictures give but a faint idea of its
immensity. Wc had a driva in the after
noon and visited St. Paul's without, (be-
yond, I should say.) the walls a chinch
built 011 the spot where Paul was martyr-
ed. It has been destroyed several times,
burned in so that it looks new.
There are rows of splendid gray granite
