Caked Potatoes: For luncheon or
supper, hot baked potatoes with
smoothly made milk gravy make a
healthful and tempting dish for school
children and others. Select potatoes of
uniform size and have them thoroughly
washed, place in a hot oven, and bake
one hour. Demorest's Magazine.

Charleston Rice Pudding:. Boil half
a teacupful of rice, dry; beat five eggs
well, whites and yellows together; add
to the rice, with sugar to suit the taste,
a pint of sweet milk, a heaping tea-spoonf- ul

of corn starch, any flavoring
preferred. Pour in an earthen baking
dish, and put little pinches of butter all
over the top. Hake an hour; and if the
pudding browns too quickly, set a pan
of boiling water on the top rack of the
stove, just over the dish. Boston
Budget.

Sweet Potato Pie: Three sweet po
tatoes, boiled and mashed smooth; add
one scant cupful of sugar, one whole
egg aud one yolk, a dash of salt and
nutmeg and one large cupful of rich
milk or cream. Beat all well together,
and bake in one crust. Frost the top
with the white left over, beating it
stiff with tsx spoonfulls of sugar.
This makes a most delicious pie, supe
rior to any pumpkin pie ever made.
Molasses may be used in place of part
the sugar. Housekeeper.

A white and brilliant light from
lamps can only be secured by keeping
the oil receptacle perfectly clean, l he
oil should frequently be poured out,
the vessels well washed in strong soap
suds and rinsed in warm water, and
then freshly filled. The burners can
be boiled in soda and water to cleanse
the network of all dirt and impurities.
If the wicks are also washed and
boiled in soda and water it will enable
them to give a clearer light. Wicks
must be kept thus clean, or frequently
replaced by new ones.

Never neglect to see that the gar
bage pails and all vessels for refuse are
kept scrupulously clean. It takes only
a few moments to throw in a solution
of lye or of sal soda and water as soon
as "they are emptied. Scrub them
around with a little whisk, touching
every portion of the vessel with this
disinfecting solution. Rinse them with
water and set them where the hot sun
will dry and purify them. There is no
more certain source on which the
bacilli of all foul diseases may feed
than unclean garbage pails, and yet it
is not an uncommon practice for other
wise neat housekeepers to neglect to
keep them clean. N. Y. Tribune.

;he weight of wool fabrics is no!ieea'Ie
in early importations of autumn and
winter dress goods. The warm rich
look is retained by ribs or cords, !y
crepe or fleecy finish, but the stuffs
generally are more lightly woven, t'.ieir
pure wool insuring sullicieut warmth
for the coldest weather. Another ob
vious tendency is toward light shades
of color, of beige, gray, pearl and coral.
and it is said white cloth dresses will
be worn all winter. For walking'
dresses, however, the Paris modistes
are selecting dark chataigne, or chest
nut brown, cloths, various chrysanthe
mum shades of purplish-re- d and gray- -
blue, dark mouse-colo- r, green of both
olive and emerald hues, and also black
woollens plaided with purplish-red- , or
striped or marbled with green, helio
trope, pomme d'or, or porcelain blue.
Plain colors remain, as always the safest
choice both for service and refined ef--

ect, but figured goods abound, in pas'
tilles, in V stripes, in crossbars, and in
marbled designs.

Tailor Oowns.
Faced cloths. Cheviots and camel's'

nair are commended for tailor gowns
that are to be worn again both in the
house and street. English suitings for
traveling dresses and morning wear re-

peat the small broken checks and ir-

regular stripes of last winter; they also
give name to very conspicuous plaids
of rough-surface- d wool, like "blanket
ing," yet of medium weight. Among
these are double or triple crossbars of
bright colors at wide intervals, inclos-
ing large squares of black, green or
dark brown. The barred wool is used
only for the skirt, while the coat-basq- ue

or the round bodice is of plain
cloth, matching that of the squares,
with vest and braiding of the color of
the bars. Uroehe and damasse designs
are also largely imported in rough-finishe- d

Laces Popular.
Lace was never more popular. One

sort particularly is in vogue. It is the
cafe au lait, or bran-loa- f colored lace,
introduced for the trimming of those
tissues in shades which are quite
Asiatic. They are of modern manu-
facture, of course, but are wonderfully
like the "antique." Persian hues mixed
up in palm patterns on Indian shawls.
If one steps back to consider this col-
oring at a distance the eye takes in no
definite reds, purples, orange or blue
tints, but a combination of all. There
is a warmth which relieves and does not
blind, nevertheless the hues are each
of them quite pure. Fringes will com-
pete with lace iu the trimming depart-
ment. It is employed on bodies and
basques and as foot borders of skirts.

How to Conk String: I'eans.
A good vegetable which is often

spoiled in cooking or, perhaps it
should be said in not cooking is string
beans. Many cooks fail in giving them
too little time for boiling, and the
strong green taste does not cook out of
them. Some varieties require much
longer cooking than others. From one
and one-ha- lf to three hours is generally
sufficient. They are best when sot over
the fire in cold water and allowed to
come shortly to a boil. Salt them when
nearly tender. When thoroughly cook-
ed drain and add a lump of butter, a
little pepper and a cupful of boiling
cream to each quart of beans. Milk
and more butter may be substituted if
more convenient. Do not allow them
to boil after the cream is added, lest the
salt curdle it. Chicago Herald.

