Secretary Blaine
was met yesterday morning at Young's
hotel, and in course of a conversation
he remarked that he had enjoyed four
months of absolute rest, something
that he had not had for many years.
Mr. Blaine said it was nearly a month
after reaching Bar Harbor before ho
realized any improvement in his
health, but from that time on the gain
has been greater than he could have
hoped for. He said:

"I suppose some of the worthy cor-
respondents will keep up the old story
of exhausted nature, shattered consti-
tution, etc My appetite is vigorous,
almost inconveniently so. Now there
is nothing more exhaustive to the aver-
age man than travel. I have done a
great deal of that in my time, but this
summer I did none, and found that
rest from that alone was hiffhlv bene-
ficial."

TRADE " AND COMMERCE. "

R, G. Dan & Co'i Weekly Review, Show
ins the Condition of Trade Throughout
the Country A Steady Improvement
Noted at Most Points In the Volume of
Trade Money in Demand and Getting;
Easier Cuslness Failures, Etc.
New York. Oct 24. R. O. Dun &

Co.'s weekly review of trade says:
General business is remarkably active sad

Increasing in volume at the west. Improving
at tho south, and distinctly less dull than it
wns a week ago at eastern cities. Collec-
tions are Improving In nearly all directions.
The money markets are nowhere stringent,
at nearly all important points being- - qulto
easy, though with a noticeable ImproTe-mei- it

in the demands. Those slns plainly
promise a strong trade for the full and win-

ter unless disturbances which cannot now
be foreseen should Interrupt. The reports
from other cities are on the whole more fa-

vorable- At ISoeton the improvement In
trade is slow. Wool Is steady, with tales ol
a,78,0TO pounds ut unchanged prices, and
lumber Is In moderate demand. At Phila-
delphia the boot and shoe trade Is satisfac-
tory; groceries are active, with a decline in
sugars. Canned goods are also quite active.
The paper trade Is good. In paints, glass
and lumber business is qui&t. Dry good
Jobbers are doing a fair business. At Cin-

cinnati retail trade is brisk, asd clothing is
active. At Cleveland buslnoss ia good, and
the tone confident. At Detroit trade and
manufactures are fully up to last year'
mark. At Chicago an Increase appears of
third in receipts of hides, dressed beef and
flour and corn; and recolptti of rye are
three times last year's, but some decrease
appears fh oats, barley, cured meats, lard,
cheese, butter and wool. The dry goods
trade Is much larger than a year ago. the re-

ceipts of cattle larger, the shoo and clothing
trade large, and business gradually increas-
ing in all lines. At Minneapolis the lumber
trade is very good, prices rising; the flour
mills again beat the record, and general
trade ia good there and at St. Paul. At
Omaha and Kansas City business Is satis-
factory. At St. Louis trade shows encour-
aging strength, and at Memphis business la
very fair. At New Orleans a better feeling
is seen, with money In active demand. At
Savannah trade holds well, and at Jackson-
ville trade is steady with bright prospects.
Wheat has fallen 444 cents, wltli receipts at
tbe west of 6,600,00-- j bushels in four days,
and exports of l.MO.ooo bushels. Corn is
scarce and SMi cents higher for spot, and
oats 1 cents higher. Cotton reoeipts sur-
pass those of the same week last year by
53,i 00 bales, and the price falls a sixteenth
with sales of 014,000 bales here. Coffee is an
eighth lower, oil one cent lower, lard an
eighth lower, and hogs have fallen B0 cents
per 100 pounds, with no change in pork.
Sugar, both raw and granulated, la some-
what lower with a quite active market In
general the speculative movement appears
to tend toward lower prices for products,
the supplies being unusually large.
The iron Industry looks stronger,
with recorded sales of 50,000 tons
of steel rails. Bar, plate and structural
mills are fairly employod, but supplies are
low. Hoot and shoe manfacturers shows
signs of more active demand. The wool
manufacture shows mora demand for dress
goods, and stocks of these are relatively
low, while for men's spring goods the orders
of clothiers are far behind. The stock
market Is hesitating, with little change for
the week. The Purls bourse Is disturbed by.
heavy selling of copper shares. But the
Bank of Euglnnd does not charge Its rates,
though losing this week $1.93 U-0- J gold. Here
the treasury has put out $1,500,000 more than
it has taken In during the week. Tho mer-
chandise exports for tho past two weeks
have exceeded those of the corresponding
weeks last year, while imports fall far be-
low those of a year ago. Foreign exchange
lias declined half a cent during the week,
and money at Xew York has boon easy and
cheap.

