Season the potato with
pepper and salt, and mix with it some
cold cooked sausage chopped fine. Fill
up the cases, brush with beaten egg
and brown in the oven. Serve ona
napkin.—Household Monthly.

—Garnish means to add to meat, poul-
try or salads a trimming. In dishing
up roast meat lay spoonful of jelly or
gooseberries just on the slice to be
served toone person. Poultry, trim the
edges of the dishes upon which it is
served. Celery and parsely leaves,
hard-boiled eggs, watercresses, lettuce
and jellies are the principal articles
used.

—Hickory-Nut Macarcons: Pound to
a paste half a pound of hickory-nut
kernels: add one pound of sugar and
the whites of three eggs; work well to-
gether with the back of a spoon; dip
the hands in water and roll the mixture
into small balls, making the outside
smooth. Set in a cool place. These
macarooons, if properly made, are as
dainty as almond macaroons.—House-
hold Monthly.

—Spanish Fritters: Cat the soft partof
bakers’ bread in slices a quarter of an
inch thick, and of any form you choose.
Take & pint of milk or eream, three
well-beaten eggs, half a teaspoonful of
nutmeg and cinnamon mixed, three
drops of the essence of lemon and sugar
to the taste; stir all well together and
pour over the pieces of bread. When
they have absorbed as much of the
milk as they will, take them out before
they get too soft, and fry them of a
nice light brown on both sides. They
may be served with or without sweet
sance.—Boston DBudget.

—Beets in winter requnire nearly a
day's boiling to make them tender;
they are unpalatable unless perfeetly
tender, when they are extremely good.
As they may be used in a variety of
ways, for salad, for garnishing and as
a vegetable with cream sauce, it is well
to boil at once enough to last several
days. Cut in pieces about an inch
square, mixed with cold potatoes cut in
the same way and covered with a
mayonnaise dressing; they make a
most delicious salad. With white sance
they are an excellent vegetable; and
cut in small pieces and fried they are a
desirable garnish for a good sirloin
steal.

AGRICULTURALHINTS.

LARGE CORNSTALK BORER.

An Insect Which Destroys Corn, Sorghum
and Sagar Cane.

This insect was first noticed in 1828
when it was found to be doing much
damage to sugar cane in the West In-
diess. Im 1836 further damage by the
same pest was noticed, and reports of
its ravages came from Australia, Java,
Borneo, Sumatra and Ceylon. At an
early date it made its appearance in
Lounisiana, probably being introduced
with eane seed from the West Indies.
It has constantly increased im num-
bers, sometimes entirely destroying
plantations, the canes breaking to
pieces when cut. Several years ago
this insect turned its attention to corn,
and has done much damage in the
southern states, even as far north as
Virginia and Maryland. The depart-
ment of agriculture sent entomolgists
into the infested territory to investi-
gate the life-history and habits of the
pest, and to devise and suggest reme-
dies and means of extermination. In-
sect Life reports that they found that
the parent moth (shown enlarged at
a in our illustration) lays her eggs up-
on the leaves of the young stalks, near
the axils, and that upon hatching the
young borer penetrates the stalks at
the joint and commences to tunnel,
usually upward, through the soft
pith, as shown in the right-hand
engraving which represents the
general apppearance of an infest-
ed stalk as it stands, but cut open

fo show burrow and larva. The larva
grows rapidly and is quite active and
freguently leaves the stalk in one place
and reenters it at another several
times during its growth. When ready
to transform, it burrows to the surface
making a hole for the exit of the future
moth and enters the pupa state, as
shown at e Several larvee may be
found in a single stalk, sometimes a
dozen or more. Most of the larve re-
main in the first joint above ground,
but sometimes they are discovered four
or five joints above ground ordown in
the root. In Virginia there are but two
broods yearly, but farther south there
are several more, and the inseets hiber-
nate in the larval state in the stalks

The later broods do less damage than
earlier ones, and full-grown stalks may
contain several borers and yet mature
perfect ears, but if the corn is attacked
when it is young, growth is arrested or
retarded, and no ears are formed.
Early planted corn suffers the worst;
in one instance, of that planted during
the first two weeks in April, 25 per
cent. was affected; of that planted the
third and fourth weeks. 20 per cent.; of
that planted the first half of May, 15
per eent. was affected; of that planted
the last half of May 12 per cent was
affected, while only 8 per cent. of corn
planted the first half of June was in-
jured Where corn-stalks are left
standing over winter, they form good
lodging places for the larvee, and the
inseet will doubtless inerease; but if
the stalks are burned on the ground so
that the roots and all are consumed,
the hibernating larvie are destroyed
and the insects exterminated. Continu-
ous rotation of crops and careful cul-
ture will also prevent the insects from
becoming numerous enough to do much
damage. 1t is not probable that any
serious damage will be done in the
more northern states. — Orange Judd
Farmer.

White Specks in Hatter.

