Of Cireat Interest to Farmers.
IT on. Levi Chubbuck, secretary of the

state board of agriculture, writes the
editor as follows:

Owing to the continued rains and the conse-
quent retarding of plowing and planting, the
mason of planting corn ia getting very late.
There is, however, sufficient time yet for ma-
turing a crop, but care should be used in se-

lecting varieties that will mature early.
As an aid to farmers in selecting need corn I

give herewith a list of varieties of early and
medinm kinds, omitting the late maturing
ones, as tested at the Missouri agricaltural ex-

periment station. These varieties should be
obtained of any reliable seedsman in St. Louis,
Kansas City or Chicago, and a fetr dollars in-

Crop Conditions Confronting the Teopl,
IJrought About by the Continuous Italna
of May. tliat are Far from Reassuring
The Country Saturated Throughout the
West, and Little Seeding Done or Yet
Possible.
Chicago, May 20. The crop reports

received yesterday from all over the
country show a startling condi-

tion of affairs. Little or no corn
has lieen planted, and May 10 is
considered a late date for pre-

paring the land for seeding. There is
apprehension in some parts of a rank
wheat growth and the outlook for the
granger is depressing in the extreme.
The board of trade private wires were
kept hot yesterday by the receipt of
advices from different parts of the west,
and the dispatches bear out Prim's crop
report, whieh at first was considered
rather gloomy.

The Floyd flows through the
center of Sioux City, and along its
banks are the homes of thousands.
To these the flood brought death and
demolition of their homes,

j One million dollars will not cover the
! loss by flood to this city alone. The
water in Floyd river receded rapidly
last night, but this morning is still out-
side of its barks and a considerable
portion of the bottom is still covered,
but to no great depth for the most part,

j The scene which is disclosed by the re--j
cession of the flood is one which beg--
gers description. Throughout the

I flooded district it is one story of de-- J
struction and damage. The flood at

j its height extended from Court
street to the Floyd bluffs, and

i from the suburb of Lynn to the Mis-- I
souri river. This comprises a district

j four miles long and a mile and a half
! wide. For a distance of a mile and a
j half above the mouth of the Floyd river
: the bottom is densely populated. A

membered that over all this area for six
or eight streets f-- the river the
water was far above the second story
windows with a swift current and the
wind blowing a hurricane.

An Accomplice Turns Informer and Be-
trays the Secrets of the Taney County
Moli A I'araitel of the Duld-Knobb- er

Case Test of the Confession that Is Caus-
ing 4ireat Incitement in Southwest Mis-
souri.
SpkixgfikM), Ma, May 10. The be-

trayal of Dave Walker and his band of
Christian county Ilald-Knobbe- rs by Joe
Inman and Charlie Graves after the
Eden-Gree- n massacre, in March. 1SS7,

has a most remarkable parallel in the
confession which was made a few days
ago in the Springfield jail respecting
the murder of Deputy Sheriff Williams
and his prisoner, Bright. One of the
Taney county mob told the whole story
of that double tragedy whieh for two
months some of the Forsyth authori-
ties, backed by the assistance of Gov.
Francis, sought in vain to unveiL
The name of the traitor murderer who
has given away the secrets of the mob
the authorities are withholding yet.
but the story is substantially as fol
lows:

On Saturday. March 12 last, the day
of the preliminary trial of John Wesley
Ilright, the wife murderer, many of the
people from Iloork, the scene of the
shocking crime, were in Forsyth as
witnesses against the uxorcide. George
L. Taylor, the young lawyer who had
already distinguished himself in the
sensational history of Taney' county,
was busy during the day firing up the
mob, especially among the relatives
and neighbors of Mrs. Hright. He had
gone to Forsyth from Springfield the
day before, arriving on the scene about
8 o'clock the previous night. The For-
syth saloon was patronized freely by
the organizer of the lynching party
daring the day. Capt. Mat Day. the
old coroner of Taney count-- , was also
active in abetting Taylors efforts to
work up the mob. One by one the
vigiiants were enrolled until about
twenty-thre- e men pledged themselves
to help hang Hright. Taylor borrowed

" - " "Jieuting attorney of Taney county and
step-so- n of the deceased Paid Knobber
chief tan. Capt. NatM. Kinney, and rode
up Swain creek in the afternoon to en-
gage the services of some men not in
town. A place of meeting was selected
about a mile north of Forsyth in the
Swan creek liotton.

