The Mlissouri Supreme Court Affirms the
Judegment of the Cole County Clreuit
Court in Sentencing Ex.-Treasurer Ed T.
Noland to Two Years' Imprisonment In
the Penitentiary for Fraudalent Conver-
slon of State Money.

JEFFERsox Crry. May 31.—In the su-
preme court to-day Judge Gantt filed an
opinion aflirming the judgment of the
2irenit court in sentencing ex-State
Treasurer Ed T. Noland to the peniten-
tiary. The opinion is very lengthy, but
the following are the main points:

To constitute embezzlement under this in-
dictment it was necessary to charge the official
character of defendant. bis receipt of the mon-
evs by virtue of his offic> as treasurer, and his
frazdulent and fe'onious eonversion thereof to
his own use.

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COMMERCIAL REVIEW.

The Condition of Trade Throughout the
Country as Shown by R. G. Dun & Co's
Weekiy Review—There Is Some Improve-
ment Generally Owing to Better Weather
But the Cold and Wet Time in the
West Interferes with Huslness, Particu-
larly in the Inundited Districts—Fall-
ures, Etc.

NEw York, June 4—R. G. Dun &
Co.'s weekly review of trade says:

The tone of commercial reports from varicus
parts of the country indicates thatbusiness has
to some extent improved. More favorable
weather has materially improved the crop
prospects at the west, while a little
improvement in the price of cotton has
operated as a stimulus to business at ths
south. There has been mno difficulty or
disturbancs in the money wmarket and the
volome of corrency in rirculation increased
during the month of May abount $4.500,000,
amounting to £1,629,M0.000 June 1. Collestions
throughout the conntry ara, on thy whols, bot-
ter than of late and fully satisfactory. Wheat
has declined half a cent. thr western recsipts
being nnusaally large. though the exports from
the eastern ports have also besa quite large.
Oats are a shade lower, pork produocts un-
changed, and oil a little lower. Incotton the be-
lef that the acreag: will be much diminished
has helped spacnlators to advance ths prica a
quarter of a cont and the transactions have
been moderat:ly large. The iroa business
shows considerable increase in transactions,
though there is as much complaint as ever of
low prices. Both at Pittsburgh and Philadel-
phia pig iron is weaker, and there are doubts
whether the bottom has heen reach>d. though
at Chicago, the market is considarably stronger,
and anthorities hold that the stocks of pig iron
is the country are now considerably lower than
they have been. The market for bars is weak
at the luwest figures ever known. and the new
demand for structural iron is not gaite as large
as haa baen rxpectad. The market for econper
has been quniet, and the bnlls have controled
the price of tin, but lead has been slugiish.
Quist prevails in the anthracite coal market,
the companies having decided upon another
advanece in prices which the condition of the
market does not appear to warrant. Thers is
little new in the wool market or in woolen
manufacture, though such supplies of new wool
as have come forward thus far are readily
taken, and the tone iz somewhat firmer.
At Boston bnsincss is more active, loots and
shoes are decile lly stronger, and leather very
firm. At Philadelphia there is an inersass in
sales of iron, and harlwaere is quite active.
Wool is stroneg. Trade at Baltimorais generally
good. At Pittsburgh finished prodocts of iron
and steel are in pood demand, thouzh pricesara
the lowest ever known, and the glass teade is
fairly sctive. The dry goods trade at Cleve.
land i= exevcllent, and other trades fairly activa
except in iron and ore. At Cincinnatl tohacco
sales nre unusualiy larze and whisky is active.
General business ot Chicago is greatly in ex-
cess of last vear's record. There is great in-
crease in wheat and flour, cured moats,
dressed beef, lard and cattle, Cold rains still
depress trade at Milwankee, imt crop indiea-
tions at St. Paulare more favorable. At Omaha
buasiness iz very active in groeories, shoas and
hardware, and much improved in dry goods,
while receipts of grain and eattle are tnereasad.
At St. Louis the great flood engrosses atten-
tion and interferes with trade. Buat at Kansas
City business seems  healthy, though the
weather int:rferes with receipts of grain anl

cattle. Business is very goosd at Denver,
but still retarded by had weather at
Little Rock and Memphis: improved a

little at Nashville, but very dull at Savannush.
Cotton strenzthens at New Orleans, and thera
is a better fesling in bnsiness ganerally, whila
sugar is in fair demand and riee steady. Specu-
lation in stocks during the past week has been
only fairly active, in part because selling ot
securities on foreign aceonnt was discoverad or
reportad, and the movement of gold to Europa
has been rosumed. About a million has been
engaged for shipment thus far, but the supply
of money abroad is so abundant, and the de-
mand in foreign conntries so moderate, that it
seems somewhat improbable that the drain
from this country will be Inrge st any time this
SRRSO, .

The business failures oceurring throughout
the country during the last seven days, number,
for the United States, 175, and for Canada 32, or
s total of 207; as compared with 198 last
week and 192 the week previons to the last,
and 224 for the corresponding week of last year.

