SINGLE TAX DEPARTMENT.

Single Tax in the District of Columbia.

In getting the favorable report for Lis
single tax bill for the District of Colum-
from the distriet commissioners,
~ongressman Johnson believed he had
muade as much progress in that diree-
tion as possible. He therefore took up
a new line of operations. He believed
that if the house of representatives
would examine into taxation matters in
the District of Columia it would be’
strongly inclined to pass his bill. So he
drew up the following resolution for the
appointment by the speaker of an in-
vestigating committee of three:

Whereas, The board of assessors are
about completing an assessment upon
property in the District of Columbia,
and from an estimate furnished by the
district commissioners to the committee
on appropriations it appears that this
new assessment is to exceed the old by
only 25 per cent; and

Whereas, Said old assessment on the
land volues alone in the district is 876,-
000.0¢0, when it should be more than |
£300.000.000; this shows an extraordi-
nary undervaluation, and what is still
worse, the greatest injustice between |
the valuation of land used for business |
purposes, which in many cases is as- |
sessed at less than 14 per cent of its
true value, and land used for resideuce
purposes, especizlly where the smalil
homes are situated, is assessed at from
70 to 80 per cent. of its true value, while
in many cases land held for speculation
is assessed at less than 10 per cent of
its trne value. The foreguing facts
were brought out by an expert valua-
tion on enough land in the distriet to
furnish an average. A public hearing
was held by the commissioners in which
this subject was thoroughly discussed,
and after a careful examination they
say *‘the figures embraced in these |
showings seem to have been carefully
and conservatively prepared.” and

Such committees shall have power to
send for persons and papers, toexamine
witnesses nnder oath, may employ a
stenographer and one clerk., and shall
report the result of its investigation to
the house, with snch recommendation
as it may deem proper to make. The
expense of such investigation shall be
paid out of the contingent fund of the
house.

Mr. Johnson presented this resolution
on April 13, soon after the reading or
the jn!:l"ﬂ:il. No sooner was it read.
however. than Mr. [lolman, of Indiana,
c¢hairman of the committee on appropri-
ations made objection as the resolution
invoived expense, against every form of
which, except that relative to pensions,
he sets his face.  He said he thought the
matter should go to one of the standing
committees of the hoase. DBut Mr. Say-
ers, of Texas, also of the appropriations
committee, and ardently in favor of the
resolution, rushaed over to Mr. Iolman
and whispered that what this
cial committee aimed at was greatly
raising the assessment of land in the
District of Columbia. thus causing a
very much larger volume of revenue to
come from a local souree, and propor-
tionately redneing the share of district
expenses that the United States treas-
ury will be ealled to bear. Mr. Holman
saw the point at once—the committee
wonld cost a little something during its
investigation., bat it would effect an
immense saving to the general govern-
ment in the end by making the distriet
pay its own expenses, e immediately
withdrew his objection, and walking
over to Mr. Johnson, said to him pri-
vately: Your idea is magnificent. It
is one of the best things I have heard
this session.  If you carry it through it
will make you a big reputation.”

Meanwhile, Mr. Dingley, of Maine,
renewed the objection, wherenpon Mr.
Savers ran over to him and held a brief,
whispering conference, the consequence
of which was the withdrawal by Mr
Dingley of his objection, probably on
the same grounds that Mre. Holman had
withdrawn his objection.

A few wecks ago the Lake Traversa |
reservation, and yvesterday the Cheyenne |

and Arapahoe reservations were opened
to white settlement For days prior to
the dates of opening. settlers and spee-
ulators were crowding about the border
in readiness for a rush when the signal
should come from a detachment of the
rogular army which was superintonding
this “*catch-as-catch-can” distribution of

land; and all the wild scenes of the .

Oklahoma opening were repeated.
The “‘sooner” too, was there.

The **sooner” is a new term, but it de- !

scribes an old parasite. When a reser-
vation is to be opened, the ‘‘sooner” se-
cretly crosses the border in advance,
and with the advantage this gives him
secures a choice place before any of
those who wait for the rush ecan possi-
bly select what they want. That is the
“sooner” of the reservation country.
Elsewhere he does his “sooning™ openly
and above board. He is even regarded
by some people as a public-spirited man,
who takes up land. and by boarding it
in, nailing it down, tying it up, or other-
wise preventing it from running into the
sea or flving off into space, *“‘holdsit un-
tilit is wanted.” John Jacob Astor was
a typical “sooner.” Finding that there
was a great deal of land on Manhattan
island which no one needed at the time,
and fearing that it might depart like a
thief in the night. he obtained posses-
sion of some of it and held it till more
people eame and paid him handsomely
for his foresicht. The Astor family
has been a family of “‘sooners™ ever
since. Observing that the land most
needed in New York city is along what
is called the backbone. and intending
to do all the good in their power, they
have left it to others to prevent the es-
cape of the land on ecach side, them-
selves holding tenaciously to the back-
bone, and in advance of its demand for
use taking possession of more and more
of it before any suspicion that it wonld
be in demand could prompt it to ran
away. Doubtless there arein every city
and growing town one or more “‘soon-
ers” like the Astors.

But we appreciate our “*sooncrs.” We
protect them by our ccurts, and keep
their taxes down to the lowest point,
fearine that if we did not they wonld
grow despondent and resentfnl. and by
abandoning our vacant land allow it to
run off and hide. Not so with Uncle
Sam. [He actnally sends soldiers after
his “sooners to drive them from the
reservations.  His poliey is bad. Some
time when he opens a reservation, hav-
ing exelnded the “sooners,”™ all that va-
cant land will have gone to parts un-
known while the anxious settlers were
waiting at the boundary line for per-
mission to lay hold upon a piece.—The
