A DAMAGING STORM.
The DNestruction In and Out of Chieago
Beginnlog te be Comprehended.

Cuicaco, June 25.—The damage
wrought by the storm Thursday and
Thursday night is much worse than at
first snpposed. Over three inches of
riain fell in Chicago and the immediate
vieinity, Sewers were burst and the
dirty water flooded the basements of
the down-town stores. Fire engines
were called into service to pump out
the water. The damage to the stock in
the varions stores will foot up £150,000.
The Chicomo river rose rapiily and all
traffic in the harbor had to be sus
pended as the eurrent was mo strong
that the tug beoats could do ncthing.
OUne of the worst fontures was the dam-
age to streets, over thirty-five miles of
which are left in a terrible condition.
It is estimated that $25,000 will be re-
gquires to place them in condition.

The telephone service suffered con-
siderably, and large gangs of men were
busy all day untungling the wires,

Omntside the city the damage was se-
vere.  Raiflroads were washed oat and
trafiie was practically suspended on all
roads, Many maile did not arrfve until
late last night. Just how much damage
has been done to crops is not casy to
estimate. The generzl report is that
wheat and oats bave suffered by the
starm, but corn has been but little af-
feeted. As harvesting is in progress
the heavy rains will delay it. A special
dispateh says that grain is badly lodeed
for twenty-five miles on  both sides of
the Mississippi.

A eyelone at Harves, 111, blew down
a dozen honess and injured 2 number of
prople. but thus {far no deaths have
been reported.

The Village of Caba Clty. Wis,, Devastat-
ed by a Toroada,
GanExa, 1. Jape 25, —The village of

Cuba City. Wis,, about fifteen miles
north of here was devastated by a
tornado Wednesday eveninz. The

storm swept everyvthing io its path for
a distance of several miles. Every
business house in the town was totally
demalished. Not a tree, windmill, or
house is left standing between Cuba
City and Hazel Green. On account of
washouts on the track, and the loss of
fix bridges between Cuba City and
Galena, the Northwestern trains will
not be able to move for some time.

At Ottawa, IlL, the Fox and [llinois
rivers are within a fost of the high-
water marks of May. Residents in the
low lands have been forced out of their
homes again, and the factories along
the rivers are under water.

Davton, Il1l, is perhaps the heaviest
loser in the Fox walley, as tne large
factories are five to twelve feet under
water, and the dam which supplies the
power for the mills has gone out. The
water rose five inches yesterday at
Rock Island, and much fear is felt, as
the dike which protects the city may
break.

At Rockford the water is falling quite
rapidly.

WHO IS STEVENSON?

A Brief Sketch of the FPablle Carcer of
the Nominee for Vice-President on the
Democratic Ticket—Ie s s Native of
Kentucky, Bat Has Spent the Greatsr
Portion of His Life In Illivocls.

Broowmixarox, Ill., June 25.—Hon.
Adlai E. Stevenson, of Illinois, the nom-

to the people of the country, not only
' as an ardent demoecat, but as one who-
has occupied many high positions of
publie trust. He was born in Christian
county, Ky., near the beautiful little.
city of Hopkinsville, October 23, 1835,
and removed to Bloomington, I1l.,when
16 years of age. He was educated at.
Center college, Kentucky, and at the
Illinois Wesleyan university. After his
graduation Mr. Stevenson studied law

| at Bloomington, and at the age of 22

| years was admitted to the bar, whera
he svon won distinstion.
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Gen, :-ld’m E. Fterenson,

In 1850 Mr. Stevenson went back tos
Kentueky, where he scttled in Wood-
ford eounty, and in 1561 was clected
master in chaneery. which position
he held with great fidelity nntil 1865,
when the people, in recognition of his.
conspicunons  serviees  and personal
worth,elected him state attorney for the
Twenty-third judicial district.  This
office he filled with distinguished abili-
ty during four years of as troublous
times as Kentucky ever saw, endearing
himself even to those against whom he
proceeded. In 1264 he was a candidate
for presidential clector on the MeClel-
land ticket, and stumped the state for
the candidate.

But Mr, Stevenson was not destined
to remain a Kentuckian, Early in 1569
he returned to DBloomington, 111, and
resumed the practice of law. In 1874
he was elected a representative from
Illinois to the Foarty-fourth congress,
where he served with distinetion and
ranked at orce among the democratic
leaders of that body, In 1877 he was a
members of the board of visitors to the
West Point military academy,

In 1578 Mr. Stevenson was elected a
representative to the Forty-sixth con-
gress, and in 1852 was returned to the
Forty-eighth congress. His three terms
in the national house of representatives
were characterized by careful attention
to public business. In fact his official
career so commended him as o faithful,
honest, determined servant of the peo-
ple that in July, 1855, Mr. Stevenson
was appointed by President Cleveland
as first assistant postmaster general, a
position which he filled with satisface
tion to the administration.
