FROM JOY TO GRIEF.

The Sad uel to a Happy Thanksgiviog

C. Dyer at Webster Groves, Mo.—Thos.
I:lliot Dyer, the Professor’s Second Son,
Acecldently Shot and Instantly Killed

TWhile Carelessly Handling a Shotgun.

St. Louis, Nov. 26.—Young Thomas
Elliott Dyer, second son of William C"
Dyer, principal of the Madison school,
lies dead at the residence of his ?nrenu
at Webster Groves. Full of life and
cndowed with rare mental gifts and
personal charms the lad was the idol
of an unusyally bright and happy
family circle. At the close of a pleas-~
antly spent Thanksgiving holiday he
was called to his final account-
ing without a moment’s warning.
He was shot through the heart by
the accidental discharge of a gun and,
falling into the arms of his elder
brother, died without a groan. His
mother was alone in the house to re-
ceive the remains of her son.

Thursday the Dyer family assem-
bled to partake of a Thanksgiving din-
ner, which was not one alone in name,
but in reality. William C. Dyer, his
wife and three boys, were joined at the
family board by Charles A. Dyer,
brother of the head of the family. and
wife; the father of Mr. Dyer and other
guests. In the afternoon, after the re-
past, William C. Dyer accompanied his
aged father to his homeat Glendale,
Charles A. Dyer and wife returned
to their home in the city, and John
and Thomas Dyer took their shot-
guns and started off for an
afternoon’s hunt in the susrounding
country. The boys pursued their pas-
time until nearly 5 o'clock, and then
turned their steps homeward. Near
Kirkwood they met three acquaintances
who were riding in a wagon along the
county road leading to Webster Groves.
The young huntsmen jumped into the
vehicle, placed their guns in the bot-
tom of the wagon and jolted along mer-
rily. chattin g and laughing with their
companions. .

When the party reachell the cross-
roads a few hundred vards from the
Dyer residence, the wagon stopped and
John Dyer took up his gun and jumped
out. Thomas Dyer followed him, and
turning round, seized his gun by the
muzzle and drew it quickly towards
him. The hammer caught on the
wagon bed, and one barrel was dis-
charged, sending a heavy load of shot
through his left breast. The shot
passed through the heart and issued
on the left side of the back. The
voung man whirled round once, and
John Dyer, who had just turned round
to thank his friends for theride, canght
him before he could fall. Death was
instantaneous.

A number of pérsons who were at-
tracted to the scene of the awful acei-
dent by the veport of the gun, followed
the wagon to the house and assisted in
removing the dead toone of the rooms.
Messengers were sent in quest of the
father, who reached home a few hours
later to receive the stunning blow.

Mr. Dyer was missed at the Madison
school yesterday morning and the
teachers were at a loss to account for
his absence, until they saw a death
notice in the morning papers announc-
ing that Thomas E. Dyer had met
death suddenly.

The dead boy was 17 years of age
and was receiving his education at the
school of which his father is principal.
He was well advanced in his studies,
and in personal appearance was tall
and strikingly handsome. Among his
associates he was a general favorite.

A THANKSGIVING HOLD UP.

The Pullman Car Passengers on & North-
ern Paclfic Traln Compelod to Dis-
gorge by a Rand of Bold Robbers.
SEATTLE, Wash., Nov. 26.—The over-

land west-bound train on the Northern
Pacific was held np Thursday evening
near Hot Springs by three masked
men, who robbed all of the male pas-
sengers in the Punllman sleeper Wa-
dena, six in all. The robbers entered
the car, it is believed, at Hot Springs,
as the train had not gone five miles
from that place when the men entered
the rear part of the sleeper.

The first man they met was E. H.
Miller, of Portland, Ore., who was in
the smoking compartment. He was re-
lieved of #10 and a gold watch, and
then told to march in ahead of the rob-
bers, which he did. One of the high-
waymen went to the extreme end of
the car, while the others stood guard
at the end they entered. All were
dressed in dark eclothes, overcoats,
sloach hats and wore handkerchiefs
over their faces with holes cut out for
eves. They placed revolvers at the
heads of the passengers and commanded
them to hold up their hands.

As the robbing was going on 8. .J.
F reedman of Portland, Ore., eame in
from an adjoining car, and as he en-
tered, not knowing what was going on,
he was commanded to hold up his
hands, but not complying quick
enough the robber nearest to him fired
a shot throngh the side of the ear and
then Freedman understood what was
wanted and he handed over his valua-
bles. The robbers did mot molest the
ladies, of whom there were four with
two children, telling them to keep
guiet and no harm would come to
them. This they did :

After robbing everybody in the car
and without going to any of the other
cars, the robbers pulled the bell-cord,
giving ‘the proper signals, and when
the car stopped they pulled the bell to
start again and jumped off and fled to
the woods.
