SENATE CHANGES.
The .Legitimate Returns Give the Demo-

crats a Substantial Majority.
Of the 83 members of the present

United States senate the terms of 29
expire on the 4th of March, and one
other, Perkins, of Kansas, was appoint-
ed to fill a Vacancy, and bis successor
is about to be elected for the remainder
of the term ending in 1S95. Of the
present senators 47 are republicans, S3
democrats, and 3, Peffer, of Kansas,
and Kyle, of South Dakota, represent
the people's party. Of the 30 who go
out of office with the present session 19
are republicans and 11 are democrats.
In six states the elections hare already
been held, and the others are to come
during the present month. Republic-
ans will succeed republicans in the fol-
lowing states: Connecticut, Maine,
Massachusetts, - Michigan. Minnesota,
North Dakota, Ohio, Pennsylvania.
Rhode Island, Vermont and Washing-
ton. In Ohio, --Senator Sherman has al-
ready been reelected, in Rhode Island
Senator Aldrkh, and in Vermont Sen-
ator Proctor. Democrats' will succeed
democrats in the following eleven
states: Delaware, ' Florida, Indiana,
Maryland, Mississippi, Missouri. New
Jersey, Tennessee, Texas, Virginia
and West Virginia. Gorman, of Mary-
land; George, of Mississippi, and Dan-
iel, of Virginia, are already reelected.
There has been no question at anytime
6ince "he November - election that
democrats would succeed republicans
in New York and Wisconsin. This
wonld leave six states unaccounted for,
reduce the number of republican sena-
tors to 45 and increase the number of
democratic senators to 41. Besides,
Senator Stewart, who is to be re-

elected in Nevada, can no longer be
counted as a republican, his supporters
being of the people's party.

The five states which have been re-

garded as uncertain are California.
Kansas, Montana, Nebraska and
Wyoming. The California senate con-
sists of 22 republicans and IS demo-
crats. In the assembly, or lower
house, there are 41 democrats, 31 re-
publicans, and 8 populists. This
leaves the democrats short of a ma-
jority on the joint ballot, bnt they are
no longer divided as to their candidate,
who is Mr. Stephen M White, and
three of the populists are regarded as
favorable to their side in the contest.
The populists may stand together for
a time in support of a candidate of
their own. but there is every proba-

Oatl HaasUtoa's Bitter Arraigmeat of
Gladstone The Murder of Floroae)
Maybriek, by Slow Tortar ta Woklsg
rrteoa. Laid at th Groat Statesman's
Door A KesponsibUlty That Caa Kot Bo
Shifted. .
Boston, Jan. 6. Miss Abigail Dodge

"Gail Hamilton" has ed her bat-
teries in the Maybriek ease, and last
night published a long sensational
letter addressed to Hon. W. E. Glad-
stone, the British prime minister.
She says, in part: "L in the name of
God, arraign yon. the head of the Brit-
ish government, for the murder of
Florence Maybriek. now dying in the
convict prison at Woking. The home
secretary of the late government who
began the torture; the late prime
minister, who sustained him in it; the
present home secretary, who continues
it these are all as guilty as yon; but I
do not know whether they believe in a
God. Von believe in God.

"It is therefore because yon believe
in God that I invoke the witness of Al-

mighty God while I charge yon with
the murder of the innocent woman who
is perishing in Woking prison.' We
have been asking justice in the name of
mercy. I ask for justice, and for jus-
tice only, and I ask it in her own stern
and sacred name.

"Yon have been personally appealed
to, and yon have passed by on the other
side. Yon have said it was the business
of the home office, which would, of
course, do its dnty. It is the old pre-
text of Cain. What ground have yon
for assuming that the home office does
its dnty?

"We appeal to the home office and
the home office asks for new evidence.
This cry of 'new evidence' of innocence
is used to disguise the terrible fact
that there is no evidence of guilt; and
it is unjust, illegal, odious. With all
the wealth of the government at yonr
disposal, with all the machinery of the
courts and the malice of yonr prisoner's
foes, yon could furnish no proof of her
guilt, and yon bind her hand and foot
in a living tomb and demand that she
shall produce evidence of her inno-
cence. The British government not only
murders her, but slanders her. Ru-
mor is rife that it is resentment of
American intervention which keeps her
prison door locked. This is a false pre-
text. Her prison doors were locked
for two years before American agita-
tion began. There are rumors that it
is a tone of menace in American inter-
vention which acts against her. The
only menace is in the voice of eternal
justice speaking through the British
conscience.

"Go on your cruel way, because yon
can. She is alone, and poor, and weak,
and a foreigner. She can lose you no
votes in England, for she has no friends,
no family. Make the sacrifice complete.
Bat if there be a God, who marks and
notes the ways of this world, who hears
the voice of innocent blood crying nnto
Him from the ground, it is better to be
the young wife and mother perishing
in Woking prison than the prime min-
ister of the government which works
her torture and her slaughter."

