I am one of many who agree with the
editor of the Register, in being opposed

tooth and toe-na- il to further appro-
priations of the peopled money by yet
unknown thousands of dollars to the
State University.

It seems to me, that of all the
"cheeky" things that have lately been
perpetrated, the most contemptibly self
ish, is the act of Prof. Jesse and his
auxiliaries, of the State University, in
asking for an appropriation of $300,000
this year, after the exceedingly liberal
appropriation they received last year.

This is strong language, but it is fully
warranted by the facts in the case, es
pecially so, when we consider that one
of the expedients proposed for increas
ing the available funds of the State is
that of reducing the appropriations for
the public schools, from one-thi- rd to
one-fourt- h of the public revenue. It
seems that the University officials are
as willing to fatten at the expense of
the public schools as they were last
year. The rebate of taxes paid by the
U. S. Government last year to the State
of Missouri, belonged, in all justice, to
her tax-payer- s, out of whose pockets
said taxes were extracted; and it should
by all means have been placed where
it would have benefited most of them
to the credit of the public school fund.

If the University people are not care
ful they will as has been done by oth
er interests "kill the goose that lays
the golden egg." For it is absolutely
true, in financial as well as other affairs,
that "one extreme will follow the oth-

er." I, for one, do abt not that many of
those who favored the enormous appro
priation to the University, at the last
session of the Legislature, were greatly
influenced by the anticipation of the
feast prepared for them by the citizens
and school officials of Columbia. Per-
haps the same trap, baited by the same
or a similar inducement, will again
catch an excessive apropriation.

If the present Legislature is as prod
igal in the expenditure of State funds
as the last one was, it is to be hoped
that those who favor such prodigality
by their votes, will have abundant
reason to repent having done so.

The members of the Legislature claim
to be "the servants of the people;" as
such they are bound by their oaths, to
do their utmost to advance the best in-

terests of their constituents to labor
unremittingly for "the greatest good
for the greatest number."

I trust that our Representative will
agreably surprise the tax-paye- rs of his
county by opposing extravagant ex-
