; FIFTY-SECON- D CONGRESS.
Ix the senate, on the 27th. commendable prog-

ress was made. The pensioa bill, carrying &a
appropriation of J15T.500.000, was passed without
amendment. Senator Colquitt made his first
appearance for the session, and the day closed
with the usual eulogies upon the late Senator
Kcana, of "West Virginia In the house the
Indian appropriation bill was passed, the sun-
dry civil appropriations bill was sent to confer-
ence, and the senate amendment to the car-coupl-

bill was concurred in. '

In the senate, on the 28th. the naval appro-
priation till was taken up. amended an dpassed.
The agricultural appropriation bill was also
passed, as was the till regarding the sale of in-

toxicating liquors in the District or Columbia.
The senate refused to go into executive session.

In the house the bill placing pig tin and
ore on the free list was passed. The greater
part of the day was consumed in consideration
t the Turpin-McDuff- y contested election case,

the sitting member (Turpin) being declared en-
titled to the seat.

Is the senate, on the 1st. the report of the
conference committee on the sundry civil till
was presented, and led to a long financial dis-
cussion on the Sherman bond amendment with
the result that the amendment was receded
from by the senate In the house the ses-
sion was consumed principally in considering a
motion made by Mr. Hatch to suspend the rules
and pass the anti-optio- n bill, but the house de-
cided, by a vote of yeas. 172, nays, 121. not to
agree to Mr. Hatch's motion a two-third- s vote
being necessary under a suspension of the rules.

In the senate, on the 2d. consideration of the
post office bill was completed, the Indian ap-
propriation bill was amended and adopted, and
the deficiency (the last of the appropriation
bills) was acted upon In the house the day
was consumed in considering the sundry civil
appropriation bill amid great confusion despite
the speaker's efforts to preserve order.

In the senate, on the 3d. conference reports
on the legislative, the post office, the agricul-
tural and the house appropriation bills were
agreed to, and all the house bills on the calendar
unobjected to were disposed cf together with
various other odds and ends of legislation In
the horse the World's fair appropriation
amendment to the sundry civil bill was rejected
and the till was returned to conference.

Judge I'hiHps. ot tlie Federal Court, Does
Xut (irntT!sir WrUoTiri-he- a Corpus
In lilt Ioclsn lie Take Orensltm to
Score tliR Cotty Iaxvt and to (iive Gov.
Utone a Thru-- : t An Apnea! to Ixt Taken.

. Kansas City, Mo.. March 3. In a lengthy
opinion in the federal court yesterday Jude
Philips denied the petition of Benjamin P,
Copcnhaver and Thomas D. Xevitt, St. Clair
county judges, who asked to be discharged from
imprisonment by a habeas corpus process.

7'he agitation of the question Just at this
time is due to the state's rights mossaire of
Gov. Stone to the legislature not long ago.
Tuesday afternoon a writ of habeas corpus wa3
sued out by John H. Lucas, of the firm of John-
son & Lucas, attorneys for the-judge- '

Judge Philips began .reading, after Just a mo-

ment's psuse. from his type-writte- n opinion.
it took him iit-- t thirty minutes to read liie ul-tcc- n

pages of close tvpewrltintr. Some of it was
sarcastic, some deep cud mystifying to minds
unversed in law. and soms was humorous. Oc-

casionally the attorneys smiled across the room
at each other when an unusually good point wa3
made, but there was hardly a soand except the
voice of the judge during the entire half hour of
the reading.

In part Judge Phillips said:
"This application involves the authority of

this court to imprison judges of the state county
courts for refusal to obey the writ of mandamus.
It is sufficient to say that this has now been tho
settled practice established by decisions of the
supreme court of ths United States for over
thirty years. It is a question which has called
forth the hest efforts of the ablest lawyers of
the republic in its discussion, and on which has
been expended a vast wealth of lesal aad judi-
cial learning. It received its quietus in the
causa celet ra of RIggs against Johnson county
(6 Wall, 166). There was nothing political'or
revolutionary in the history of the establish-
ment of this rule or practice in the federal
courts."

. POWER OF THE FEDERAL, COURT.
The doctrine sprang from the necessities of

the case, the opinion said. The federal court
had power to try cases ajrainst counties and
other organizations and bring- them to judg-
ment: but according to the petitioner it has no
right to enforce such judgment. This, the opin-
ion said, was a trSvesty on justice and if a
suitor obtained judgment in a federal court he
had no right to ezact that court to do all in it3
power to execute that judgment. Judge Phil
ips declined to enter into any discussion of
what congress might have done to mitigate
any supposed evils of the present prac
tice, but said that unless congress did wholly
strip federal courts of their jurisdic
tion where municipalities were concerned, such
federal court would continue to execute their
judgments by mandamus on the agents of thosa
against whom judgment had been rendered.
Judge Philips recalled that he and Senator
Vest had been attorneys for St. Ciair county in
this same case years ago, had fought it through
the state courts and up into the United States
supreme court only to be left "dead in the last
ditch."' The opinion held that after a case had
once been decided as legal no subsequent rul
ings of courts or change of opinion in the stato
can affect it, and it continues thus:

'After these judgments were thus fastened
immovably upon the tax-paye- of the county,
the tax-paye- have been largely induced to re-
sist settlement by compromise because of the
laci mat a iegasus can tie reuuceo to a noDbv-
horse on which the local agitator hopes to ride
into couniy omce.

