It is true, that there are people not
a few, who, if they could litigate at
home, and have the State boar the ex
pense and pay them besides, would
keep the neighborhood in hot water'
perpetually. ' --

But the justices are conservators of
the, peace, and so refer them to the
grand jury, and when they must go
seventy or eighty miles, their interest
in the peace and dignity of the State of
Missouri, like BobtAcresV valor, oozes
out at the palms of their hands.

But in sizing up a district, the church
must not be overlooked. In this dis
trict there are eight places where
prayer is wont to be made, and Metho
dists, Baptists and Campbellites wrestle
with worn out theories, when called to
grapple with conditions.

Christianity, like its Author, is the
same yesterday, to-d- ay and forever.
But the mode of its presentation to men
varies, so as to connect with the high
est phase of thought in the age, and
among the people to whom it is sent.
The Biblical history of the evolution of
Christianity, is contained in one
sentence. God, who at sundry times
and in divers manners, spoken in times
past unto the fathers by the prophets,
hath in these last days, spoken unto us
by His Son. By this process of evolu
tion, Christianity has risen step by step,
the tendency in every change being to
simplify.

The incarnation of Christ was. not
the end of evolution. It only organized
a new departure. Up to that time
Truth had been clothed in local image-
ry, which those not to the manor born
failing to grasp, cried in agony, "Oh,
that I knew where I might find Him!"

The West End of Iron County, Mo.,

NUMBER THREE.

Twenty-thre- e years ago, the popula-

tion of this district averaged a small
fraction above five to the square mile.
To-da- y it is below four.

For twenty-on- e of the twenty-thre- e

years, the average annual death rate
was a small fraction above three.

But in 1890 and '91, la grippe sowed
a crop, all of which has not yet been
reaped, but 1892 broke the record and
rolled up twelve deaths.

Within a few years the district has
suffered severely by death. Such men
as Dr. Samuel Lucas, A. C. Crocker,
Peter Pauley and John McMahon, when
taken away are not readily replaced.

Tbe prevalent drift of the population
to towns has taken many. But emi-

gration does not always weaken a com
munity; it sometimes unloads it, and
enables judicious men to substitute im-

proved implements for mere manual
labor.

For example, when by using a self--

binder a farmer can put his grain in
shock for seventy cents an acre, and his
hay in his barn or stack at one dollar
and twenty-fiv- e cents per ton, by using
the mowing machine and horse rake, it
does not pay him to continue the. old
system of manual labor. By depriving
them of work, a class of men are turned
loose and must remove.

A few jrears ago, Belleview Valley
saw a nice example of that idea. In
one harvest, fourteen self-binde- rs were
running in the valley, which turned
adrift seventy men. Of course this idea
does not obtain to the same extent in the
West End of Iron county, because there
is not so much grain produced there,
but it holds good in proportion.

In order to use improved implements
effectively, the farmer must clean up
his ground. This does much good.

But with a diminution of population,
it is pleasant to record an increase of
intelligence among the people.

Twenty-thre- e years ago there was
one post-offic- e in the district, and mail
service once a week. Now there are
five post-office- s, and admirable mail
service three times a .week.

There is a sufficient supply of stores.
corn-mill- s, saw-mil- ls and blacksmith
shops. If the owners of saw-mil- ls

would rig up annexes to their mills in
the shape of hoop factories, the post
oak on the Ozarkswill supply material
for millions of sawed hoops which pay
well.

Many of the people are taking the
right road to success, by going out of
corn and hogs and into grass and cattle.

Ground worked year after year in
corn, is liable to be washed away, and
hog stealing absorbs much of the profits
of pork.

There is a tax lien war going on in
the district, arising out of a civil incon-
venience of gigantic proportions. But
out of this war it is proposed to keep. '

Doctors are somewhat scarce. This
arises from the fact that there is less
demand for them than formerly. The
community is acquiring a large amount
of medical knowledge, free from tech-
nicalities. Less attention is being giv-

en by the people to curing disease, and
more to its prevention. ; People live
more rationally now, than formerly.

If it is true that what is wanted in the
State must be put in the common school,

that system needs reconstruction in the
West End of Iron county, and perhaps
elsewhere. The objective in school
teaching, is to enable the pupil to think

The pre-emine- nt fitness of Mr.
Bayard's appointment as Ambassador
of the United States to Great Britain
will vbe recognized in both countries.
It has been, indeed, so generally ex-

pected that any other nomination
would have been a disappointment.
The office, to which the more dignified
title now given it can add no import-
ance, has been regarded, from the be-

ginning ot our government, as that of
highest honor and responsibility in the
foreign relations of the United States,
since there is . no other nation ' with
which our relations are so intimate and
significant, and it has been filled, from
time to time, by men who have shed
lustre on the history of , the t United
States. To , this honorable line Mr.
Bayard succeeds by acknowledged
right.

His wide knowledge and long exper-
ience in public affairs, his legal learn-
ing, his intellectual culture and attain-
ments, and above all his integrity and
unfailing dignity of character have
placed Mr. Bayard, by common consent,
in the highest rank of American states-

men. Leaving aside the President and
the it can be no exagger-
ation to speak of him as the most dis-

tinguished citizen of the United States
now living. In character and service,
and in the highest attributes of intel-

lectual American manhood, there is no
one remaining in public life who is
his peer.

From the time when it became known
that Mr. Bayard was not to resume his
