—Hoarhound Candy: Boil twoounces
drv hoarhound in one and one-half pints
of water for about half an hour, strain
and add three and one-half pounds
brown sugar; boil over a hot fire until
sufficiently hard; pour out in flat, well-
greased tins, and mark in sticks or
small squares with a knife as soon as
cool enough to retain its shape.—Boston

—Baker's Ginger Cakes: One quartof
good New Orleans molasses, one pintof
lard; warm lard and molasses together.
Into one pint of sour milk dissolve three
tablespoonfuls of soda; stir in enoungh
flour, in which you have sprinkled as
much ginger as yon like, so the dough
will not be sticky; roll one-fourth inch
thick. Bake in moderately hot oven.—
Farm, Field and Fireside.

—Canvas-back Ducks: To prepare
canvas-back ducks care must be taken
to draw the trail without breaking the
entrails. If this is accomplished the
ducks need not be washed, but simply
wiped out with a soft, dry cloth. Then
sprinkle them inside with white celery,
chopped fine, and a little salt and allow
them to cook in a brisk oven from
eighteen to twenty minutes. Serve hot
with thin slices of fired hominy, and
currant jelly.—Ladies’ Home Journal

—Biscuit: Take a quart of flour, a
teaspoonful of salt, two heaped tea-
spoonfuls of baking powder, a large ta-
blespoonful of lard or butter, a pint of
sweet mille. Stir well together the
flour, salt and baking powder; mix in
the butter thoroughly with the lard;
add the milk. Flour the board; turn
out the dough and roll till half an inch
thick, handling as little as possible.
Bake in a very hot oven.—Harper's
Bazar.

—Cream Cakes: Three eggs, one and
one-half cups of sugar, half a cup of
butter, balf a cup of milk,two and oue-
half caps of flour, one teaspoonful of
baking powder, ¢ream, two eggs, one
cup of sugar., one-half cup of corn
starch. DBeat these ingredients well
and pour into a pint of boiling milk,
add a piece of butter the size of a hick-
orynut, flavor with vanilla.

—Prune Jelly: Soak a pound of prunes
in a quart of water three hours. Drain
them and strain the water in which
youn soaked them. Put it on the range
with a pound of sugar and let it boil
half an hour. Remove the stones from
the prunes and put them into the boil-
ing sirup, and boil it up again. Soak
half a box of gelatine in a little cold
water and stir it into the boiling
prunes. Pour them into a mold wet
with cold water and set them in a cold
place to harden. Serve with sugar and
cream.—Prairie Farmer.

—St. Augustine Pudding: Mix one
tablespoonful of corn starch with three
squares of unsweetened chocolate,
grated, and stir them into one quart of
boiling milk, letting it boil gently un-
til the chocolate is dissolved. Pour in-
to a deep pudding-dish and add the
yolks of four eggs, beaten with six ta-
blespoonfuls of sugar and a little salt.
Bake about forty-five minutes. Take
it out of the oven and spread over ita
layer of carrant jelly. Beat the whites
of the eggs to a stiff froth, with four
tablespoonfals of powdered sugar and
one tablespoonful of: lemom juice;
spread it over the top of the pudding
and put it back in the oven a few min.
utes to brown.—Boston Budget,

HOW TO BROIL.

The Pest Wav to Cook Ments, Fish and
Gume.

Broiling is the most wholesome and
the most delicious method of cooking
meat, and one of the mwost palatable
ways of serving either:fresh or salt
fish. ‘Care must be taken that the fire
is fresh and bright, bnt not too fierce,
and that the broileris in good order; a
pair -of meat tongs will alsobe found of
great service, as under no consideration
should the article  being broiled be
pierced by a fork. Birds are usually
split open before being broiled, and
steaks and chops mestly trimmed, all
superfluous fat beimg removed. Fish,
such as salmon amd hslibut, when cut
irto steaks, is usually wrapped in oiled
white paper before being placed upon
the gridiron, but with smaller fish this
78 not necessary. Kidncys should be
split throngh lengthwise and a skewer
run through them to keep them flat
A special sort of -gridiron is sold for
broiling oysters wpon, which may also
be used for tomateesand sardines. All
‘broiled food shomld be seasoned and
werved as soon as possible after its re-
mioval from the fire. A liberal supply
«of butter will add te its toothsomeness,
@as will hot plates. Birds are usually
served upon thim slices of buttered
toast, and garmished, as are broiled
meats, with pasrsley, oress or celery
tops; fish should always be laid npon a
Holded fringed mapkin .on a long. nar-
wow platter. Am wverage-sized steak
should take from €ight 40 ten minutes
in cooking; chops from seven to ten;

AGRICULTURAL HINTS.

ABOUT CATTLE TICKS.

Interesting Facts from the Texas Agrical.
tural Experiment Station.

