NEWS AND NOTES.

A Bummary of Important Events.
FIFTY-SECOND CONGRESS.

IX the senate, on the 10th, a resolution for
the appointment of a committee to walt up-
on the president and Inform him that unless he
bas some further communication % make the
senate is ready to adjourn without day was
passed; but & ‘motion to reconsider was sub-
sequently passed, and the matier went over.
Resolutions for investigation of the charges
against Senators Roach, of North Dakota, and
Powers, of Montana, were offered and laid
over.

IN the senate, on the 1Ith, at the very first
moment that a motiom could be made Mr. Gor-
man, as the parliamentary leader of the ma-
Jority, moved to proceed %o the comsideration
of executive business Senators Hoar and
Chandler, with a solid array of republican sen-
ators behind them, resisted the motion, but in
valn, for it was carried by a vote of 34 demo-
crats (including the populist from Kansas, Mr.
Peffer). For three bours thereafter the senate
sat in secret session and then adjourned.

Ix the sensate, on the 12th, a resolution, pre-
viously offered by Senator Call, increasing to
fifteen the membership of some of the more
important , was called up and its
author spoke for one hour in its behalf, after
which the resolution was rejected. A resolu-
tion for an investigation of the claim of Mr.
Joseph W. Ady to a seat as a senator from Kan-
sas by the committes on privileges and elec-
tions was reported by the chairman of that
committee and referred. The last two hours
of the day's session were devoted to the con-
sideration of executive business.

Ix the senate, ou the 13th. & memorial signed
by seventy-seven members of the Kansas legis-
Iature declaring that John Martin's election as
senator kad been effected by a house of repre-
sentatives, ten of whose members had not held
certificates of election, and declaring that Mr.
Ady had been legally and fairly elected as sen-
ator, was presented and referred to the com-
mittee on privileges and elections. An investi-
gation of the question was laid over under ob-
jection. A short executive session was held,
after whick the senate adjourned.

IN the senate, on the 14th, the greater portion
of the session was taken up withthe bill for the
investigation of charges against Senator Roach,
of North Dakota. Mr. Hoar desired to have &
time set at the present session for taking a
vote on the admission of the three senators ap-
pointed by the governors of the states of Mon-
tana, Washington and Wyoming, but objection
came from the democritic senators. who said,
Rowever, that they woulfl confer upon it.. The
resolutions for the investigation of the claim
of Nir.

FOR MISSOURI FARMERS.

Condition of Winter Grain and Live Stock

in Missouri April 1—Estimated Loss of |'

Live Stock During Winter—An Interest.
ing Tabile.

The following interesting report has
been issued by the Missouri agricultural
department:
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WINTER WHEAT.

The condition of winter wheat, as
estimated from returns of correspond-
ents at this date, gives an average for
the state of 82 per cent., as compared
with 68 per cent. one year ago. Asre-
ported by sections, the lowest average
condition is 76 in northeast and the
highest 85 in southeast Missouri. The
average date of wheat-seeding last fall
was September 25, ten days earlier than
the previous year, but the condition of
the soil was bad, and much of the seed
failed to germinate, or at best made a
weak, spindling growth. The low tem-
perature, the very little protec-
tion afforded by snow and the
ice which in sections of the
state covered the ground for a
period during the winter, indicates
that much of the area sown has been
winter-killed; but the continued cold
weather has prevented a sufficient
growth of the plant to make it possible
to estimate the probable acreage which
will be plowed up. When compared
with the condition April 6, of an aver-
age year, the prospect for a wheat crop
is bad. but when compared with the
prospect last year at this date and we
remember that, on the area sown, &
fair crop in both yield and quality was
produced, there is reason to take
courage.

RYE.

Rye was less Injured than wheat by
the severe winter, and is 11 points bet-
ter in condition than April 1, of 1892
The area is below that of an average
year.

OATS.

At the end of March oat-sowing had
only commenced.

LIVE BTOCK.

The dry cold weather was favorable
to live stock of all kinds. and the com-
parative condition is high. Among
horses there were fewer cases than
usual of distemper, glanders and lumpy
jaw reported, and no epidemic of any
kind. Cattle have been also compara-
tively free from disease. More than
fifty per cent. of the death rate re-
ported being from exposure and too lit-
tle food. Except for the destruction
among sheep from dogs, the death rate
was chiefly from loss of young lambs,
owing to the long-continued cold in
March. The high price and demand
for marketable hogs would naturally
induce good care and shelter and con-
sequent high condition and freedom
from disease. Cholera, in its various
forms, is reported from almost every
section, but the death rate has been
comparatively very light. The num-
ber of breeding sows now on hand is
22 per cent. less than at this period in
1892,

Lead in Barry Couanty, Mo.

