An Interuﬂng- Contempt Case.

The action of Judge Brooke, of Nor-
folk, Va., in fining a newspaper report-
er for contempt of court because ithe
reporter wrote and printed some ob-
jectionable comments on the judge’s
decision, is upheld by some and con-
demned by others.

The Richmond Times takes the posi-
tion that when & newspaper comments
on court proceedings in a manner that
is likely to interfere with:justice in any
way it is guilty of contempt, but it
goes on to say of the Norfolk case:

The remarks were concerning past
actions of the court in a cause that was
disposed of. If these are the facts,
the judge had no sort of authority to
call the newspaper’s comments into
question. They were comments on
ancient history; as complewely so as if
they had been remarks on the assassin-
ation of Julins Caesar.

The Richmond Dispatch sees the mat-
ter in a different light. It holds that
as the reporter was not a party to the
case, the judge had no jurisdiction over
him, and could not punish him for ex-
pressing his opinion outside of the
courthouse. It says:

If the Norfolk reporter was guilty of
contempt of court in commenting upon
the objectionable decision of Judge
Brooke, he would have been equally
guilty of that offense if he had publish-
ed his article in a letter from Norfolk
to a Richmond, Petersburg or Lynch-
burg paper or to a paper in another
state. If an editor’s comments upon
criminal proceedings may subject bim
to the penalties prescribed by law for
persons guilty of objectionable acts in
the presence of the court, then the lib-
erty of the press is at the mercy not
only of the good judges of the land,
but of the Underwoods. These judges
would like to be led by Judge Brooke.

The present tendency of the courts to
go beyond their judicial functions and
actively engage in legislaticn is liable
at any time to imperil the freedom of
the press and the liberty of the citizen.
Fortunately, our judges, as a rule, love
justice and desire to keep within the
well-defined limits of the law. Some-
times they may go too far, but it is
not likely that they will ever, as a
class, show a disposition to abuse the
great power confided to their hands.
One thing is certain—the press of this
country will continue to do business at
the same old stand, giving the news
and commenting on it, or 65,000,000
people will have something to say about
it.—dtlania Constitulion.

‘Widening the Breach.

The interference of the United States
Courts in settling differences arising
from the separation of races, on con-
veyances by water and land, is the
most formidable obstacle in the way of
satisfactory adjustment. The judges
are in the main, small politicians, who
have earned their elevation to the
ermine, through services rendered in
political emergencies. Their judge-
ments are warped by a fixed bias, and
by a truckling subserviemcy to ele-
ments which they courted in question-
able efforts to promote their sordid
interests. They cannot now divest
themselves of the predjudices they
fostered in arraying the races against
each other. They bring them into
action on the bench, and long accus-
tomed to currying favor with the vie-
ious influnences of their former sur-
roundings. A knowledge of law was
not in their cases essential to the dis-
charge of ' grave responsibilities.
There are a few honorable exceptions
among these who were promoted to the
bench, butonly a few. A casehasbeen
adjudicated in a federal court, which
adds another web to the network of
difficulties caused by laws generally in
operation in the Southern States re-
quiring separate cars for the white and
colored passengers. A jury has re-
turned a verdict, doubtless prompted
by the judge’s instructions, against the
East Tennessee railway for $800 dama-
ges in favor of a colored woman, who
was not allowed in a compartment set
apart for the whites. The conductor
of the train on which the complainant
took passage, testified that the +<Jim
Crow™ car was as good as any in the
train. He said he would not object to
his wife and daughters traveling in the
cars. This was the testimony of
others. But the judge, turning the
case to the jury, laconically suggest-
ed, that no doubt all of them bad
traveled in the South and knew what
a Jim Crow car was. That was all.—
