So the whore-mong- er pairs
off "with, the thief, the blasphemer
keeps the habitual liar in countenance,
while the drunkard ' backs up the
slanderer.; So it goes. This is a
dangerous condition of things. , It is
said to bolin the last days. When
that condition of things exists, human
depravity Can go but little farther and
God's patience is about worn out. . a

It is dangerous to attack fortified sin.
If a man attack any one of those vices,
he attacks the whole thing, and will
very soon smell Hell.' There are
Heaven and Hell ifl three corresponH
ing divisions, in this life, between the
death and the resurrection of the body,
and beyond the general judgment. ;

Hell, in this life, is called the sin
against the Holy Ghost, and is de-

scribed in the above quotation from
2d Timothy, and corresponding pas
sages of Scripture, and from this sys
tem of abounding iniquity the un
bridled tougiie takes its encouragement
and draws its supplies. But what are
we to do about HP When a communi
ty is in that condition, it is impossible
to renew them unto repentance, (He
brews. VI., 4-- 8), and so preaching to
them is useless. From such turn
away, is the order of God.' This
turning away involves three things:
1st, a complete separation between our
lives and theirs, so they cannot shelter
behind us in their wrong-doin-g. 2d,
letting them alone. "Reprove not a
scorner, lest he hate thee. Proverbs.
IX., -- 8.

But the most terrible idea remains
to be noticed yet.

In the first five chapters of Isaiah, a
horrible condition of things among the
Jews is set forth, and in the sixth
chapter, Isaiah is commissioned as the
Lord's prophet, chapter VI. t 9: "And
He said, go tell this people, hear ye.
ndeed, but understand not, and see yo

indeed but perceive hot.' r Make the
heart of this people fat and make their
ears heavy; and' shut 'their eyes, lest
they see with their eyes; hear with
their ears, understand with their hearts
and convert and behold." That was
Isaiah's commission to men that are
hardened in sin. But he had another
commission to another class of men.
Isaiuh, LXI., 1- -8: "the Spirit of the
Lord God is upon me, because the Lord
hath annointed me to preach good tid-

ings unto the meeje. He hath sent me
to bind up the broken hearted, to pro
claim liberty to the captive, and the
opening of the prison to them that are
bound. To proclaim the acceptable
year of our Lord and the day of veng-

eance of our God; to comfort all that
mourn. To appoint unto them that
mourn in Zion to give them beauty for
ashes, the oil of joy for mourning, the
garment of praise for the spirit of
heaviness, that they might be called
trees of righteousness. The planting
of the Lord that He might be glorified."

All things are double; the commis
sion of the gospel, minister, and the duty
of the Cbristain, among the rest. ? He

Proverbs,
XVIII., 21: "By thy words thou shalt
be justified, and by thy words thou
shalt be condemned. The tongue is a
world of iniquity." The word "world,"
means a complete system. All things
are double, the true and the false, and
the false is a counterfeit of the true.

God has a complete and thorough
system, and by counterfeiting it, the
Devil has a system, which is just as
perfect after its kind.

In carrying on His work, God, by
the foolishness of preaching, saves
them that believe. But before He
sends a man out to preach, a coal from
God's altar is laid on his mouth. "Lo
this hath touched thy lips; thine ini
quity is taken away, and thy sin purged.
