Register—In your issue of last
week, the undersigned, with many
others, no doubt, have read the sermon

_on the use of the ‘‘tongue,” and were

But I must ask pardon of the author
for referring him or her to one or two
slight mistakes which I notice near
the outset. ;

as well as a political movement.”

The secession under sthe accession
of Rehoboam, was immediately oun the
demise of Solomon, and was by Di-
vine appointment as a penalty for that
Monarch’s wilful departure from the
true worship of God and other sins.
I. Kings, II. chapter, 31-34 vs. 1IL
Chronicles, 1I. 4.

This was about 975 years before the
Nativity of Christ. i

But the final dispersion of these
same ten tribes took place about 250
years afterwards, when they, with
their King Hosea, were carried away
by Shalmanassar into Assyria, ‘‘and
placed in Halah by theriver Gozan, and
in the city of the Medes.” II. Kings
17. 6. From this captivity they never
returned. Henceforth, they are treat-
ed in history as the “:lost tribes,” and
gometimes specifically named as the
*sten lost tribes.” They have heen
ever since and are still lost to history.
It is true much speculations has been
indulged in by book-makers in refer-
ence to their destiny, but it is all spee-
nlation or the product of the imagin-
ation.

The captivily with which we are
most familar, was that of the Jews in
and about Jerusalem in the times of
Zedekiah, commonly called the seventy
years captivity.

This exile occurred 132 years sub-
sequent to the carrying away of the
ten tribes from Samaria, and 588
years before the advent of Christ.

Some notice is due to the reference
of St. Paul, contained in his speech
before Agrippa, which might be spok-
en of as an incident rather than a fact
in proper form.

St Paul does refer to a hope indulg-
ed in by what he calls the twelve
triYes. But what this hope, (elpidi)
refers to is not quite so clear. The
term that stress seems to be laid upon
is the twelve tribes which St. Paul is
made to say entertains this hope.

But dodekaphulon, which is liter-
al enough generally, is, in this place,
but a periphrasis for the Jewish na-
tion, and has not, neccessarily any re-
ference to the existence (historically)
of the ten tribes in the text.

Hoping I will be excused for these
few lines, which are only meant to be
an innocent explanation of whatI con-
ceive may have been only an oversight
of the excellent discourse of the thought-
tul person who has thus kindly present-
ed for our instruction and social im-
provement an admirable annotation
of this part of the Sacred Canon.

OBITUARY.

Mrs. Mary Giessing, nee Hoehn, wid-
ow of the late Chas. Giessing, deceased,
died at her home at Valley Forge, St.
Francois county, Mo,, at 3 o’clock r. M.§
April 18, 1893. She had been a suf-
ferer forseveral years from heart trou-
le, but the immediate cause of her
death was catarrh of the stomach.

Mrs. Giessing was born in Neider-
hausen-an-der-Nah. Kries Krietz-
Nacht, Prussia, Germany, Aug. 24,
1829, being at the time of her death aged
63 years, 7 months and 24 days. She
was the youngest of nine children, two
of whom died in infancy and four of
whom survive her—John Hoehn, aged
78, Mrs. Sophia Mell, of this county;
and Peter Hoehn aged 68, and Mrs.
Elizabeth Wehrle; still residing in
Germany. She immigrated to this
country in December, 1850, and in May
following, 1851, was married to
Charles Giessing. Nine children were
born $o them, eight of whom are liv-
ing, one having died in early child-
bhood. These are John and Charles,
living in Farmington; Petor, Henry,
Fred, William P., Daniel F., and Eliz-
abeth S., of Valley Forge.

After marriage Mr. and Mrs. Gies-
sing lived at Iron Mountain until 1867.
In 1860 Mr.. Geissing and Peter Hoehn,
his brother-in-law, bought the Valloy
Forge Flouring Mill, the latter attend-
ing to the business until 1867, when
he returned to Germany, and Mr.
Geissing removed with his family to
Valley Forge and took charge of it,
conducting it up to the time of his
death, which occurred in February

1870. Mrs. Giessing then® with the|

assistance of her sons,. John and
Charles, continued successfully to con-
duct the business until 1882, when
John and Charles bought the Farm-
ington Roller Mills, and Mrs. Geissing
took her sons, Peter and Heary, in
with her, and subsequently in 1885
Fred was added to the firm. They
did a large milling business, to which
was added an extensive merchandise
store in 1888,

Mrs. Giessing was a woman of
strong character, a faithful and devot-
ed wife and a loving and provident
mother to her children, who wil lever
love and cherish her memory. She
was a consistent member of the Luth-
eran faith, and her funeral was
preached at the church in Farming-
ton, Wednesday afternoon at 2 o'glock,
after which the remains were followed
to the Odd Fellows cemetery by alarge
concourse of sorrowing relatives and
friends, and.laid to rest beside those
of her decemsed husband.—Farming-

opened , May 8th, 1893, in the
Public i at Ironton, Mo.

This school is especially designed for
teachers, and those who contemplate
teaching and who desire to prepare
themselves for thorough work in the
schoolroom. I waant to enroll in this
school, a teacher for every dis-
triot in the county—I want to do this
because I feel that I know just what
you need, and believe 1 can send you
away a stronger and better equipped
teacher.

other than that proposed by the four
weeks' institute.

Will you profit
hy the hint, and the opportunity thus
placed before you?

This school will continue in session
just four weeks, and be followed im-
mediately by the regular County In-
stitute for licensing teachers, thus
throwing the examinations late in June
and bringing them under the amended
school law, thereby making second
grade certificates good for two years.
Do not forget the date, and let me hear
from you immediately.
