IN SAMOA

Began ed in a Single Night—Ma~

ml’l..tl;:dell;l:gel Chilef. Completely Over=
thrown—The King's Forces Victorlous
in & Short and Decisive Campalgn—The
Forelgn Consuls Demand and Recelve
the Old Rebel's Surrender.

Aria, Samoa, July 19, via San Fran-
risco, Aug. 4.—War broke out between
Malietoa’s and Mataafa’s forces, but
war ships of the three powers inter-
vened and stopped the fighting. Ma-
taafa and his cniefs have surrendered.
Mataafa’'s loss was thirty killed and
twenty wounded. .

A large detachment of Mataafa’s men
were stationed in a cattle yard. As
the king’s men advanced, the men on
Mataafa's side recognized friendsand
ealled out cordial -greetings. Hand-
shakes were indulged in and kava ex-
changed. It seemed as if friendly re-
lations were to be re-established.

THE FIGHT BEGUN

One ferocious old warrior named
Patu urged the king's men back into
the ranks. when somebody fired a shot
and the fight commenced. Firing be-
came general and deadly. On the sea
beach, opposite the cattle yards, were
posted a number of the king’s men.

Mataafa’s men advanced to the wall
and were exposed to a raking fire.
Another detachment of Malietoa's
troops took advantage of an opening
in the side of the wall to pour in re-
peated and deadly volleys. The Ma-
taafites were forced to a stone wall a
little distance in the bush. Here they
made a stand and Malietoa's men re-
tired. When they attacked the place
next morning Mataafa and his men had
fled.

On his was back from the fight Ma-
taafa, who was wounded, set fire to his
own town, which was burned to the
ground. At latest accounts he had
gone to Upolo, where he was hemmed
in and had no chance of escape.

A COXSULAR PROCLAMATION

The foreign consuls at Apia have is-
sued a proclamation ordering all the
white inhabitants to keep away from
the natives and to take no part in the
hostilities. - Malietoa’s forces number
2 500 men, while those of the rebel
chief are only about B00.

During the night nothing unusual
happened. The dead bodies of three of
Malietoa’s men were brought in next
morning. Wounded men came strag-
gling in one or two at a time, slung on
poles or assisted to walk by their
friends. Ten wounded were put into
a temporary hospital and attended to
by surgeons of the German men-of-war
Sperber and Buzzard, while two others
were attended to at the American con-
sulate.

Father Broyer, French missionary,
addressed the chief justice on the ques-
tion of honorable peace being granted
to Mataafa. IHe was referred to the
consuls, who againreferred him to the
king. Father Broyer was informed
that his majesty would hear of nc
terms of conditional peace.

# In talking of the fight Purser Keith
of the Monowaisaid: *'There will be nc
more trouble. Mataafa will surrender
unconditionally and that will end the
war. Ie has beenheard to say thathe
will surrender and end all trouble.™
MATAAFA SURRENDERS

Mataafa and nearly thirty chiefs sur-
rendered at the demands of the con
suls. The following is the copy of a
letter sent by the consuls to Mataafa

demanding his surrender:

We. the three consuls of the treaty powers
hereby give you notice that if you and your
confederates an your wounded come on hoar(
of the English man-of-war within three houn
from Lhis time your lives will be safe, if no
threc men-of-wur will open fire upon you and
you will be attacked by the king's forces
Your followers must bring all your arms tothe
British man-of war for safekeeping. If you d¢
not surrender you must stitl send your womet
and children to the BHritish man-af-war, and
they will be safe. >

Mataafa replied as follows: '
To Their Ercellencies, the Consuls of the Thre

Great Powors:

YoUR EXCELLENCIES: 1 have azreed with al
that you have written me. We are pleased
obey with humility the great powers. Yow
excellencies, I am,

THE WAR

MATAAFA.

The consuls issuned the following
proclamation:

To ALL SAMOAXS: We, consuls of the treaty
powers. hereby give notice to nll Samoans
that Mataafa and his chiefs have surrendered
The war is quite finished. Any further dis
turbanee will be suppressed hy the men-of-war 7
All Samoans must return at once to their own
districts. Any disobedience of this notice will
be summarily dealt with.

HUMAN HYENAS

On thie afternoon after the surrender
the conquerors, Malietao's warriors,re-
turned to Apia with the spoils of vie-
tory. These spoils consisted of the
bleeding headsof human beings. Euach
man who had the Inck to cut the head
off an enemy marched through the
streefp of Apia with it.