THE LEAF CRUMPLER.
A. Destructive Insect, Which May. How-

ever, Ue Easily Kept in Check.
During the winter and spring months

one often finds upon the twigs of va-

rious fruit trees masses of dry, brown
leaves surrounding a long, horn-li- k,

tubular case. If one of these cases be
carefully cut open it will be found to
contain a brownish worm or caterpil-
lar about half an inch long. This in-

sect is the leaf-crumple- r, and it often
becomes one of the most injurious of
orchard pests. The adult insect is a
small, grayish moth that appears dur-
ing June or July, and deposits egjjs on
the various trees that serve as food
plants for the larvae. These include
the apple, quince, and possibly the
the peach, as well as both the wild and
cultivated varieties of the cherry, plum

and crab apple. From these eggs there
soon hatch small brownish worms that
construct tubular, silken cases (Fig. 1)

within which they remain concealed
when not eating. As they grow larger
they draw about the opening of their
abodes many partially-eate- n leaves, so
that by autumn there is quite a bunch
surrounding each case. (Fig. 2.) At
the approach of cold weather the cases
are attached to the twigs by means of
silken threads, the larva? frequently
gnawing away the tender bark to in-

sure a firm hold; and thus the winter is
passed.

As soon in spring as the leaves begin
to appear the larvae attack them, fre
quently eating out the flower buds as
well. The front part of a larva? is seen
in Fig. 3. They continue feeding and
growing until sometime in June, when
they become pupae, pupating within
the cases. About a fortnight later the
moths emerge, and thus the life cycle
is completed. The perfect insect is
shown at Fig. 4, somewhat enlarged.

Fortunately there are several species
of parasites that help to keep this in-

sect in check. In young orchards the
larval cases are easily picked off dur-
ing winter. They may then be burned
or, what is probably better, carried to
a considerable distance from their food
p'.ants, and left on the ground, thus al-

lowing the parasites to develop and es-

cape. The leaf-crumpl- er larvae are also
liable to destruction by spraying with
paris green or London purple, and may
easily be held in check in this way. In
orchards regularly sprayed for the cod-li- n

moth this, as well as other leaf-eatin- g

apple pests, will rarely prove
troublesome. Not only should all the
larval cases possible be picked off dur-

ing winter, but spraying should be
commenced early also. The larvse are
more easily and profitably destroyed
while young and tender, and before
they have done much damage to the
leaves and flower buds. One great rea-
son why fruit growers often fail to
keep insect as well as fungus enemies
in check is because they neglect the
spraying until the harm is done-Amer- ican

Agriculturist.

AMONG THE POULTRY.

An overgrown, excessively fat fowl
3 a nuisance.

A i.itti.e stimulating food will not
come amiss in moulting season.

Yocng turkeys will lay more eggs
than old ones, but they will be smaller.

If young turkey hens are to be kept
for breeding, select out the best of the
earliest hatched.

The best table fowls are the games,
Cochins, Houdans, Brahmas, Lang-shan- s,

Wyandottes and Dominiques.
There is no difference in any respect

between chickens hatched in an incu-

bator and those hatched under a hen.
The best breeds for eggs are Leg-

horns, Minorcas, Houdans, Spanish,
Polands, Hamburgs and Andalusians.

Yocng geese that have not yet com-

pleted their growth should be fed liber-
ally from now on until they are ready
to market.

Cabbage makes a good green feed
for winter. All the small, unmarketa-
ble heads should be gathered up and
stored away.

When pigeons are kept in small
yards care must be taken to keep an
even number. An odd male will cause
continual trouble.

Poultry of any kind intending to be
dressed before sending to market should
be kept from food for twenty-fou- r

hours before killing.
It is not a good plan to keep pullets

and old hens, fat and lean hens all to-

gether. They do not require the same
food and will' do better separate.

Egg-houn- d hens or persistent cases
of croup rarely pay for the trouble re-

quired to cure. The hatchet in a ma-

jority of cases is the cheapest remedy.
While in many localities it is best to

close up the poultry house at night, dur-

ing the dav the doors and windows
should be opened, when the weather
will admit, so as to secure a good ven-

tilation. .

Preserving Liquefied Honey.

Under the ordinary plan of liquefy-

ing honey the product is sticky, son
molasses, having thickened in

melting. But more than this, it has
lost part of that fragrant aroma and
exquisite taste which it before pos-

sessed. These important qualities can
all be retained, according to British
Bee Journal, by a simple process,
which consists in covering the honey
about to be subjected to heat, with
half an inch of cold water. The crust
a id the whole of the acid portion, if
any, on top of the granulated noney,
should be removed previous to placing
the cold water on. After melting

nwars about the same quantity
of water on top as when placed on at
first W hen the noney nas uet--u

to cool down to a lukewarm condition,
the water covering should be poured
off. Honey that was originally clear,
and has become thick and cloudy by
being melted without the covering of
water, will not alter, if melted again
with it.