The business failures occurring through-
out tho country during the last seven days,
number, for the United States, 207, and for
Canada, 42, or 11 tot il of 249; as compared
with a total of 23'J last week, and 270 for the
week previous to the last. For tho corre-
sponding week of last year tho figures were
225, representing 203 failures In the United
States and 22 in the Dominion of Canada.

The Recent Killing of American Sailors
In Valparaiso Proves to Have Been the
Result of a Cowardly Attack by a Mob
of Armed Men Upon Unarmed Sailors on
Shore Leave The Afflalr May Prove In
the End a Serious One Cap Schley's
Report of the Matter.
Washington, Oct 24. Secretary

Tracy, after submitting the cablegram
received from Capt Schley of the
United States steamer Baltimore,
about the affray in Valparaiso between
the American and Chilian sailors last
week, to the president, made public
the substance of the dispatch. The
dispatch received from Capt Schley
stated that he had made a careful in-

vestigation of the assault on our sailors
on the 16th inst The investigation
shows that Petty Officer Charles Rigg,
while riding in a street car was
assailed and dragged from the
car and shot and murdered by a mob of
about 100 armed men. Apprentice
Tallbet was assailed and cut danger-
ously several times in his back, two
cuts penetrating his lungs. Coal
Heaver Itherson was robbed and cut
dangerously in the back several times.
Coal Heaver Turnbull received eigh-
teen wounds in the back; two penetra-
ting his lungs. He is in a critical condi-
tion. Petty Officer Hamilton was
wounded several times in the back and
other parts of the body. Coal Heaver
Panter and Landsman Davidson were
dangerously injured by an assault with
clubs, stones and knives, and a number
of other men were dangerously hurt

Thirty-fiv- e seamen were arrested by
the authorities; but what disposition
was made of them cannot be learned
from inability to translate the cipher
dispatch.

The surgeon 8 of the Baltimore are of
the opinion that some of the wounds
were inflicted by bayonets; showing
clearly the participation of the Chilian
police.

The American sailors were without
arms and defenseless. The investiga-
tion shows that they were sober, and
in no respect guilty of misbehavior.
Two of the wounded are still in the hos-
pital. On several instances the sailors
of the Chilian fleet rendered assistance
to the American sailors, and several of
them were arrested.

Secretary Tracy would not say
whether any action in the matter had
besn decided upon.

Any Day May It ring News of a Serious
Emeute.

New York, Oct 24. A special dis-
patch to the Recorder from Washing-
ton says interesting difficulties are like-
ly to ensue as a result of the recent
cowardly attack on American men-of-warsm-

in the streets of Valparaiso.
Capt. Schley of the United States cruis-
er Baltimore has cabled the navy de-
partment the details of the affair, from
which it appears that the attack was
both cowardly and uncalled for. Secre
tary Tracy laid the report before the
president, and it will be considered at the
cabinet meeting. The opinion is prev-
alent that Minister Egan will be in-
structed to demand immediate repara-
tion and indemnity from the Chilian
government.

The Recorder correspondent reports
the president as saying: "I mean to
have no more of this business from any
nation, and the demand upon Chili must
be immediate and peremptory."

Capt. Schley informed Secretary Tracy
in his report that it has become impos-
sible for American officers to go ashore
without being insulted, and that here-
after they mean to go armed, and to
resent insults in the proper way.

"We are losing our respect by per-
mitting these things." said Capt. Schley,
"and the younger officers are wild with
rage, and can not much longer be re-

strained."
"I do not want them to be further re-

strained," said Secretary Tracy, to one
of the commodores on duty at the head
of a great supply department, "and I
have told Schley so." Therefore any
day may bring news of a serious
emente between the Americans and
the Chilian mob. instigated and secret-
ly encouraged, it is believed here, by
persons high in authority there.