There are many elaborate and semi-
seientific ways of accounting for white
specks in the butter. When the cream
is skimmed off more or less milk is
taken with it This milk is full of
caseine that always and readily eurdles,
one of the causes of the specks. All
the trouble usually comes from allow-
ing the cream to become too old and
sour before it is churned. Badly-kept
dairy utensils may accomplish the same
result. The remedy lies in the direc-
tion of guicker work and making the
butter from sweeter cream, according
to the Dairy World, which says:
“White specks is one of the penalties
for being a sour butter crank.”

AN UNEXPLORED COUNTRY.

‘26t Arena Which Has Never Been Satis
factorily Examined by White HMen.

The Labrador peninsula, or northeast
territory, contains two hundred and
eighty-nine square miles, This is more
than equal fo that of Newfoundland
Several lines of exploration and survey
have been carried for a certain dis
tunce into the interior of this great pen-
insula, amongz which may be mentioned
these of Prof. Ilind, A. P. Low and R
F. llolme. The limits of the unexplored
area have been drawn so as to exelude
all these. The area regarded as still un-
explored has, however, it is true, been
traversed in several directions at differ-
ent times by oflicers of the Hudson Bay
Company, particularly on routes lead-
ing from the vieinity of Mingan, on the
gulf of St. Lawrence, to the head of
Hamilton inlet, and thence to Ungava
bay. These routes have also, according
to Mr. Holme, been traveled by a mis-
sionary, Pere Lacasse, but the only
published information which | have
been able to find is contained in a book
written by J. McLean, and in a brief
account of a journey by Rev. E. J. Peck,
says a writer in Goldthwaite's Geo-
graphical Magazine. Mr. McLean made
several journeysand established trading-
posts bLetween Ungava and Hamilton
inlet in the years 1839-1841, while
Mr. Peck crossed from Little Whale
river, on Hudson bay, to Ungava ia
1884. Something may be gathered asto
the general nature of the country along
certain lines from the accounts given
by these gentlemen, but there is little of
a really satisfactory character, while
neither has made any attempt to fix po-
sitions or delineate the feature of the
region on the map. In all probability
this entire region consists of a rocky
platean or hilly tract of rounded archme-
an rocks, highest on the northeast
side and to the south, and sloping grad-
ually down to low land toward Ungava
bay. Itis known to be more or less
wooded, and in some places with tim-
ber of fair growth, but if it should be
possessed of any real value this may
probably lie in its multifarious depos-
its. In this tract of country particular
ly there is reason to hope that ore like
those of Tilt Clove, in Newfoundland,
or those of Sudbury, in Ontario, may
oceur.

A NOTABLE PRAYER.

The Petition That First Brought
Author Into Nollce.

*When Harvard eelebrated the end of
the war,” says Julins H. Ward in the
January New England Magazine, **Phil-
lips Drooks was asked to make the
prayer omr the ocecasion. The man whose
heart and imagrination had been fired
to the utmost in the heat of the contest
could not even pray on such an ocea-
sion without breaking forth into words
that rose to the greatness of the event,
and Col. Henry Lee, the Harvard mar-
shal for that day, once said to me:
*The services on that oceasion were not
equal to what men felt. Everything
fell short and words seemed to be too
weak.  Phillips Brooks® prayer was an
exception. That was a free speaking
to God, and it was the only utterance
of that day which filled out its mean-
ing to-the full extent. Lowell's com-
memoration ode was great, and so was
Gen. Deven’s speech, but Brooks sur-
passed them both." The eager inquiry
of that day after that prayer was:
*Who is Phillips Drooks? It was the
first time that he had appeared before
the most distinguished audience that
could be collected in New England, and
from that moment the growing thought
at Trinity ehurch was to induce Bishop
Eastman to resign and to ecall Phillips
DBrooks to the rectorship of Trinity
church.”

POISONED BY FINE HAIRS.

Spikes on Young DBamboo Shoots KIll
When Administered as Food.

One of the most famous and fatal
poisons used in Japan and Java is ob-
tained from the bamboo. The young
shoots of the cane, when they first push
through the ground, are covered withk
fine, brownish hairs, which, under the
microscope, appear to be bayonet-likke
spikes of crystals of silex, infinitely
sharp and hollow.

Small quantities of these hairs ad-
ministered daily in the food bring on
uleeration of the whole alimentary
canal, stimulating malignant dysentery
The action must be of a mechanical
rather than of a chemical nature, just
as the spores of the common puff ball
act vpon the eyes.

The bamboo erystal is greatly dreaded
by all the European residents of Java
A Dutch official report says that scores
of deaths among European planters are
due to the bamboo hairs and to the
jealousy of native women, who, when-
ever they take a fancy to a white man,
will either have him or poison him on
bamboo hairs if it takes months to ae-
complish the job.

The infinitesimal hollow throngh
these hairy erystals is the most re-
markable thing in connection with
them, they being the only known hol-
low vegetable or mtaeral thorns or
crystals.