Mere, about dusk, the lynchers began
to assemble. When about fifteen men
had gathered in the lonely bottom Capt.
Mat Day. the old hunter, farmer and
miller, administered the oath of secrecy
and fealty to the band. He was select-
ed to perform this ceremony because, as
a charter member of the Pald-Knol-bc-- rs'

organization, the er knew
well all the dread penalties attached
to a violation of that solemn obligation.
When the oath was administered each
man pledged his life and every cent of
property he possessed in defense of any
member who might lie arrested for
the crime under contemplation. The
mob then moved down the creek
toward Forsyth, and other men came
and were sworn in by Capt. Day. One
fellow became scared as he saw the
plot thicken, and dodged into the woods
and fled. Taylor swore vengeance
against the coward, and threatened to
shoot down any man who wavered.
The killing was talked of and several
members of the mob stoutly protested
against this suggestion. Then George
L. Taylor, Mat Day, Ike Lewis. ty

Assessor Hill Stockstill and two
of his brothers and the three Weather-
man boys went aside and held a short
consultation. What was said by these
nine men the confessing member of the
mob could not hear. When the nine
leading spirits of the mob came back to
their confederates some one asked
about the fate of Williams. Geo rg
Taylor replied:

'That's all fixed. If Williams inter-
feres he will be taken care of.'

Then Taylor and Hill Stockstill
changed hats and the latter tied a hand-
kerchief over his face, being the only
man in the crowd who was disguised.
Hill Stockstill had been made captain of
the mob. When the crowd crossed the
Swan creek ford, about a quarter of a
mile from the jail, they gave a yell, put
spurs to their horses and galloped into
town. Eight or ten confederates were
in town watching the officers, and one
of these, said to be D. F. McConkey,
Taylor's partner, had taken a sledge-
hammer from a blacksmith shop and
placed it at the jail donr. l he mob
surrounded the jail just as Deputy
Sheriff Williams ran up to defend
Hright. George Taylor, Hill Stockstill
anil George Friend were immediately in
front of the deputy sheriff. Williams
raised Taylor's hat with his left hand
and said:

reo."ge Taylor, I have you spotted."
Immediately Hill Stockstill shot the
deputy through the heart. As Williams
turned toward the assassin Stockstill
fired a second shot. Then Taylor raised
the sledge-hamm- er and began to batter
down the door. He soon grew tired
and gave the hammer to Kill Stockstill,
who hit a few licks, and then Ike Lewis
took the sledge and completed the
work. Taylor went into the jail and
tied the rope around Kright's neck, and
Kill Stockstill helped drag the prisoner
cut. Hright was put on a horse behind
George Friend and taken about a mile
from the jail, where a tree had been
selected as a gallows for the victim.
Kill Stockstill pulled Hright off the
horse and asked him if he had anything
to say. The prisoner declined to con-
fess his crime, and was swung up in a
few seconds. The mob then dispersed,
and Taylor and Kill Stockstill went
back to town and joined the crowd that
had gathered around the body of the
murdered officer.

Stockstill was one of the men who
kept vigil that night over the corpse of
the man he had shot. These are some
of the facts which the state will prove
by one of the prisoners held for
the murder of Williams and Hright.
The eight prisoners confined in the
Springfield jail were taken before
Justice Chinn to-da- y and released from
the charge of murder named in the
warrants issued in Green county. In a
mr.ment they were all arrested by
Sheriff Day on warrants issued by
Justice Jones, of Forsyth, who acted as
coroner at the inquest held over the
bodies of Williams and Bright. This
disposes of the habeas corpus.

A SUDDEN RISE.

Corn and Wheat. Not to be Outdone bj
tbe Ilivers. Take Rising Turn and Ad-
vance Sharply Iicprc!iig Wcathet
Conditions Throughout the Niirt Invest.
Chicago. May 20. May corn sold for

02 cents on the board of trade nearly
seven cents aliove the opening price
and closed one cent below the highest
point. That for July delivery also ad-
vanced 3?Y cents. There was a sharp
rise on May. June and July corn and
wheat, the result of the frost and snow-
storm scare; and the highest prices of
the day were nearly all reached at the
close of the session. The advance in
wheat was something over 2 cents.
The alarming reports and rapid ad-
vance of the market created a stampede
among shorts in corn and wheat, and
there was a general rush to cover.
Pardridge andCudahy were among the
first to buy. and no attempt was made
to disguise the strong bullish tendency
of trade.