AFTER PARDRIDGE'S SCALP.

Sudden and Unexpected Advance in the
Frice of Wheat and Corn.

CHicaco, June 4.—The wheat market
on exchange this morning opened with
one of those delusive calmns which so
frequently precede its fiercer moods.
For half an hour or so nothing oceurred
to indicate that anything of an unusual
character was to take place. The bulls
and the bears were eyeing each other,
but doing very little business. The
conflictingr elements resembled the in-
gredients of a seidlitz powder previous
to its sudden admixture in the samao
glass, Suddonly they were thrown to-
grether and the pit was immediately in
a state of violent ebnlition. The price
of wheat, which started at s3% cents
for the July delivery, mounted, amid
great waves of excitement, to 84, 55
and before anything like calm sue-
ceeded it reached 85,

The reason for the sudden and unex-
peeted advance was the subjeet of
much conjecture among the traders.
It is generally believed that the effort
to boost wheat is for the purpose of
making Ed Pardridge suffer.  Many
say that the pushing ap of the price is
beinyg done by traders wha believe that
wheat is or will be worth an even dol-
lar a bushel, on aceount of the recent
storms and floodds that have been sc
disastrons to farr s this spring. They
who have confidence that the grain
will command that price before long. it
is said. have been quietly buying many
millions of bushels at 20, 81 and as high
as 84 eents, with the expectation of re-
ceiving rich returns when the shorts
begin to falter. It was learned that
the clique supposed to be engineering
the deal bought o million bushels yes.
terday as another step toward the cli-
max which they hope will enrich their
pockets,

Whao ecompose the clique is mere cons
jeeture, but the names mentioned in-
clude 1. D. Armonr. Sidney Kent. N.
K. Fairbank. N. B. Ream and George
T. Smith. TDardridee is thouzrht to be
heavily short on wheat, which gives
rise to the report that the parties seek-
ing to advance the price long to obtain
the plunger’s sealp.

regulate the differences between the
two countries arising out of the exac-
tion of tolls on American vessels pass-
ing through the Welland canal. The
conference will last several days.
Secretary Blaine left the conference
shortly after it opened to attend the
rabinet meeting but returned within
half an hour.
the arrangement with Great Britain
the vessels of this government and
thase of Canada are to have like pri--

vileges in ‘passing through the canals.

connecting the great lakes. As a re-
sult the Canadian vessels are allowed

to pass through the Sault Ste. Marie:

canal without paying toll and the same
through the St. Clair Flats canal. In
this respect the Canadian vessels have
precisely the same privileges as ves-
sels  belonging to the [United
States. But when it comes to the
Welland ecanal, where American
vessels should shave reciproeal ad-
vantages, the Canadian govern-
ment, it is alleged, violated the:
treaty by diseriminating under a re-
bate system. By this method, if a ves-
sel goes through to Montreal there isa
rebate paid on tolls at the Welland
canal. Dut if the wvessel does not go
through to Montreal, the rebate 1s not
paid. In this way any vessel bound for
an American port on Lake Ontario has
to pay very much larger tolls at the
Welland canal than a vessel that.
goes through to Montreal. This dis-
erimination has proved very injurious
to the trade of Oswego, Ogdensburg and
other American ports on Lake Ontario.

The New York, Ontario & Western
railway recently constructed expensive
coal trestles at Oswego, with a view of
shipping coal to the west by lake. but
found that excessive tolls of the Wel-
land canal badly interfered with the
project. It is for the purpose of pre-
venting unjust diserimination that the
present conference is called,

KILLED BY LIGHTNING.

Terrible Effects of a Thunder Storm In
Lackawannn County, 'n.

SerasTtoN, Pa., June 4.—A terrible
thunder-storm played havoe through
Lackawanna county Thursday night.
It began in the early evening and con-
tinued until 3 a. m. Three boys and
one @irl were struck by lightning.
Two were killed outright and the
others fatally injured. When the
storm first came up two Polish
boys, Joseph and Casmir Choniczky,
were caught beneath a large oak tree
in Sonth Seranton. Casmir was part of
the way up the tree while Joseph was
standing beneath when the lightning
struck. Joseph was instantly killed
and Casmir was set on fire by the elee-
tric fluid. He ecaunght on one of the
limbs of the tree and was frightfully
burned before aid could reach him. He
died some hours later.

In the Hyde park section a S-year-
old son of Sylvester Arnold was struck
and his injuries are regarded as fatal.

At Elmhurst, seven miles east of this
city, a girl named Andrews, while seck-
ingr shelter under a tree, was killed by
a thunder bolt.

will register 36 feet, or as high as it has
been during thas last flood. [ am wait-
ing to hear from Plerre, and it is sub-
stantiated that the Jure rise is coming
down, we will witness one of the great-
est floods of this age.”