INVADING CATTLEMEN

Placed on Trial at Cheyenne. Wyo. Ot
Forty-Fo- ur Defendants Only Twenty-Fo- ur

Put la an Appearance No Arms
In Court.
CirerEXXE, Wya, Jan. 6. Promptly

at 10 o'clock yesterday in tbe district
court the trial of the cattlemen Who
invaded Johnson county was com-
menced. Judge Scott instructed the
clerk to enter an order that all prison-
ers appear in court without fire-arm- s,

and that this order shall apply to wit-
nesses and spectators. The sherifE was
directed to see that the order was
strictly enforced. Tbe case was then
taken up. Of the forty-fou-r defendants
in the case only twenty-fou- r were pres-
ent.

The trial will hardly begin in ear-
nest this week. At noon the regular
panel had been exhausted, and not a
man .had been retained. The sheriff
subpoenaed fifty more men for jury
service. Jndges Davidson and Ballard,
of Denver, and Breckens and Heywood,
of Buffalo, Wyo., who represent the
prosecution in the cattlemen's case, and
Judges Vandeventer. Brown, Stoll and
Donsellman, who represent the de-

fendants, were on hand and ready for
business.

THE PRESIDENT IN HIS PRIME.

The Report That He Is In Failing Health
Denied by Mr. Wanamaker T1 Wot a
Clever Thing to Make an Invalid or a
Maa Bowed Down with Grief.
Washington', Jan. 6. In view of the

statement published that President
Harrison's health was failing and that
he was likely to break down, Postma-

ster-General Wanamaker said the
report that the president was in fail-
ing health must have originated with
some one with little opportunity to
know the truth. The fact is the presi-
dent is in perfect health, and has not
in four years been away from his desk
a single day from personal sickness.
"I would take him to be now
at his very prime, and with the
great business capacity he has
developed and his tireless habits of
work, he has been able to accomplish
each day twice as much labor as in hit
former le?al business life. It is not a
clever thing to make an invalid oat of
a man because uncommon griefs are
not laid off at the end df thirty days.
It is quite likely that Stanford univer-
sity is seeking him, so are. also, a score
of other things, but until bis work is
completed here, I doubt if be will seri-
ously think of future occupation.

A PEOPLE'S PRESIDENT, r

What Wa May Expect of Graver Clave-laa- d

as Chief Execative-- ;

It seems more than ever likely to be
demonstrated in the second adminis-
tration of President Cleveland that he
means to be indeed tbe president of
the country while in office. We have
had none too many of such men in the
president's chair, bnt it is . a notable
fact that those who have thus asserted
themselves have more than any others
found favor with the people. The two
most conspicuous instances of this kind
have, perhaps, been Jackson and Lin-
coln. Their way of asserting them-
selves, respectively, were as far apart
as possible; yet each was sure to ,aV.
tain his end at last, and each had the
full approbation of the people in so do-

ing. Jackson was a man headstrong,
violent, willful, but honest, thorough-
ly patriotic, thoroughly American. - He
fought some of the ablest men in hi
own party that any president has ever
encountered. It is not at all sure that
he was right in all these controversies,
yet the heart of the people was
with him- - They liked his courage,
and tbey particularly sympathized
with his disposition to resist
th , attempt of cliques in his party to
controL They even overlooked he
fact that other cliques were insidious-
ly doing the same thing because they
saw that Jackson was unconscious of
the fact, and also that he was earnest
in his resistance to the attempt of the
money power of the country to obtain
special privileges in the government.
There is an unmistakable analogy be-

tween the position of Jackson and
that of Cleveland on this latter point.

Cleveland is more like Jackson than
like Lincoln in his personal tempera-
ment. He is frank rather than politic
in his methods. lie has a much better
comprehension of the principles of gov-
ernment than had Jackson, however,
and less tendency to personal willful-
ness. Both men have sought to serve
the country, but Jackson acted more
from impulse, and was apt to forget
everything but self when he encoun-
tered opposition in the government.
He made everything of this kind a per-
sonal matter. We do not find the same
disposition in Cleveland, but we do
recognize in him a strongsense of what
he owes to the country, and a determi-
nation to discharge his duty in this re-
spect. Here his assertion of personality
is as strong as that of Jackson, lie
will use the whole power of his great
office to such an end. In so doing he
will find the country with him. Bos-

The celebrated North Carolina nug

get, fonnd in the Reed mine, and so
often claimed to be the largest found in
America, weighed only 80 pounds.

In 1843, near Miask, Siberia, 96 pounds
4 ounces.