THE COTTY LAW SCORED.
The Cotty law was scored as having for its

Inspiration and object to prevent judgments of
the United States courts against counties and
cities from being collected. Judge Philips
declared its title should read: "An act to pre
vent the collection of judgments rendered in
United States courts against any county or
municipality in the state." In effect, the Getty
law subjects United States Judgments on con
tracts made before that law went into effect to
the supervision of the county court only to act
In the matter when it thinks best. Then they
can make a record asking the county attorney,
at his own sweet will, to present the mattar to
the state circuit court, which again need not
obey the judgment of the federal court unless it
wants to. A case under this law was taken to
the United, States supreme court, which de-
cided that, as the contract was made before
ths Cotty law, was passed the execution of the
judgment must be fulfilled the same as if the
law had never been made. So when the county
judges make a levy pursuant to the judgment
rendered they will be obeying the supreme law
of the land, and will be protected from any in
terference of the state courts by the United
States government. As to the state constitu
tion limiting the judges to a tax levy of fifty
cents on siuu. as set torta coun
sel, the concluding clause of that section of the
constitution expressly excepts from opera-
tion of such restriction the "taxes levied for
debts now existing." Besides, as this nrovi- -

sion first appeared in the constitution in 1875,
it has no application to this debt, which was
maae previous to mat time.

THE SHORN LAMB.

The opinion continues:
"Thacourt will furthermore sav that where

the amount of the judgment is so great as to
be unduly burdensome in any one year, the
court will require only a moderate part each
year. 'The wind Is always tempered to the
snorn lamo. " ,

As to plea of petitioners that the imprison
ment of judges interferes with the business of
the county, Judge Philips said the same plea
might be made if the judges were arrested for
common crime. If the county business suffers
it Is caused by the judges themselves, and is
not the fault of the United States court. In
regard to the assertion of Gov. Stone that the
United States courts were overriding the de-
cisions of the state court, the judge said:

It is insisted here, as elsewhere, that the
federal courts of this jurisdiction in attempt
ing to enforce tns collection or tnese county
bonds are disregarding and overriding the de
cisions of the state supreme court in construing
the constitution and statutes of the state. Some
times the cure for a prevailing and public dis
temper is tounu in a lorgouen or neglected
chapter in history, written or unwritten. I will
take this occasion to recall one connected with
the county bond litigation of this state which es
tablishes the-faet- , however little it may suit the
purposes or some people, tnat tne responsiwiity
tor tne judgments in tnis court against fet,
Clair county rests rather upon the rulings of
the state supreme court than the federal court."

A brief history of the case was here cited to
show the progress of the suits through the
courts and the passage of the state laws after
its decision was rendered that was calculated to
nullify the decision.

A SLAP AT GOV. STONE.
In regard to the position of the United States

and the rights of the government, the decision
gives this direct slap at the governor:

No lawyer or statesmen will question the
right of the supreme court to construe the fed-
eral constitution and determine when a state
law impairs the obligation of contract or that
its decision is conclusive ana becomes tne su-
preme law. of the land. It reaches the very
depths of shallowness to imagine that any con-
flict of duty or obligation exists in the case of
these petitioners. The excuse has no founda-
tion in fact or law."

The decision closes as follows:
"It would be a disgrace to the state to re

pudiate it, and I believe it would be an insult to
the honor and intelligence of the people of
the county to suggest such an attempt. The
proper solution of the problem is an adjust-
ment." .

Judge Philips remanded the judges back to
jail, but expressed the wish that the case might
be taken to the supreme court and settled for
all.

Bay City, Mich., March 3. What
had been looked forward to as one of
the pleasant davs in the historv of F.
Wheeler's ship yards at West Uay City,
yesterday terminated in a most fright-
ful accident. The company was to lay
the keel of the Centurion, the one hun-
dredth boat built by them, and it was
an event" of more than ordinary im-

portance, drawing people from all over
the Saginaw valley. When the timbers
bad been placed and the speeches and
presentation of a silver ink serv-
ice to the company had been
made, the vast throng ad-

journed to the woodworking yard
where Xo. 85M a- - large wooden sehooner
built for Colin McLaughlin and others,
of Port Huron, was to be "launched.
The steam barge Kittie M. Forbes lay
frozen in the ice on the north side of
the slip in which the ice had been
broken before the liunch. Hundreds
of boys and many men flocked tothS"
steamer and climbed to her hurricane,
deck. They were warned of their dan-
ger and told that the swell from the
schooner when launched would knock
them off. but many remained, the view
being very good from that point. '

When all was ready, at 4:45 o'clock,
and. the last hawser cut, the schooner
started slowly - for the water. Then-wit- h

a rush she plunged into the icy
slip, and an immense wave forced the
ice and steamer Forbes in the air. The
Forbes rolled until half over, and then
the crowd on shore saw a sight which
chilled them. Those who had remained
on the upper deck were clinging on for
life, if they could find projections, while
less fortunate ones were flying head
long toward the water. ...Fully thirty
were thrown overboard, and in an in-

stant the black forms rose to the sur
face between the two boats and in the
field of broken ice. How many are
lost has not been ascertained but
George Hawkins and Ross Bennett,
boys living in this city, and Fred
Peel, a Michigan Central conductor
from Detroit, are missing. Fully a
dozen were injured, among them being
Fred Babcock, George Doyle, William