The Texas agricultural experiment
station has recently 1ssued bulletin 24
wkich contains a valuable contribution
toour knowledge of the life history and
habits of the cattle tick, and the rem-
edies to be used in contending with it
The first part is devoted to the life his-
tory and habits of the species most
common in the southwest (Boophilus
bovis Riley) and is from Dr. Cooper
Curtice. This portion contains a num-
ber of valuable points; but it is impos-
sible to give them in full. Assummed
up they are:

Ticks were probably brought with
the cattle from southern Europe or
Northern Africa. The life history is
1st, an egg; 34, a 6-legged seed tick;
3d, an &legged asexual nymph (the
neutral pupa); 4th, an K-legged adult
By dropping off where cattle spend the
most time, more especially in their
resting places, these places are most
infested with the young. Ticks are as-
sociated with a disease attacking cat-
tle and their removal has prevented
the disease being communicated. By
taking advantage of the climate and
the use of remedies cattle and certain
pastures may be freed from the ticks.
All cattle intended for transportation to
northern markets should be freed from
ticks. The preventive and remedial
measures are discussed by Prof. M.
Franecis, of the Texas experiment sta-
tion. The eradication of ticks is con-

sidered very important, especially be-
cause of the quantities of blood they
draw from their victims, and without
considering the relation which they
seem to bear to Texas fever, he con-
siders preventive and remedial meas-
ures necessary. For prevention, keep-
ing cattle from thickly wooded pas-
tures during summer and autumn and
substituting pastures recently in culti-
vation is recommended. Sulphur and
and salt fed to cattle is thought to be
useful. To destroy the ticks “'a com-
bination of lard and sulphur or lard
and kerosene gives good resuits.”

Of kerosene emulsion he says: *“Ten
per cent. does fairly well. Atone time
I entertained a high opinion of it but
later experiences have failed to fully
satisfy the demands.” The material
he recommends most highly with a
novel plan for its application we re-
peat here in full, as it will doubtless
interest many stockmen who have this
pest or other parasites to contend with:
**We hawe found nothing which gives
so gemeral satisfaction as several
brands of sheep dip now on the market.
Two per cent. solutions were applied.
The qudlities these possess are effi-
cieney, cheapness, ease of application,
miscible with water, non-poisonous,
noa-irritating or injurious to eyes,
skin, or hair, stability, uniformity,
non-corrosive to apparatus, and whea
applied require no heat

‘The treatment of a few dairy cows is
am easy affair. Apply the dip with
sponges, brushes, mops or syringes.
We nse abrass hand syringe with spray
mozzle intended for gardemers’ mse.
With range cattle it is quite different
and involves time, labor and expease.
"This has led us to devise an apparstus
for the purpose. This consisis, as
shown in the accompamying illastra-
tion, of a derrick 16 feet high on which
is :a barrel. From the barrel there
oomes a pipe that divides into five
smaller ones 18 inches apart on each of
which is a piece of hose 12 inches long
and to the end of each hose a tim ros2
is fixed. There also eomes from ths
main down pipe another hose 15to 20
$eet long for hand use, this is also pro-
wided with a rose and a stop<ock. The
dermck is built direetly omn a plas
dorm 5 by 8 feet made of Slooring and
soslanted as to draim to emne sidese the
substance used can be oollected by a
trongh and poured into a lower barrel
sank .in the ground. From the lowur
barrel there is a pipe ronming to thes
wpper one which is prowided with s
pomp. There is also a narrow chule
leading to the derrick thweugh which
the .cattle pass. Our method .of opera-
tiom is as follows: The dip is mixed in
the Jower barrel and them is pumped
into the upper one. An animal isdrivean
on the platform and the dip allowed to
play -an it for one minute, wisile so do-
ing the hand hose is used batween the
thighse and on the brisket and lower

«f the body. The others are
treated in a similar manner Thut
whieh runs off the animal is esught ic
the lower barrel and pumped up, thys
prevemting much waste. Trash must
be kent out.or it will clog the mozzle.
This i¢ accomplished by usimg a cloth
strainer on the upper barrel. With the
arrangements as here deseribed and
illustrated, we are able to trest about
80 animais per hour, at s cost, inelui-
ing muterial and labor, of 5 eents per
head. The small ticks will seam be
dead and the large ones also in a few
hours.

Cultivating & Small Plet.

On a plot 100 feet square yumite s
garden may be had: Four rowsof
apple trees of four trees each, 383
feet apart, making 16 in all; betweea
the trees in the apple rows may be
planted 12 pear trees, almost 17 feet
apart; between these rows may ba
planted seven trees eaech of peach,
plum and cherry, a little more thaa
161§ fest apart. Between these rowa
of trees may be planted grapes, cur
rants, raspberries and blagckberries,
over 8 feet apart, leaving two spaces
over 16 feet wide for strawberries, and
eight spaces over 8 feet apart, aad the
spaces between the trees and small
fruits for planting with vegetables
Thus even the villager may have s
abundant supply of fruits and vege-
tables.—Farm and Home-