Great interest and considerable ex-
citement has been created in Barry
county, Mo., over the developments at
the McDowell mines.

The mines are located 12 miles north of Cass-
ville. About thirty years ago work was begun
there, but though good indications were ever
present lack of capital prevented a systematic
prospecting until last year, when work was
pushed with greater speed. Some £2,000 have
been spent in putting aown a shaft 140 feet,
and the owners have been rewarded by a splen-
did lead which they are now opening at the
110-foot level. The outputis lead and zinc. and
the mineral being in a elay is very easily pre-
pared for market, no crushing being required.
A good lead is reported at the 60-foot level, but
as water was needed to wash the clay from the
mineral, the shaft was sunk below, and that
will be investigated later. Every indication
points to a new mining camp in southwest Mis-
souri before the summer is past.

A Wild Man in Illinois.

The appearance of a large man, in an
almost nude condition, in the woods in
St. Clair county, Ill., has caused con-
siderable excitement.

Constable Willlam Becker organized a posse
and went in scarch of the strange man. He
was found in a straw-stack. The man offered
some resistance but was overpowered and
taken to St. Libory. After being clothed and
fed he suddenly became wild, tore his clothing
into shreds and escaped inte the woods. He
was recaptured later and taken to the county
hospital. The next day he escaped or was re-
leased from the hospital and he passed through
St. Libory on his woy south. The stranger
welghs about 200 pounds, gave the name of Pe-
ter Hoffmann and claimed his home was in
Evansville, Ind. It is thought that the man is
affiicted with temporary fits of insanity.

A Grand Coup
Startling Menu—The Regents and Miale-
ters Arrested and Alvxander Proclalms

of Government. .

coup d'etat was effected here Thurs-
day night and King Alexander L, the

tofore governed the country through
regents, to-day rules in his own proper
person. '

A grand banquet was given at the
palace Thursday night to celebrate
King Alexander’s success in passing
the examination prescribed for Servian
students. M. Ristics and Gen. Belimar
Belimarkovic, the regents, and all the
ministers of the state were present, as
were also a large number of friends
and supporters of the regenta

For many months past the sitnation
in Servia has been critical, owing to
the abuse of their power by the re-
gents and state officials. Affairs had
become so bad that the king deter-
mined to take the reins in his own
hands. In accordance with this de-
termination plans were secretly laid by
means of which the regents
and ministry would be ousted
without opportunity for opposi-
tion. Unsuspectingly the regents and
ministers attended the banquet, and
while they were enjoying themselves
at the palace detachments of soldiers
and bodies of police took possession of
the ministers' houses and occupied the
government buildings. At midnight,
while the festivities were still in
progress, King Alexander proclaimed
that he had attained his ‘majority and
that he had assumed, with the skupt-
schina, the .government of the &dun-
try.

The king had not, in fact, attained
his majority. Aecording to the Servian
law, he does not become of age until
heis 18 years old, and as he was born
August 14, 1876, he will not be 18 for
considerably ever s year. When the
deposed regents and ministers heard
the proclamation they were dum-
founded. The king and his ad-
visers acted with great prompti-
tude and soldiers, who were in wait-
ing, at once placed the regents
and ministers under arrest, and they
were sent to rooms which had been
prepared for them in the palace, where
they are under guard.

The Servian army is loyal to the
king. Had it not been the coup
d'etat would not have been possible.
After the issuing of the proclamation,
and long before daylight, the king pro-
ceeded to the barracks, where the
troops were under arms, and was re-
ceived with joyous acclamations and
many expressions of loyalty.

The proclamation will be issued ev-
erywhere in the country, and bears the
king's signature. In it Alexander de-
clares that the constitution has been in
sore jeopardy, the rights of citizens im-
periled and the constitutional ‘pesition
of parliament so abased that the king
must end the unhappy condition of
affairs. He therefore declares that he
has come of age and has assumed
kingly power. Henceforth, the procla-
mation adds, the Servian constitution
acquires its full significance. The re-
gents have been deposed, the cabinet
dismissed and a new ministry ap-
pointed. M. Dokitch is the new prime
minister. .