They walked up the street yelling
like fiends, with eyes starting fromx
their sockets with excitement, anc
throwing the severed heads about like
baseballs. blood dripping over the
bearers. Many heads were brought i
in this manner and after being ex
hibited as trophies of war about the
town were presented to Malietoa as
trophies of war. The king graciously
received them and they were ther
thrown in a pile on the ground.

The white people took refuge on the
verandas of houses while the warriors
held the streets. The whites were af
the mercy of the excited natives, who
were crazed with victory and blood,
and if there had been any clash there
would probably have been a massaered.

United States Vice-Consul Blacklock
was on board the Katoomba and re-
mained to see the final surrender. Un-
til it is decided what shall be done
with the prisoners they will probably
be kept on the war ships.

Run Down and Wrecked in the Stralts of
Belle Isle.

MoNTREAL, Can., Aug. 5.—The steam-
ship Straits of Gibraltar has been lost
in the straits of Ilelle Isle by a eolli-
sion. She is a total wreek, and her en-
tire cargo of coal is lost. The crew
was saved by a passing vessel. The
vessel was in regular trade between
Montreal and Glasgow. and left here
on July 1. She was valued at $110,000,
and was covered covered by insurance
in several English companies. Her
owners “are McLean & Co., and her
Canadian agents McLean, Kennedy &
Co., of this eity.

Heavy Losses from Forest Fires.

MARSHFIELD. Wis., Aug. 5.—Forest
fires twelve miles east of here, along
the line of the Port Edwards railroud
Thursday afternoon burned 500,090
feet of logs on the roilways and the
lumber camp belonging to the Arphin
Lumber Co., of Arphin. The fires are
still burning and other logging con-
cerns in $he vicinity are hauling water
by train to protect their property. The
Arphin company had men watching
the rollways until recently, when they
were called in, believing that the dan-
ger had passed. Their loss will be

very heavy.

THE CHOLERA SCOURG.

Dr. Cyrns Edison Thinks It Will he a Long
Time Getting Here, amd May be Harm-
less When [t Does Arrive—Tersonnl FPre—
cautions to be Observed.

NeEw Yorg, Aug. 5—Dr. Cyrus Edi-
son, health commissioner, will say im
the fortheoming issue of the American
Druggist and Pharmaceutical Record:

It is to be regretted that some of the news-
papers resort to sensational news and thus un-
necessarily alarm the publie in connection withe
contagious and infectious diseases. While
much good is accomplished through thelr
urgzinz the people to observe the laws of sani-
tation in their own: persons,there {s much harm
done through unreasoning fear and nervous
dread which is caused by these mathods.

The mere fact that the Kanamania was de-
tained at Quarantine Thursday should not be a
source of great alarm, for never in the history
of this country has the sanitary condition been
£0 good.

C holera has been generally préevalent (n the
Russian digtricts ever since last year. Its ox-
istence in Naples has recently come to light
thouzh it has not yet become epidemic there.
The north of Ecrope has been free of cholera.
since April, when some cases occurred in ope:
of the northern provinces of France.

I have said that the sanitary condition of the
United States in general is excellent, and this
is more especlally true of the large cities.
Since the great source of infection is the wa-
ter used for drinking. It is around this that the
most stringent safeguards should be tfrown.
Thiz has been frequently recognized in the
larger vities. and thanks to the energetic -
works of the various toards of health. there i=s
little or no cause for fear a8 to impure drink-
ing water. Sojournersatsummer resorts. how-
ever. should exercise prggticular caution, as the
water used at these temporary places of rosi-
dence Is frequently contaminated, not at pres-
ent with cholera germs. but with other germs
of diseases which may weaken the system so
us to afford m lodging-place for cholera germs
should they be introduced later.

Thut the health sutforities of thiscity are
able to combat the disease, even should it
reach this country, a contingency whick I
scarcely class among the possibilities, wos
amply demonsirated In the way the few
cases were handled which appearad here lnst.
yeur: and further it may be said that the sani-
tary condition of the country i4 better now
than it was then. There are just three points
to be arzued.

1. That cholera ean only be taken
the tody hy means of food or drinlc.

2. That if taken into a healthy stomach chol-
era germs are harmless, us the acid gastrie
juive ut once kills and digests them.

3. That they ave certafnly killed when sub-
mitted to the lofling temperature. Bearing
these facts in mind. every person may solve
the problem. if the cholern comes, with equa~-
rimity, feeling assured of his ability to care
for himself.