THE ENGLISH FLOODS.

They Have Never Keen Equaled Within
the Present Century.

LoxDOX, Oct 24. Politics, both for-
eign and domestic, give way in public
interest to the extensive floods, never
equaled in England within the present
generation, and far more widespread
than the Moray floods of sixty years
ago, which, however, destroyed many
lives. The floods have come so gradu-
ally that nearly every one had a chance
to escape, although the plains are un-
der water, and rivulets have swollen to
rivers.

The chief anxiety felt is as to
whether the waters will altogether re-

tire from some of the regions invaded,
especially the lowlands near the sea,
large sections of which have been res-
cued for cultivation by the labor of
centuries. Should the floods, which
are still rising in many places, not soon
subside, much damage will be caused.
Windsor Castle is looking frown ngly
upon the vast expanse of waters which
surround it on all sides. The Thames-sid- e

houses are being rapidly deserted
by their occupants, who are seen pad-
dling about in canoes, looking for dry
land whereon to place their families
and such of their effects as they have
been able to save from the devouring
floods. Swamps surround the town of
Windsor, and the county of Kent, the
fen districts of Lincolnshire, and the
midland counties are deluged.

Another Attempt at Train Wrecking:.
London', Oct. 24. The Eastbourne

express train was nearly wrecked near
Corydon by running into a mass of fish
plates and tie-chai- rs which had been
maliciously placed upon the track.
The engineer saw the obstacle,
and succeeded in somewhat checking
the speed of the train, but the engine
plunged through the mass of iron and
was badly damaged. The remainder of
the train was undamaged. The rail-
road company has asked the Scotland
yard authorities to aid in detecting the
authors of this crime and the recent
similar outrage at Reading.

A Half Breed Killed on the Colvllle In-
dian Reservation.

SroKANE. Wash.. Oct 24. News hna
reached here of a tragedy at Little
Katherine's ranch on Colville Indian
reservation. Duncan Travel, a half--
breed, was shot and instantly killed by
James Brown, one of the best-know- n

miners and prospectors in that section.
After the shootintr Brown met an In
dian policeman, to whom he surren
dered himself. The killing was the
outgrowth of a feud, and Little Kath-
arine, who is a half-bree-d Indian wom-
an of property, is said to be at the bot
tom 01 it

On the 20th the new revenue cutter
Galveston, which was built in Baltimore
at a cost of 5130,000, arrived at Galves-
ton, Tex., and was received with a na
tional salute of twenty-on- e guns by the
Galveston light artillery. It will be
placed in service at once and take the
place of the revenue cutter Dix, the lat
ter going to Mobile.

Gov. Steele of Oklahoma, admitted
to a reporter, on the 21st. that his resig-
nation had been tendered to the pres
ident, but declared in emphatic terms
that he had not been tendered the offiee
of pension commissioner.

The losses paid in cash amounted to
S3.0 14,298. From this it appears that
for every dollar the companies received
for Missouri risks last year they were
were obliged to pay back on losses 62
cents. Tornado insurance, what there
is of it in Missouri, is of the most
profitable character. The six com-
panies giving tornado insurance in Mis-

souri last year received in premiums
S74.SS9 and they paid out 51,732 in
losses. The business was nearly all
velvet.

her home in East Moberly the other
morning. The cause of her sudden
death is supposed to be heart trouble.

She was nursing lif-- r son, who
was accidentally shot through the right
knee a few eveninas previous bv a boy
named Elgin Hern, when she fell dead upon
the floor.

the fright. At school time she washed and
dressed her other two children and sent
them to school as usual. She was the wife
of Xewtou Smith, a Wabash fireman.