The great "King of Water Moon nng- -

get," found in Australia in 1833, weighed
2 33 pounds and 4 ounces.
- In 1854, at Ballarat, Victoria, 184
pounds 10 ounces.

In 13J.8. the Welcome," at liakary
Hill. Victoria. 183 pounds 11 ounces.

In 1871. at Rattlesnake river, Cali
fornia, 108 pounds and 3 ounces. In
the same year another was found in
Sierra county of exactly the same
weight.

In 18S1, on Kanaka creek, California,
96 pounds.

In 1851, Memo creek. New South
Wales, three nuggets, each 105 pounds.

In 1870, John's Paddock, Victoria, 81
pounds.

In 1S65. Maryboro, Australia, SS
pounds 4 ounces.

In 1855, Fryer's creek, Australia, 84
pounds.

The largest nugget ever found in
Colorado was at Breckinridge and
weighed orer 13 pounds, but ras mixed
with lead, carbonate and quartz. Chi-

Paris. Jan. 14. The evidence so far
in tbe Panama trial is regarded as as-
suring conviction. The report of M.
Flory, the government accountant, coo-ten-ds

that the responsibility for tbe
Panama frauds and deception rests np-
on the whole board of Panama directors.
because, having squandered the share i
capital, they concealed the real situation
by false statements in order to obtain
subscriptions and protect their own in-

terests. M. Flory's report leaves no
doubt as to the deliberate character of
the deception practiced npon the pub-
lic. The public are already beginning
to discuss the sentences that
will be passed npon the De
Lesseps and their associates in the
event of conviction. It is believed that
President Perivier will pronounce a
severe penalty, as from the first be- - has

His decisions have
always commanded the respect of the
people, as well as of the bar.

CLAY HOPPER DEAD.

Decomposition Demonstrates that the
Toledo Cataleptic Ko Longer lives.

Toledo, O.. Jan. 14. Clay Hopper,
the young man who has been lying in
a so-eall- trance for the past two
weeks, after having his funeral sermon
preached, is finally dead. Decomposi-
tion set in Thursday in places where
electricity had been applied in the hope
of reviving him, and the family have
given up all hope and concede that the
boy is dead.

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ly chosen to succeed Mr. Felton in the
United States senate. This will bring
tbe republicans to a minority, with 4J
members, and give the democrats 42
senators. In the Kansas - legisla-
ture the populists control the
senate by a majority - of
10, but the republicans have a slender
control of the house, which . they
threaten to increase by deciding con
tests in tbeir favor. According to the
face of the returns the populists have
on joint ballot 83 votes, the republic-
ans 79 and tbe democrats 3. This gives
the small democratic contingent the
balance of power, and there is likely
to be a very warm contest. The
chances are wholly against republican
success and in favor of the election of
another people's party senator from
Kansas. The uncertainty in Montana
cont inues, and there is likely to be a
lively fight. The democrats control
the senate, having 10 members to 6 for
the republicans. In tbe honse 26 re-
publicans. 26 democrats and 3 populists
hold certificates of election, but the ef-

fect of the decision of the supreme
court of the state is that one of the
democrats is not entitled to his certifi-
cate and that his republican opponent
was legally elected. The upshot seems
likely to be a serious difficulty in or-
ganizing the house, and possibly the
setting up of rival houses, neither of
which will have a majority of the
members without the help of the popu-
lists. It is not improbable that there
may be two claimants for the seat in
the United States senate, with the
chance that the democrat will get it.

The republicans have been trying
hard to steal the legislatures of both
Montana and Wyoming. In the former
state one precinct was thrown ont by
the democrats on account of frand, and
the court decided that its vote should
be counted. In Wyoming a republican
county clerk threw out the returns of
a precinct to reelect himself and send
two republicans to the legislature, in
spite of the protests of his two asso-
ciates on the board of canvassers. The
supreme court of the state has upset
his work, and tbe result will be the
control of the legislature and the elec-
tion of the senator by the democrats.
In Nebraska, as in Kansas, there is a
contest between the populists and re-
publicans for the control of tbe legisla-
ture, the outcome of which is not cer-
tain, but the populists are plainly enti-
tled to the victory.

The legitimate result of tbe latest
elections of state legislatures wonld be
in the next United States senate 4
democrats, 39 republicans, and 5 popu-
lists, placing Stewart, of Nevada, in
the latter category. That is likely to
be tbe actual result, and it will give
the democrats control through the
casting vote of the vice president. The
populists are pretty sure to vote with
the democrats on questions of tariff
reform, and there are believed to be
several republicans who will not vote
against them on such Questions. Con-
sidering that fact, it seems hardly
worth while to keep np the effort to
steal senators in the hope of maintain-
ing a barrier for the protection of the
beneficiaries of McKinleyism- - The
odium and scandal will be incurred
without the compensation for which
the risk is taken. N. Y. Times.