The coup d’etat is simply the revival
of the royal supremacy, which had been
first weakened by the separation of
Milan and Natalie, and seriously im
paired by the abdication of Milan and
the subsequent troubles in which the
country was plunged, largely as a re-
sult of the weakness of the crown.
During the past year these difficulties
have increased, and radicalism has
reared its head in such a menacing
manner as to make the conservative
classes long for greater strength and
unity at the source of government.

The decree of expulsion against
Queen Natalie was revoked, but the
situation, both political and finanecial,
rapidly grew worse, and serioas dis-
orders in Belgrade increased the pub-
lic anxiety for a more stable adminis-
tration. It apparent, therefore,
that Servia was ripe for the bold act
by which young Alexander has as-
serted his royal authority, and vindi-
cate in some degree the damaged pres-
tige of the house of Obrenovitch.

The details of the coup d’ etat were
carried ont with remarkable swiftness
and simplicity. The regents and their
ministers responded to an invitation to
dine in the old palace Thursday %®ven-
ing. Eight were seated at dinner, the
king presiding. After the third course
the king rose and said to theregents:

‘‘Gentlemen, for four years you, in my
name, have administered the kingly
power. I thank you heartily for the
trouble you have taken. I now feel
able to administer the power myself,
and will exercise it from this moment.
I beg ycu, therefore, immediately to
hand me your resignations.”

M. Risties replied that he could not,
and would not, comply with the king's
request, which was contrary to the
constitution. J

The king thereupon left the room
and sent an aide-de-camp to demand
the resignations of the ministers. Asa
they all remained obdurate he ordered
them to leave the old palace and go to
the new palace to remain over night
In the morning they were conveyed to
their residences under guard.

To-night the king’s assumption of
power was celebrated with a torch-
light procession and general illumina-
tions.

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A HORRIBLE AFFAIR.

A XNegro Marderer Burned Allve by
Mob Near Fort Galnes, Ga.—Tled to &
Fat Pine Stump, Kerosene Foured Over
the Pyre and the Match Applied.
ATLANTA, Ga., April 15.—Bob Bur-

uett, a country merchant, who slept in
& room in his store, near Fort Gaines,
Ga., was murdered Thursday morning
by a negro, who entered the store for
purposes of robbery. The murderer
was captured Thuraday afterncon and
carried back to the scene of his erime,
where a large mob had collected. He
confessed the murder, and atonce prep-
arations to burn him alive were made.
A fence was torn down and the raila
piled around a fat lightwood stump
and the prisoner tied and laid on top
of it. Kerosene was poured over him
and on the wood. The negro begged
piteously to be spgyred, while the crowd
yelled with fury and delight.

Some one touched a match to the
wood and the flames shot twenty feet
into the air. Amid the crackling of the
filames and the screams of the victim,
pistol shots rang out on the airand a
dozen balls perforated the body of the
helpless wretch.

Negroes formed a majority of the
mob and did most of the work of pre-
paring the bonfire. Negro men and
women with long poles stood around,
and heaped the chunks on the roasting
flesh. The victim’s name is nnknown.

Young Burnett, whom he murdered,
was one of the leading young mere
chants of Quitman county, and be-
longed to an old and aristocratic fam-
ily, whose mansion is one of the finest
old houses remaining from antebellum
days.

THE BALANCE OF TRADE.

WasHINGTON, April 15.—The adversa
tarb of the balance of trade against the
United States continues to be shown
by the figures of the burean of statis-
ties

The total exporis of breadstuffs for
last month were $18,8686,000; for the
corresponding month of “1892 they were
$28.072,000, a falling off for the month
of $9.2086,000.

For the nine months ending March,
1803, the expnrts of breadstuffs were
$145,032,000; for the corresponding nine
months in the previous fiscal year they
were £28%,159,000, s falling off in nine
months of $88,127,000.

The decrease in the exportation of
hog, beef and dairy products has been
almostequally marked. For the month
of March last the exporta of these prod-
ucts were £8,231,000; for the correspond-
ing month of 1892, £11,528,000; & falling
off of £3,292,000f For the nine months
ending March 31 the exports of these
products were $27,300,000; for the cor-
responding nine months of the previous
fiscal year $33,983,000; a falling off of
£6,653,000.