What It Costs to Carry the Country's
Mulls Figures from the Report of the
Auditor of the Treasury for the Post
Office Department
Washingtox, Oct. 33. The annual re-

port of the auditor of the treasury for
the post office department, showinsr the
receipts and expenditures of the post of-
fice department for the fiscal year ended
June 30, 1S90, has been submitted to the
postmaster-genera- L It shows that the
postal revenues during the year were
865,931,785. The expenditures to Sep-
tember 30, 1S01, were $71,62,-43- 3,

leaving an excess of expenditures
over all revenues of 85,730,677. The
amount placed with the treasurer to the
credit of the department, consisting of
grants from he general treasury in aid
of postal revenue under the act June
30, 1S90, was 2,200,000. The excess of
expenditures over grants is So, 530,077.
The amount of balances due from
late postmasters, whose offices
were closed by suspension, is 330;
by baa debts, 514,U04; comnromise
debts, $8,482, making a net loss
of S22,S76. The amount to be placed
with the treasurer is th ere fore S3, 555.-55- 4.

The amount of stamps, stamped
envelopes, newspapaper wrappers, let

TWO MORE MAY DIE.

The Victims of the Attack by ("hillian
Sailors at Valparaiso It was Unprovoked
and Deliberately Planned.
New York, Oct. 23. The nerald's

Valparaiso dispatches say the condition
of two of the six sailors from the Balti-
more who were wounded in the cow-
ardly attack by the Chilian sailors and
rabble last week is now considered crit-
ical. The names of the injured Amer-
icans are Hamilton, Talbott, Turn bull,
Anderson, Davidson and Panter. The
inquiry, so far as made, discloses the
fact that gross cruelty was practiced
upon the Americans, and that the mur-
derous assault was entirely unpro-
voked. It is believed that the attack
was planned. It is alleged that Mate
Regan was shot by a policeman. It
has also come to light that in no case
was one of the Americans armed, and
the valiant fight they made against a
force greatly their superior, with only
nature's weapons to defend them, is
highly commented.

In justice to the Chilians, it must be
said that information has been received
to the effect that a few. of their army
and naval officers and seamen displayed
bravery in trying to shield the Balti-
more's men from he fnry of the mob.
Capt Schley advises the coming here
of the admiral to aid by his presence in
seeing full justice done to the victims
of the cowardly assassins.

SUDDEN DEATH.

George Bain, a Prominent St. Louisan,
Called Away.

St. Louis, Oct. 23. George Bain, the
well-know- n miller and public-spirite- d

citizen of St. Louis, died at the family
residence this morrng in his fifty-sixt- h

year. His malady was rheuma-
tism of the heart.

iGoorge Bain was born near Sterling Cas-
tle, Scotland. May 5, 1836. He left Scotland
when 15 years of ago, first lived at Montreal,
then at Portland, Me., and located at Chi-
cago in 1856. becoming a St I.ouisan in 1865.
He was president of the merchants ex-
change in 1878. For many years Mr. Bain
was a lending spirit of the Order of Scotish
Clans, and he had an active connection with
various local benevolent and social organiz-
ation. He was prominent in politics, and at
lie time of his death was chairman of the

republican city ccn iral committee.

Driven Ashore and Wrecked.
Norfolk, Va., Oct 23. The two-maste-d

schooner Ellen May was
wrecked off Newport News, yesterday
afternoon, about 3:30, in a fierce south-
westerly gale which swept across the
James river. The schooner, fearing to
remain outside, in the high seas, ran close
in shore and anchored near the wharves,
where she dragged her anchor later
on, and was dashed against the Chesa-
peake & Ohio coal chutes. Capt. Day,
owner of the schooner, and two col-

ored men were aboard, but managed to
get ashore safely. The Ellen May will
be a total loss.

The Famine in Russia.
St. Petersburg. Oct. 23. The fam-

ine has extended to Siberia. The gov-
ernor has compiled a report showing
that in the districts of Kokthchetowsh
and Petropaulovsk what food supplies
the inhabitants possessed have been
exhausted, and appeals to public
charity. Owing to the difficulty of
transportation in winter, efforts at re-

lief seem almost hopeless. Supplies
from Caucasia are improving in quan-
tity, and it is hoped that they will avail
to stave off the worst effects of tho
famine. Advices from the interior we
continually of worse import.
